SPIRIT ARTISTS.

Mr. Moses Hull exhibited a number of
nondescript drawings, the work of spirit
artists, 3Mr. Potts, of Harrlsburg, Leing tho
mediun,  Some of them represented  the
leaves of gigantic plants that might
have flourished during the carboniferous
period, others were purely imaginative,
and were combinations of plants, water,
sky, cloud and drapery jumbled,together
in an incoherent mass. They 'might have
been worshipped without any infringement
of the second commandwment, for certainly
they were ‘‘the likeness of nothing in
Leaven above, or the earth beneath, or the
waters under the earth.”

In the
afternoon same spiritdrawings were exhib.
ited, Mr. Auderson, of New York, and his
wife Leing the mediums, which as works
of art were quite creditable. In tho mak-
ing of colored plctures the spirits flad their
own paint, but in sketching the medinm
must find the pencils.  When Mr. Hull
had concluded a skeptical gentlemanin the
audience inquired {f the mediums were
themselves artists, and was informed that
they were not.

Mr. Moses IInll preached a short sermon,
at tho conclusion of which he told the audi-
enco that tho spirits had informed a medi.
um, Mr. Potts, that Indian relics and a
package containing money were buried in
tho woods in which the camp was being
hield, and that they had further agreed to
conduct the medium to tho spot at preciscly
12 o’clock. * Ono condition, however, must
bo observed, the medium must go first, the
crowd must kce‘)n fow. paces behind,—
Should the people get iu front it might
cndanger the success of tho spirit manifes-
tation., Mr. IHull, however, appeared to
have but little faith {n the ﬁmhng of the
treasure, for he made a most earnest appeal
for a libernl collection, trusting rather to
sceplics to pay the oxpenses of tho camp
than to the ministering angels.

- JIUNTING FOR TREASURE.

At 12 0'clock Mr, Pottsleft the stand and
started out through the woods with a little
sirl leaning on hisarm, - It' was hard to
tell whether tho child was leading the man
or whethershe was only playing fairy sprite
to heighten the theatrical effect. Al the
people followed after, and some wero so
cager that it required the utmost exertions
of some of the assisting mediums to keep
them from getting alicad of the leader. A
few good-natured gentleman acted as cap-
taing, and by frequent appeals aud a con-
stant flourish of umbrellas, which they used
as batons, they managed to keep up a sort
of rule alignment in front, behind which
the regular body marche There were
many persons who felt a little ashamed
of themselves as they walked -alaag,. but
thero was an impulsg to follew on which
could not bo resisted. At the lower
cdgze of the woods the medium or his fairy
conductor stopped at the base of alarge
white-oak tree, and the people, surmising
that this was the spot, broke away from all
disciplino and crowded around the tree in
such numbers that it was impossible to
procced with the *‘test’ (as Mr, Hull
termed the treasure-finding.) - The next
ten minutes were spent in trying to per.
suade the people to fall back and form a
circle. In the meantime a young man
appeared with a pick, and, striking it into
the ground near the roots of the tree two
or three times, unearthed two Indian
tomahawks or hatchets and a handful of
glass beads, which were eagerly gobbled up
by theassisting ¢ modiums ™ and exhibited
to tho crowd with great triumph. The
tomahawks were mado of dark tlintstone,
and their rough surfaces appeared to have
been ground and polished. They had no
doubt occupied a place in some antiqua.
rian's muscum for a great many years, and
had been polished so as to show wellin the
glass cascs,  After looking at tho little
nest in which they were buried and at the
loose earth around, the Reporter of TVe
American coucluded that they had been
thore romething less than five days. The
glass beads have a very suspicious newnss
about them. They are such as are sold in
tho toy shops at the present time, and
utterly unlike those which tho early white
settlers gave to tho Indians. The whole
“test” appeared to he a most palpablo
and transparent fraud, and inasmuch as
Mr. Potts was the principal actor, it
destroys all faith in its spirit drawings and
in his statements in relation thereto.
A MODERN POCKET BOOK.

The medium and his fairy guido then set
out to find the money package. And here
the spirits showed a most singular want of
tasto aud delicacys  They led close by the
unseemly ditches that had been used as
sinks by the National Camp. Their filth-
iness was indescribable; but right here the
medium stopped, and the man with the
pick struck it into marshy gronnd a few
yards distant. The pressure of the crowd
was great, and one unhappy follow went
into tho sink with a dismal splash that
irretrievably ruined many of the delicate
fabries that fringed the banks (for many of
