The Wheat Crop.

There is not one in ten farmers who
believe the wheat crop of this county,
taking ono year with another, pays ex-
yenses 3 but none that we huve met with

nows definitely the relative cost of the
crop. 'To ascertain this fact would be
very casily accomplished, and now is
the proper time to set about doing so
for the next crop. Let the value of the
land to bo seeded to wheat be estimated
at the assessable value, or at what it
would certainly bring at a public sale,
and charge the crop with the interest on
that amount. Charge also the crop
with plowing, harrowing, drilling, roll-
ing, &c., being careful to include the
feed of the team, wear of touls and the
value of the labor of men and horses
while employed, adding cost or value
of seed and manures, whether the ma-
nure is made on the farm or purchased.
Anexperienced farmer can judgo pretty
nearly, or nearly enough for practical
purposes, the per centage of the manure
absorbed by the wheat crop and that
left in the land after the crop is matur-
ed, and credit the crop with what re-
mains in the soil. 'The crop will also
bo charged with cutting, thrashing and
all outlays till it reaches the market.—
Then place to its credit the clean grain
at market price, and the straw and chafl
at their market value, whether sold or
kept on the farm to feed nnd convert
into manure. By this simple method of
accounts, any farmer can ascertain
whether his wheat crop is yearly mak-
ing him richer or poorer. I¢ he would
open such an account with any crop the
result would be o great eatisfaction to
him in ascertaining, in a few years, the
most paying crops, and also the value
of different kinds of manures. One of
the great advantages to be acquired by
this simple process of keeping accounts
would Le a knowledge of the fact that
seeding large quantities of land to
wheat without proper manure is the
most unprofitable cmployment he could
possibly engage in. A fuilure in the
wheat “crop will very rarely happen
where a liberal dressing of well pre-
served stable manure has been applicd
to the land while in preparation for the
crop. This will generally defy all
enemics. But it is impossible to have
this trensure-houso to draw upon under
our present process of farming. While
the hay and etraw are sold off the furm
in large quantities, and the decrcasing
frtility sought to be restored by manu-
factured manures, the average yield
must necessarily grow less. 'This un-
profitable modo of farming can only be
remedied by a careful system of stock
raising, with a diminished breadth of
land yearly devoted to grain. This
would result in increasing the manure
heap, and the application of that ma-
nure to o less breadth of land, with
doubtless a largely increased yiold in
the product per acre.

Improved Stock.

The present high price of thorough-
bred stock, while it limits the business
of breeding to men of capital, does ot
necessarily prevent the ordinary farmer
from procuring male animals wherewith
to improve his native stock. A stock
of grade cows for the dairy may be
gradually gathered up by the expendi-
ture of from fifty to two hundred dol-
lars.  Many breeders of Jersey cattle
will dispose of a young bull calf for a
very smull sum, beeause its color does
not suit their taste, while in respect to
its pedigree or other USEFUL qualitics,
it may be faultless. Such an animal
purchased young and well cared for,
will become useful for raiging calves, at
a yearold. A yearling heifer of his get
will, by theuse of another such animal,
become profitable at two years old, and
its calf will ho three-quarters bred, and
it is quite likely to become as valuable
for the dairy as a pure bred animal that
could not be purchased for less than
$300 or $400. The produce of this cow
would be seven-cighths bred, and if care
is taken in selecting the parents, would
show little difference from entirely pure
animals.  Co-operation among a few
neighbors who would ench procure and
keep o young bull whose services they
might exchange with cach other to pre-
vent close breeding, would soon change
the appearance as well as the produc-
tive qualitics of the stock of quitc a
large district. The main point to be
guarded against is not to breed from
any but pure stock. All male grade
animals should be emasculated or go to
the butcher, while young. 'The use of
a grade bull ought not to be perntitted.
Here is where many a mistake is made.
In the course of four or five years, quite
a herd of three<quarter or seven-cighth.
bred animals would accumulate, and
the profit would begin to come in—
Ayrshire and Jersey cattle should be
the breeds aimed at, as these are excel-
lently fitted for the dairy, and are pro-
fitably fed for the butcher on ordinary
farms, They are exceedingly tractable,
quict and orderly, are large milkers, and
vield guch hutter of good color and
flavor. The Devon and Durham are
better fitted for the grazier, and would
lie more suitable where beef is the object
aimed at. But whatever the breed
chosen, care should he taken to avoid
negleet, or loss will inevitably ensue.—
We huve known cases where money was
invested in thorough-bred stock which
has been treated as though its blood
alone would be sufficient to protect it
from neglect, exposure, and starvation.
The natural conscquence of such a mis-
take was made a ground of complaint
against the breeder, and led to diszatis-
faction and disgust The old adage,
“blood will tell,” true as it may be, is
no talisman against suchan error.  The
refined nature of an animal carefully
bred through many gencrations, will
often enable it to sustain much ill-treat-
ment, but it will not thrive under it.—
When possessed of o gpecimen of such
stock, give it fair treatment—pampering
is unnccessary, as it is unwise—bhut
care and proper feed and attention will
make the lnvestment a greatly profitable
one.—AMERICAN AURICULTURIST.
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Danger of Whipping Horses.

In his work on the Lducation of
Horses, Prof. Magner says:—

I would coution those who train or
use horses agalnst exciting the ill-will
of the animal. Many think they are
doing finely, and are proud of their sue-
cesa in horse training, by means of sc-
vere whipping, or otherwize rousing and
stimulating the passions, and then, from
necessity crushing the will, through
which the resistance is prompted.  No
mistake ean be greater than this; and
there fs nothing that so fully exhibits
the ability, judgmont, and skill of the
real horseman, as the care and tact dis-
played in winning instead of repelling
the action of the mind.  Although it
may be necessary to use the whip some-
tinies, it should always be applied judi-
ciously.

The legitimate and proper uze of @le
whip is caleulated* to operate upon the
sense of fear almost entirely. The aflec-
tions and better naturo must be applied
to in training n horse, as well as in
training a child. A rveproof given may
be Intended for the good of the ehild,
but, if only the passions are exeited, the
cflect is depraving and injurious. This
is a vital principle, and can bo disre-
garded in the management of sensitive,

risk of spoiling them. 1 have known

many horses of naturally gentle charac-

ter to be spoiled by being whipped once,
and one horse that was made vicious by
Leing struck with o whip once, while
standing in his stall.

1 have referred to these instances to
ghow the danger of rough treatment,
und the cffect that may easily be pro-
duced by ill usage, especially with the
fine blood horses und those of a highly
nervous temperament.  Many other
cases might be cited, as such are by no
means uncommon.  Sensitive horses
should never be left after they have been
excited by the whip or other means,
until calmed dowa by rubbing or patting
the head and neck, and giving apples,
sugar, or something of which the animal
is fond. Remember the whip must be
used with great care, or it is linble to do
mischicf, and may causc irrcparable
injury.

Sowing Winter Wheat.

On a good summer fallow that is
mellow and moist, it will make compar-
atively little difference whether the seed
is sown broadcast or put inwith a drill.
But after spring crops, on dry, cloddy
land, o drill frequently makes the differ-
ence hetween o good crop and a poor
one. If sown broadeast, the sced lies
among the dry clods, and much of it
will not germinate until we have rain;

-while a drill can be get deep enough to

deposit the seed in the moist earth
beneath the clods.  And if the drill is
followed by a roller to break the clods,
the moisture beneath will be retained,
and the sced will germinate and grow,
even should no rain full for wecks.—
Late-sown wheat requires more sced
than when sown early—say 11-4 bush-
els per acre if sown the first week in
September, and two bushels the last
week. Much, however, depends on tho
condition of the soil. On good, rich
land, in fine order, the wheat tillers say
so much that less sced is required. A
change of secd isalwaysdesirable. As
a rule, it is belicved to bo better to cet
it from & somewhat more southern lat-
itude, and from poorer soil.

"Top-draining the wheat ficlds where
needed is of great importance, and it is
better to do it as soon as the wheat is
gown than to wait until the rains come.
There are ficlds whero it is necessary to
plow out every dead furrow, but ordi-
narily all that need be dono is to make
furrows from the lower parts of the
field where water accumulates. Secare
a good outlet from these, and the upper
portions, unless there are hollows, will
not need furrowing.—AGRICULTURIST.

BusnLe Bees.—Boys think it glorious
fun to fight bumblo bees, but they should
not be cncouraged in the warfare. Bum.
ble bees, like all the hymenoptera, play an
fmportant part in the great field of nature.
The vein winged insects which tly from
tlower to flower do not injure or destroy
the tlowers, but make them rroducuvo by
distributing the pollen, They also rid us
of innumerable noxious caterpillars and
other insects, which they convert into
wlolesome food for their offspring.

The ordinary honey beo performs its
work well in the fertilization of white
clover, but its proboscis is not long enough
to enablle it to reach the nectaries of red
clover. For the fertilization of the red
clover, wo must rely to a great extent upon
the bumble bee.

Darwin has called attention to the inti.
mate connection betwcen the number of
cats in a given district and the yleld of red
clover seed. The mico dcstru{ bumble
bees, and tho cats destroy the mice; there.
fore, the more cats the more bumblebees,
and the more bumble bees the greater iy
the red clover yleld. ~ In order to mako red
clover grow more abundantly in New Zea-
land than it does, some enterprising gen-
tlemen are talking of importing colonies of
bumble bees from England. Our young
friends will thus seo how carnestly the
bumble beoe is desired In countries where
lLie works not, Then should we not pro-
tect what we have, and which performs
such important services in our fragrant
meadows? We think so, even if it does
interfere with the wild pleasures of care-
less boyhood.— Turf, Field and Farm.

Dryiya Fruit, Cony, ETc.—A box
like a hot-bed frame, covered with one
or more sashes. Window-sashes, or
those made especially for hot-beds, will
answer equally well.” The box should
be higher at one side than at the other,
to give a slope to carry off water, and
the better to catch the sun's rays. It
should be in all respects like a hot-bed,
except that it must have a hottom, and
be set up upon pieces of joists, or some
other material, to keep it from contact
with thecarth. Several holes are to be
bored in cach side of the box, for ven-
tilation; these are to be covered with
gauze, to keep out insccts. Fruit, cte.,
will dry rapidly in such a box, and be
kept clean; besides, it need not betaken
in at night or during a rain.
