From our Traveling Correspondent.

DEDFORD SPRINGS, ALTOONA, BELLEFONT,
LOCK IIAVEYN, ETC., ETC.
In doing this western monntain section,
I see much to intcrest, entertain and amuse,
of which I write from memory.
This anclent town and watering place—
Bedford Springs—is beautifully located on
the road (old turnpike) from Pittsburg to
Baltinore, the great thoroughfare, in days
past, whero plying his vocation to purpose,
tho noted Pote Williams went for pocket-
books in & way that was as astounding as
emphatic. A foot-pad hermit, a robber—
Lut generous; stealing from tho drover to
give to the ncedy poor. Unlike the noto-
rious Joe Hare, tho scoundrel cut-throat
who also dwelt hereabouts, Pete never con-
mitted murder. He thirsted not for blood
but money. When in his posscssion, he
sought out somo necdy one, perhaps now
an oppressed farmor or tradesman, then
again a laborer on whom to bestow his fil.

In coming to Bedford I stopped fro-
quently. One point I shall nover forget.—
I saw a Dutch Quaker, who was a curlous
machino of the animal creation; so Dutch
ho couldn't say it, thee and thou—‘‘deo
and dow.” Curiosity led meto follow him,
and I dropped off at Thompsontown.—
Walked 1} miles to town—Dutch settle-
ment—all Dimocrats—Shackson men yet.
Did you over try to sloep in a real Dutch
bed? Idid. Did you ever foolishly attempt
to ride a camol? If you havo attempted
either, you can form some idea of my
night's torture. Bed bugs on parade duty,
flees having & hop, a New York drum-
mer singing in tho next room ** T'e Battle
Cry of Freedom," the hotel keeper swear-
ing in krautish anger, while I was welter-
ing in my own almost Loiling blood, from
wounds inflicted by their sappers and min-
ers, (underminers) because of my nation-
ality, Beforo visiting thereagain, Iintend
to procure an alligator hide, as night shield.
I survived that night, and got next to
Spence Creek. Took a carriage up one of
tho most beautiful pikes passing through a
valley which, for variety and beauty of
scenery, fertllity of sofl and general worth,
1s seldom found. The Ponnsylvania Fur-
nace Co. own 23,000 acres of mountain
mineral and farming lands in one body (8
men); improved with furnaces, forges, &c.;

But pardon, I'm digressing; lot me
describo this new and commodious hotel:—
60 feet from the depot; is tho largestin tho
Stato outside of Philadelphia; within 40
rods of which is found tholargest of springs
in Pennsylvania, discharging per minute

season literally swarms with trout. Two
trains leavo here dally for Snow 8hoe, loca-
ted on the very summit of the Alleghanies;

froaks. Hotel charges aro modorate, $2.50
to §3 per day; 80 cts. per mile on railroad.

Letter from the West,

Davexront, Scott county, lowa.

Dear Witta:—You will seo wo bhave
taken a new stand.point to writo from.—
Well, we aro ina world of changes, and
none more so than what is now called the
West. The above town {s tho county town
of Scott, situated on tho Mississippl. It
reminda usof our old familiar town of Port
Deposit, being a lumber market, whero
pino rafts descend, simlilar {n overy respect
to those which cougregate thero from tho
upper Susquehanna.  Wo walked out ona
number of thoss familiar craft, and felt
quite at home, even in this far-off land.—
Davenport, a town of soms 16,000 or 18,000
inhabitants, shows signs of much busiuess
and thrift. Thero are quite a largo num-
ber of cxtensive merchant mills and saw
mills, sash factorics and grain eclevators,
and a host of fine steamors, which ascend
and descend tho great Mississippl, from
New Orleans to the head of navigation for
such vessels—abovo which the flat-boat and
raft continuo up to the extreme head.
waters. Davenport contains a number of
first.class stores and shipping houses,
engaged in the river trade. The buildings
aro mostly.large—brick—thuee to four sto-
ries, and some higher; some large chiurches
and schools, speaking well for the morals
of tho people. This being the Middle
Division of the Chicago and Rock Island
Railroad, and tho terminus of the Daven.
port and St. Paul Hallroad, there aro large
repair shops connected with those roads,
employing a great many men, besides ono
of tho richest counties in tho Stato, isa
point of much Interest.
Rock Island, directly opposite, contains
the U. 8. Arsenal aud many other import-
ant Government buildings, and is one of
the oldest townsin Illinols. Italso can
boast of some large manufacturing estab-
lishments, consisting of cotton and woolen,
agricultural implements, iron foundries,
&c. They, too, have many large stores
and some residences that would not dis-
graco auy of the eastern citles; and with
regard to churches, they scem to excel
many larger towns aud citfes. From the
display of fine stock and products of the
country, at their annual fair,tho past week,
you would imagino they would soon take
the lead of the East in agriculture and
stock-raising, as well as in many other
dopartments.

The fair at Davenport, for Scott county,
now going o, is sald to be ono aof the best
in the Stato, and s thought by many to
ofton excel tho State fair. It certainly is
on agrand scale. I 'know it would do your
proprietor good to view some of the supe-
rior stock and specimens of agriculture, as
well as the finer arts.

Since my last communlcation, there have
been some important ‘changes in the mail
scrvice, and as all men are interested more
or less in thils feature of our governmental
operations, it may not be amiss to give it a
passing notice. Tho reglstering of mall
matter,so extensively engaged in bybusincss
men, has become an important branch of the
service, and in order to meot the import-

Woman Laborers In Germany,

FEMALE FARMERS AND WOOD-SAWYERS.

Who does tho work? was the question
that puzzled my brain, on arriving in Ger-
many in the early Spriug of 1871. Along
the lines of railway over which I passcd,
the majority of personl' standing on the
platform, or sitting in the walting rooms,
wero always soldiers, and in the cities and
towns, nearly every other man I met wore
the sword and soldier's livery. Ilow does
the work get dono? Who tills tho soil,
builds the houses, loads and unloads ves.
sels? Not these bearers of the sword and
gun! for that would not accord with the
fitness of things. In my walk tho follow.
ing day I met numbers of women coming
into town, carrying on their heads large
baskets heavily laden with potatoes, cab-
bage, and other vegetables; women with
large bundles of wood on thelr heads, or
strapped on their backs—or with heavily
laden wheelbarrows.

DOGS TO THE HARNESS.

Somo of the moro fortunate ones of these
children of Eve drove a dog-catt, or rather
pushed at the rear of tho cart, and the dog
pulled vigorously in front; except whea,
forgetful of hisduty, hisdogship slackened
reln, in order to growl deflance at some
waspish cur, who, in full posscssion of his
liberty, had barked Lis contempt at the
situation of his cliained and muzzled
brother. Occasionally I meta double team
—namely, two dogs harnessed to one cart,
and a man aud woman pushing behind.—
During my walk I saw that the women hero
were no strangers to the use of the spade
and shovel, and the inystery of how the
work gets done in a land of soldiers began
to show itself,

TIHE SPADE AND WIIEELBARROW.
Ouo young woman about 18 to 20 years
old, stood with her foot resting on her
spade; she had cvidently stopped her work
to  take a little respite, and a look at her
stranger. At my approach she addressed
lierself once moro to the labor beforo her.
Moistening her palms after tho manner of
the common laborer, sho rubled them
together, and grasping tho spade, struck it
in tho carth, cutting through the soil with
onoclean stroke; she then turned it quickly
over, gave it sundry taps and pats, till it
tumbled apart as if in obedience to her
will. Hers was no awkward 'prentice hand,
the line where sho was digging was straight
as an arrow; and no stick nor stone marred
the even surfaco of the woll-dug patch of
ground, over which sho was spending the
vigor of ler young life. I meta woman
in tho streets of Munich, wheeling a clumsy
barrow, that looked as if she Lad mado it
herself, It was loaded with wood, on the
top of which were a buck and saw; the
badges of her occupatlon. A few thin
locks of yellow hair streamed from bher
Lonnetless liead; the cords of her arms
wero strained to their utmost; andgt took
all the strongth of her slonder, wiry frame,
to force the barrow over tho little clovation
in the centro of the bridge sho was cross-
ing. At her sido walked a stout, stalwart
fellow, whoso Horculean shoulders looked
as If they could have supported a world
with case.
SAWING WOOD.

A street further on, a woman from 40 to
50 years of age was sawing wood, while
two men were splittiug it. The saw went
through the log with a slow, heavy sound;
it was near tho close of the day, and ler
energles seemed well nigh exhiausted. Wo
hear much of tho grace and beauty of
woman, but asa wood-sawyer sho certainly
does not look her best.

A houso was being built; it had already
reached its third story, and the brick-layer
had the honor of having women for his
hod-carriers. The women didn't mount on
ladders, but walked up n gradual ascent
that was built round the sides of the scaf-
folding. The lods were square with four
handles, and it took two women to man
each hod. Munich scems to have a special
preference for women as strcet Iaborers.

NEW YORK.

The talk about Tammany—What s Tam-
many 1—Sketches of the Society and the
Rings within it.

As tho truth of things is tho best argu.
ment, let me give The Ingrirer o dispas-
slonate account of Tammany Hall and the
nolse it is just now occasioning.

WIHAT I8 TAMMANY?

The nameof an old Delaware Indian
chief, who figured as a friend of the whites
and was yeta patriotic red man, fond of
firo water. The namo was also given,
many years after the Revolutionary war to
a Jeffersonian club in New York city.

This “Tammany "’ Club took such prom-
inence in tho local politics of our growing
city, and enrolled the names of so many
popular leaders of wards and precincts,
that it was atloast considered tobe the
central authority of tho city Democracy,
and up to twenty-five years ago it behaved
itself with falr political decency and was
entitled to respect. It obtained surveil-
lance over nominations and platforms, and
its hall (now the New York Sun building,
opposite the City Hall) was the reading
room, caucus houso and drinking place of
tho better and stronger Democrats Lere.
In Jackson and Van Buren times, when
New York city, by the influence of its
newspapers and the number of its official
employees took precedents in national poli-
ticss Tammany Hall was tho great wig-
wam of that party, the Faneuil Hall, we
might say, of the Democracy. It was in
general subordination or inferior to the
great State politicians who constituted the
¢ Regency," so nicknamed, at Albany, but
a number of circumstances soon conspired
to break down tho State influcnco in it.

¥ALL OF THE REGENCY.

First, thero were tho jealousies between
the coarso politicians of a mighty city and
what they grew to term tho aristocracy of
the Democratic party in New York. Next,
the decline of the State patronage, canal
system, &c., by the rise of railways built
with city money, whereby the municipal
plunder approximated in quantity that of
the State, Now York got tho sturt of the
State, and there was a general emigration
of interfor politicians and contractors to
the metropolis. Then came tho discovery
of gold in California, which furnished bank-.
ing capital for New York, and gave it that
commercial impulse which has carried it
nearly to the level of the second city In the
world, and which also stimulated a power-
ful Celtic and foreign importation. New
York politics took a Dublin turn and
rescmbled tho pictures of political society
in the books of Charles Lever. Corrup-
tion and force worc supstituted for elo-
quenco and activity, and the old Knicker-
bocker names Legan to disappear from the
bead-roll of Tammany.

It was no longer Van Buren, Nye,

Dopew and Dowike who indicted the tex-

ture of Tammany, but names of the accent

of Sweeny, Connolly, Brennan and Brad.
ley., At this period, also, David Broder-
jck went to California, established a wing
of Tammany on the Pacific coast, and gave
the last lustre to the name of this famous
but debauched club by dying in contlict
with tho leader of the chivalry wing there.

THE CKLTIC CONQUEST.
Tammany Hall, of New York, kept a
fair record so farasthe war was concerned,
and turned the City Park into a recruiting
station. Its leaders, however, wero mak-
ing enormous sums of money by providing
troops through the influence of the City
and County Charities, Jails and Correction.
Emigration at this port was made a vehi.
cle for selling recruits and levying tolls
upon strangers. Tho rise of New York
real cstate, unparalleled in modern times,
gave Tammany opportunity to apply taxes
and extort fees, while the march of civic
{mprovements was made tho pretext of
monstrous cxpenditures upon interminablo
public works like the Harlem bridge and
the court houses, which have consumed
about nine millions—Hon. Robert Roose-
velt says fourteen millions—of dollars,
although one million and a Lialf should have
orected both,

Aslong as tho war patriotism of New
York State continued Tammany was rout-
ed at Albany and much of the collection
and expenditure of city taxes was perform-
ed by the legislative commissions. The
resources, the energy, and, abovo all, the
ballot-box frauds of Tammany, lLowever,
finally closed the contest with the downfall
of both tho Republican party and the
conntry Democracy at Albany. Both had
already been utterly corrupted, and dimin.
ished merely to a ** Ring.”

THE EXTENT OF TIIE PIRACY.

The election of Joln T. Hoffman ¢ closed
the draws with tho day,’ and the casy
purchase of Republican members of the
Legislature gavoe the Ring the Stato and
tho city. A new city charter was decroed
The Erie railroad was seized by defeating
the Judges and overawing Hoffman. Tho
Republican residue was split in twain and
mado Impotent to reunite. The subsequent
history of Tammany is merely the blind,
{ndiscrimiuate and brutal sack and robbery
of tho chief commercial city of the west.
ern world. Morgan did not moro utterly
sack Panama than Tweed New York. The
Ring acknowledgo a debt of $123,000,000
of which moro than half hasbeen rolled up
since Oakey Hall's inauguration—the stu-
pendous stealings of threo ycars.

Tho sum is equal to tho interest on the
national dobt, and it Is nearly double tho
legitimato banking capital of New York;
it {s nlso about thirty dollars a head for
every soul in New York Btate and city
together, or nearly four dollars for cvery
soul in tho United States. It fs onc-eighth
of tho valuo of New York Island, real and
personal, And tho worst is that theie is
no means of ascertalning whether even
this {s tho limit of New York's responsl.
bility, for the outlaws who Lold the oficos
hold also the accounts and refuso to pormit
them to be inspected. except in their own
way.

And tho fow men without origin who
hold the city fast arc also men of exceed-
ingly little intcllect and knowledge, a mero
FalstafP’s band, who aro repulsive to the
peoplo they debauch, and scem even so
aftor they fail tobo engaging. In short,
the direct penaltics of universal suffrage
in great cities aro visiblo here. Tho im.
mense constituency of tne Tammany Ring
is probably the legitimato majority of all
the voters of New York; but whon there
is any doubt on this poiut the DLallot Loxes
are stuffed up to the amplest margin of
certainty.

SWEENY.

The Citizens' and Tax-payers' meeting
at tho Cooper Institute, deignated as of-
fenders, capable of being proved so, Oakey
Hall, the mayor of New York, William 3.
Tweed, tho head of the Board of Public
Works, and Richard Connolly, the con-
troller.

Every man at that mecting, howaver,
knew that the directing mind Lehind these
three was Peter B, Bweeny, a lawyer and
office holder of the town, formerly City
Chamberlain, and now Chief of the Board
of Public Parks. 1} is the only person
in Tammany of comprehensivo political
importance, and accept Oakey Hall, tho
only person about Tammany probably, of
common graces and falr reading.

Bweeny, to look upon, isa thick-set man,
with what I might call a ¢ crouching coun-
tenance,”’ gathered down on the very
haunches of itself, asif rcadytoleap. His
hair Is exceedingly black, and this with
his dark eye-brows and mustache, and his
somewhat low, overbroadened figure, have
gained him the nick-name of the ¢ Black
Crook."

Like many unprepossessing mon, how-
over, Mr. Sweeny has engaging powers
of conversation, an ample memory, a def.
erential way with strangers, and some
appearance of honesty, probably the al-
ternative of unsociability, He is said to
be subject to melancholy and to suffer
pain when exposed for the misdeeds of his
party. If this be tho case he is no good
physician to himseclf, for tho exposures
have been going on for twelve or fifteen
years and Mr. 8weeny and his crowd have
not reformed a bit.

The fact is that Sweeny is the organizer
and mind of Tammany, His motives are
thoso of almost all unprincipled politicians
—rapacity and the lust for power, and hav-
ing become more notorious than ho likes,
ho has entertained the idea that by becom.
ing very rich and very powerful he can
finally Lecome respectable. To thisend he
has widened the circle of his Ring’s influ.
enco, mingled with the politicias of the
State and other BStates, and ho probably
meditated making himself United States
Senator, to succeed Roscoo Conkling, Ho
may have desired also, to make John T.
Hoffman President, as many asserted, but
this I have always doubted, as Hoffman is
a man of respectable origin, education and
taste. Ilo might consent to be Bweeny's
candidate, not Sweeny's President.

To conclude with Mr, Sweeny. Hisabil.
ity is much exaggerated in New York, and
he would make no mark in the great arena
of natlonal politics, except possibly as the
gossip, comrade and Mephistopiles of larger
men—the Thurlow Weed, say, of the Dem-
ocratic party. His power in New York
lies in the decp belief, in the utter deprav-
ity and punchasableness of all men, and he
thinks that machinery and means enough
could extend his description of Ring rule
over the whole Republic. Being a good
lawyer, ho Is the counsellor of Tweed and
the rost, their suggestor, plotter, and stu.
dent of character. Ie isto Now York
what Fagin was to the London thisves, and,
having succeeded in stealing $125,000,000
here, Sweony believes- it possible to steal
the United States.

He is a bachelor, living with his sister;
his brother is his representative inthe New
York Printing Company, which, upona
capital of $23,000, makes £2,000,000 a year
from city printing. His brother.in-law,
Bradley, is State Senator and publisher of
the New York FLeader, which Mayor Hall
edits. Sweeny is about 50 years of age,
a plain liver, and {s worth personally be-
tween $2,000,000 and $6,000,000. o has
ono whole Lluck of real estate on upper
Bioadway. Sweceny makes tho annual
salate” for Now York, Congressmen and
all. He says that Rosevelt, M. C., went
back on him Uecause of a quarrel about
¢ patronage'’ under the city government.

TWEED.

Sweeny having taken carc of himselfand

all his brothers and sisters, and being little
of a commercial character, does not enjoy
the share of wealth In tho possession of
Connolly and Tweed.
There were no three men among the most
successful speculators, bankers or contrac-
tors in the late war whoso fortunes and
profits added together will equal Tweed's
stolen outright from this one city. He is
worth, by his own admission, eighteen mil-
lions of dollors, and most of it is invested
in real estate here and in.the West. He
and Sweeny are sharers intho enormous
Erie Rallway frauds, which Sweeny con-
trived and Tweed carried out. e is pay-
ing 835,000 a yearrent for the Metropolitan
Hotel, furnished at an cxpense of $250.000.
And until very recently he has been per-
fectly unblushing, and when his rapacity
{s mentioned winks and admits it.

Tweed is simply an eriormous merchant
in robbery, as Bweeny is a counsellor in it.
Ho is a man of grizzly, sandy halr, a little
Lald, with grey oyes, a huge face, neck and
paunch, and ho weighs about two hundred
and fifty pounds. Absolutcly tireless, con-
stant and perpetual in work, with shoul-
dors broad enough for Ajax, with great
feet, . hands and legs and mighty appotites
tolerably restrained, Tweed befits his nick-
pame of * Boss’ Tweed, for lo is the fore-
man of Sweeny. His ago is probably 53.
Ho was born in the city of New York,
brought up a chairmaker, studicd a little
law, and turned politician. 1o is ignorant,
pronounces badly, and calls “Victory”
Wictory. But he knows how to divert &
street so as to make a million; how tocom.
pel a market house to bo abandoued so as
to make two millions, and how to descend
upon a recalcitrant ward and carry itaway
from its own master.

Ho is tho chief sachem of the * Tam-
many Soclety,'" successor to John T. Hoft-
man, and may be seen on great occasions,
like the Fourth of July, atLis tall, now
brick hall on Fourteenth street, presiding.
Twoed's cxcesses aro tho causes of Tam.
many's present panic, but then Tweed is
halt of Tammany. DBesides Sweeny and
Tweed there is no ring in New York to
speak of; the rest are morely Juvenilo part-
ners and proteges. If Sweeny is ¢ Fagin"
over Now York, Twoeed is its * Bill Bikes,"
Tweed's office, chief of tho Board of Pub-.
lic Works, is a moro wholesalo title for tho
conception and carrying out of anything
the ring may agree upon. .

DICK CONNOLLY.

the ‘* Artful Dodger” of the concern, is
the Controller, the account clerk and trea-
surer of New York, Dick Connolly, whose
cpithet hereabout is ¢ Slippery Dick.”

He is worth fully six millions of dollars,
which ho has got by larceny out of the
drawer of tho city, or by shaving city war-
rants and bills, after flrst grossly oxagger-
ating their amounts.

Connolly, except as a thief, is not worth
describing: a shallow complexion, faint
hearted, complacent fat Irishman, with a
bright, welcoming, treacherous eye, sandy
hair, and underneath the nature of a petty
tyrant. Sweeny and Tweed use him be-
causo he is the best tool they keep—not
faithful to them either, and particularly
serviceable in breaking up revolts against
their power.

The court house and carpetsfrauds are
moro than one-half Connolly's jobs. IHe
found stealing growing so wholesale that
he took too much from the till, and it was
discovered. Connolly is a native of Cork,
Ircland.

MAYOR ITALL.

Tho mayor of New Yory is a trim, al-
most clerical-looking thin and tall gentle-
man, with a dash of the snob about him.
He has black hair, and wears eye-glasses.
and does not look to be forty years of age,
In reality, he is a spruce Now York State
Lawyer, with an amateur bearing toward
such topics as politics, literature and the
drama. His life Jacks principle and sta-
bility; he is a spendthrift, a pretty orator,
a lover of the green room of theatres, and
finally, he is made by nature and inclina-
tion to live upon tho enterpriso of other
men. Originally a know nothing in poli-
tics, Hall impressed some business folks in
New York that he was a preper person to
send asa lobbyist upon some crrands to
Albany. His affability, nonchalance, light
punnish, modes of speech and easy senti-
ments nade him tolerably popular, and,
finding the Democratic leaders there more
liberal with public money and more ¢ club-
able,” he drifted over to their organization
aud becamo the quasi-editor of the little
weekly concern, the * Leader."

Sweeny has a meckness or affects tobave
for people who can compose and display
literary talents, and he helped Hall up from
shelf to shelf till he became district attor-
ney of New York. His use in that office
was to delay indictment, or prosecute them
mercilessly according to the status of the
person disposed toward the Tammany Ring.
¢Scammon, there’'s an arson case over
your head that Oakey Hall wants to indict
you for. Look out for your compauny, or
wo'll let him !

This remark was addressed by a reltivao
of Connolly to a fellow who meditated join-
ing a band of anti-Tammauy Democrats.
The next election day, of course, the man
Scammon's vote, shillaleh and hussa wero
ou tho side ho hated. Ho feared each bush
an officer.

The conspicous traits of Oakey Hall, as
mayor, are what might be expected from -
his mode of subsistence. Ho fears nothing
that can be said against Tammany, becauso
it has always been strong enough to cover
him. lis couragels that of a subordinate.
He acts with a Llazen senso of irresponsi-
bility, like a child approaching a danger
under the protection of its nurse. Nevera
principal, never anything, never anybody
but Sweeny's young man, and full of flip.
pancy, which understands neither persons
nor occasion, hie points the lesson to scoun-
drels that they must never use infants and
sophomores on their greater errands, lest
the cackle of these might betray them all.
Probably one milllon of dollars has passed
through the hands of Oakey Hall since ho
entered Tammany's service. He has been
tho worst and the weakest mayor who ever
presided over an American city.

GEORGE BARNARD.

This man, vouched for by Judgo Pierre-
pont at the great meeting on Monday night,
is belioved by everybody else to bea per-
fectly superserviceable tool of the Ring,
and a disgrace to the annals of State juris-
prudence.

The large audienco as-
sembled to witness a grand ballet, looked
on at this picture of their judgo in wonder-
ing silence.
