Susquehanna Caval Leased.—The Phila.
delphia Ledger says: on Tuesday a leaso of
the Susquebanna Canal was made to the
Philadelphiia and Reading Railroad Com.
pany for 999 years, on the basis of the pay-
ment of an annual rent equal to the inter-
est on the whole of the bonded debt of the
Canal Compauy, One-half the net carn.
ings of the canal is to be paid in addition,
as rent, with a guaranteo that on and after
the year 1850 thisshall amount to at least
three per cent. annually on the capital
stock of the Company. The recent large
purchases of coal lands by the Reading
Railroad Company, their ownership of the
Reading and Columbia Railroad, and the
acquisition of the Susquehanna Canal, fur-
nish abundant evidence of the intentions
of the managers of the Philadelphia and
Reading Rallroad Company to make Havro
do Grace a great coal depot for Southern
shipment, and to supply Baltimore and
Washingten with cheap anthracite coal.
