Deanr Witai—I promised many of my
friends in Elkton that I would write to
them and let them know what the Far
West was like; but as I cannot write to

a sketch through the columns of your
paper they may form some idea of this part
of the conntry. By looking on the map,
they will seo that Dakota Territory is in
the northwest part of the United States,
and that T am fu the southeast section of
the territory.

I arrived at Sioux city, Jowa, in about G0
hours after leaving Philadelphla—distance
1,340 miles; and after remalning in Sloux
City two days, I left in company with my
brother, brother-in-law and their families
for this'place. Thoy purchased a yoke of
oxen and wagon to haul their goods, and
sont tho womon und children on in a two
horso wagon; but asI wanted to geta
good view of the country I concluded to
foot it—distanco 03 miles. I must say it
was tho longest road I ever walked in my
lifo and the strangest country I ever saw.
Thoe whole distance from S8ieux City to
this placo, and how much further 1don't
knor, is a continuance of rolling prairie.
Our course lay up the Big Sioux Valley,
and it is a grand tract of land, The valley
{s from two to eight miles wide and as rich
as tho richest gardenin Elkton, Theriver
{s a narrow, deep and very erooked stream,
in some places rather swift, but does not
scem to have much fall—not sufficient for
mills, and the banks being high, I don't
think it canbo used for manufacturing
purposes. Indecd I don't think this can
ever be anything but a farming country,
and for that purpose it can't be surpassed
in the United States—the land Is so rich.
1 examined some wells, and saw that the
depth of the soll was from threc to four
feet, and that the roots of the grassrun
down three feet.

Wheat yieldsfrom 80 to 40 bushels per
acre; corn from 80 to 100, 1 could not
learn much about oats. Many thatlasked
did not give much satisfaction, but said
they do very well, Potatoes yield well, and
T must say the best I ever ate in my life.—
So with cabbage and all kind of vegeata.
bles. All grain and vegetables are raised
without manuring; and such truck as they
raise here I could not raise fu Cecil with-
out manuring at the rate of fifty loads to
tho acre. Isaw aliead of cabbage that
weighed twelve pounds.
