The dry weather of the present uncom-
monly dry season has cut the crops of hay
and wheat short 1 all sections of the coun-.
try, while oats are p:ronounced in some sec-
tions as sharing the yeneral disaster. In
the upper parts of the county, in the Sus.
quehanna and Octoraro region, more rain
has fallen this month thau in the regions
round about Elkton, and 2 fair crop of
oats is reported. The straw is sbort, but
well Lieaded and the grain is of good qual-
ity. Cornand potatoes bid fair to produce
very fine crops, which will in some meas-
ure compensate for the failure of the hay
and wheat crops, corn fodder proving the
Lest substitute for hay. In the uppersec-
tions of the county the apple crop, where
oichards are in good condition, promiscs
to bo very large. The trces are loaded
with young fruit. Peaches in Sassasfras
Neck will be a medium crop.

The repeated failures of the wheat crop
Iscausing farmersto seriously contemplate,
altering their system of farming, and in
the future depending more on grass,
which is sarer and more remunerative
when converted into dairy produce. The
success of the experiment of cheese making
at Rising Sun will have a great intlucuco
in extending tho business in that part of
the county. A cheese factory or creamery
-at or in the reighborhood of Rowlandsville,
managed by s competent man, could not
?aidl 2o bo a most profitable venture. No
better quality of grass is produced iu the
State than the pastures of tho sandy loam
soils of that part of the county. The coun-
Ary is well watered, hilly and healthy for

sstock, being comparatively free from flies
and troublesomo insects, which so mnch
annoy and distress cattle in soamo regions
in the Summer mouths. The beef and
butter produced from the grasses of that
region are among the best found in the
market. With her numcrous railroad
facilitics, which bring all parts of tho
county almost within two hours of the
great citles, a new era in farming should
not longer be delayed. The discouraging
‘failures in the wheat crop three years out
of four should cause the farmers to take
advantage of their great railroad facilities
for placing in the city markets other and
more profitablo kinds of produce than
gralu, especially wheat, wlich is about as

upprofitoble a crop as a Cecil farmer can
ralse.

Accident.—Rev, Mr, Cook was thrown
from his carriage, on Bunday moraing last,
near John W, Caldwell's rosidence, and

Improtement.—The foundation of tho
new Church has been finished and tho brick
work commenced,

Destructive Fire.—On Tuesday morning
last, about 1} o’clock, the wood shop at-
tiched toJuo. T. Bowden's foundry was
discovered to bo on fire.  Belng unable to
control it, soon the whole building and con.
tents wert amassof flame. ‘The Maryland
House, belonging to Mr. Grason, its stables
and outbuildings being only divided from
it by a narrow road, soon also caught fire
and wero destroyed.  Atthe sane time the
fire crossed the road on north side and cou.
sumed tho dwelling house, large brick
building, used as ofiices, Iron Store, store-
room for patterns, carriago shops and
stable, all also belonging to Mr. Bowden.—
It was only by tho persistent oxortions of
our citizens and ncighbors, who came
promptly to the rescue, that all the village
north of tho fire (the wind Llowing towards
tho north) was saved. Tho sparksand tly-
ing embers setting buildings on fire in
many localities. The Maryland House
belonged to and was kept by Mr. William
Grason, one of tho finest hote! buildings
on the Eastorn Shore, was crected by Jno.
A. Thompson, in 1838, on the ruins of the
Thompson House, burned about four years
ago. Mr. Grason saved most of tho furni-
turo of the first and second stories; but
lost most of that in thothird story. Total
loss about $15,000. Insurance in Cecil
Company on hotel building, $3,000; on
barn and stables, $300; brick warehouse,
£2,000; frame dwelling, §800; contents of
barn, $250, The hotel building was insur-
¢d in the Delawaro Company for §3,000.—
Mr. Job Haines had some 200 worth of
furnituro stored in a third story room and
lost it all. Tho boarders, some of whom
were from Baltimore to spend the hot sum-
mer months, mostly saved their effects,
except two, who were away at tho time.—
Evans, Wood & Co., Bankers, occupied a
room on north end of ground floor and
saved their books, furniture, &c. Some
half dozen men threw tho safo through the
window, when it took a dozen with lovers
to get it off tho pavement. E. W. &. Co,,
resumed business next day in Hall build-
ing.
