Every opportunity was then
offered the accused to deny the charge,
but le only sealed his lips or gave evasive
answers to the Parson's questions, Mr.
MclIntire told him that if he would only
aive positives contradiction to the girl's
statement, that his sympathies and his el
forts should Le united in an attempt to
blot out the stain which was now resting
upon his character. ‘The Parsoun's impor-
tunities were unavailing, and nodenial was
made, &0 we aro assured.

When Mr. Mathews visited Elkton for
the purpose of having and interview with
the girl, lis friends again attempted to
extort from him a denial even assuring
him that if he wonld make oath to his in.
nocence they would believe him guiltless,
the?assertions of the girl to the contrary
notwithstanding. He, however, maintain.
his usual reticence.

Almost every one expected Mr. Mathews
to attend the meeting of Presbytery but
he failed to appear, and inerely sent the
letter asking an investigation into the
charges alleged against him.  Even in this
letter there is said to bs equivocation, and
the denial is only made by implication.
tle saysthat certain *“false charges’ have
been made against him, which may mean
that the main onc is correct and minor
ones false, or may be construed into a de-
uial of the whole story. The letter is very
carefully and guardedly written, If heis
anilty he is certainly acting in a most con.
scientious manner, refusing to add purjury
to hisother crime. » )

Anotlier singular fact in connection with
this case is the political antecedents of the
Rev. Mr. Mathews, .\ Virginian by birth,
le inhierited all the antipathies of his peo-
plo towards the colored men, and broucl!t
with him his political predilections to his
new home in Elkton. 1o was most ultra
in his views and strong in his prejudices—
«o much so, in fact, that a church separa-
tion could Larely ba prevented among his
people. In view of this fact, his present
situation is somewhat angmalous, but not
more so_ from this reason than by his de-
parture from the lessons of purity and
truth which he has been inculcating these
many years."

On Monday last, Mr. Mathows met the
committee appointed by Presbytery to
investigato his case, at Elkton. The exam.
ination was held inthe offico of Reuben
Haines, Esq., and several witnosses were
examined, who had futerviewed Maria.—
Mr. Mathews conducted the examination
himself. Tho examination being by a spe-
cial committeo was not a public precced-
ing, though not strictly private. We were
unable to get a full report of the trial,. but
learned that Mr. Mathews was sworn be-
fore Justice Howard and declared on his
oath that his reported eriminal intimacy
with the gitl is entirely false. The exami.
pation did not, that we could learn, Lring
out any new facts, and the only discre-
paney in the girl's statements to the differ-
ent witnesses was in regard to Mr. Mat.
hews' proceedings when hio took her to the
Nouse of the colored women in Baltimore.
One-of the witnesses stated that Maria had
told him that Mr. Mathews left Ler at tho
door; While another said that Mr. M.
waited at the door till the woman came
and told lier to take good care of Maria,
One of tho witnesses sald she told him that
Mr. Mathews pointed out the house aud
stood at o corner till she went in. After
Lalf a dozen interviewings and a vast deal
of questioning, this was all the discrepancy
wo could learn was found in Maria's state-
meuts, which does not touch the main facts.
