The Attempted Rolbery of the Newark
(Del,) Bank.—In the New Castlo County
Court, on Fiiday, of last week, tho trial of
James Adams and John Aiken was com-
menced, The following is a summary of

the proceedings:

State ee. James Adams and John Aiken.
Indicted for *conspiring to break open and
enter the Banking House™ of the Newark
National Bank.  After one challenge by
the defence the jury was obtained. On
motion of Wi, G. Whiteley, Exq., counsel
for tho defence, Wm. I Ringwalt and
Geo. P Miller, co conspirators and wit-
nosses. for the prosceution, wero excluded
fiom the Comt room during the taking of
other testimony for the State.

The inception of this conspiracy dates as
far back as last December. It was com.
pleted by the 19th of Maich last, w hen by
wereement  Adams, Aiken, Greenwalt and
Miller met in a laurel thicket in the upper
end of Mill Creck 1., and made definito |
plans to carey this robbery iuto effect, and
waigned to each ono Lis part.  Adams was
to open the outer door of the Bank, for
which hie and Xiken were to procure keys.
Miller, (who was formeily a paying teller
in this Bank) was to unlock the outer vault
door, which was fastencd by a combination
lock which lie understood when he was in
the Bank, and which ho then explained to
them.  Aiken was to get into thesafe, and
who then and there said “if it was a *Lilly
<afe’ hie could go through it in three-quar.
ters of an hour.”  Xiken was to go to Phil-
adelphia and get a dark lantern and somo
tools,

Gicenwalt was to mect him in Wiming-
ton at 6 o'clock in the evening, couvey him
to *Squire Caulk’s stable. They were to
divide the spoils equally among them, and
it any one was absent at the time of the
robbery he was to lose his share.  Green-
walt was to make rubber bags in which to
preservo the stolen bonds. — And further,
if either of the four shonld cver breath it,
l'e was to sufier death,

Several meetings were had snbsequently
Letween them about this matter. Several
keys (which were exhibited in the Court
voom) wero made for the opening of the
bank door. One rainy night in the latter |
part of Mareh, Adams and Miller agreed to
try one of the keys.  Adams said to Miller,
there is no need of your going,  Miller said
svery well” and went towards home, but
came 10und to the bank yard and laid down
under a tree there to wait for Adams to
come to the bank, and see if ho entered the
bank “so that Lo mizht have a sure foun.
dation to secure him.” Adams came to
the bank and Miller heard him working at
the door, but he did net open the door
then,  Miller saw Adamsthe next morning
Lefore eakfast, who said that diken had
tiled the key to mueh and another would
Lave to be made.  Adams afterwards with
a skeleton key unlocked the door, but
conldl not lock it again. He then mado a
third Lkey which Miller tried. It not fit-
tinee, Adams varnished the key and was
thus enabled to tell whero it uceded filing.
[further proecedings in the matter were de.
layed till Fall on account of the warm

On the first of October last, Miller re-
vealed the plot to the directors of the Bank,
and steps were immediately taken to have
the conspirators  arrested.  They were
taken into enstody about the middle of
It month, and the keys were fouud in the
trunk of Adamns.

WILD MANVS ESSAY,

WRITTEN FOR TIE TEACHER'S ASSOCIATION
BY V. HEATIL WATTS,

My ProressioNan Priexps:—Ye wlho
are employed in a vocation which hath
many names, Yea, verily, no man can
enumerate, the diverso cpithets, by which
we and our avocations aro known, Ilatt-
ering, and otherwise, they cluster round
us, cling to us, abido with us—and scem-
Ingly form—in public estimation—a legitl-
mate part of our very being, The demands
made upon us are still more numerous.—
We are expected to bo at all times and in
all places, correct illustrations of Paul's
beautiful idea of clarity, as set forth in
flrst Corinthians, 13th chap., 4-7 verses
inclusive. Ono of tho strangest facts in
regard to this magnificent profession be-
comes apparcent to its followers, at an carly
period. i
Outside of the profession, man, woman
or child has never yet been fourd wlho
could not propel a public school just a tritle
better than any such fustitute has ever yet
been run.

This stubborn fact is nicely balanced by
the gratifying reflection, that those engag-
ed in teaching are, in all tho wide world,
the ouly individuals who are supposed to
know just nothing at all about it. The
worst feature connected with the occupa-
tion is, the longer and harder ono works at
it the less ho knows concerning it. The
possibility of learning anything about
teaching is so far beyond the tallest shadow
of a probability as to be entertained Ly no
rational being. :
The multiplication table is the most
awkwardly constructed piece of school
furniture I cver saw. It canuot possibly
be put up in any manner that will involve
a greater loss of time, labor and vitality,
in mastering it, than its present form.—
This is a subject of not tho slightest inter-
est to us as teachers, it is merely thrown in
to relievo the monotony of tho rest.

¢ Practice makes perfect,’” is an old
proverb, and is true the world over, out.
sido of tno school room. There theory
rears its majestic form, leaving not a
chance of a possible, probable or imaginary
use for it.

Much practice is requisito to success in
all, even tho most common affairs of life.—
A man cannot cut wood, mow grass, cradle
wheat, bind, build or stack it; husk corn,
or even keep a scytho in order without
practicc. Ho may possess as much physi-
cal strength and power of endurance astwo
ordinary men, and bo willing to use them,
and yet, to the farmer the man will not be
worth his daily bread, if ho has not had
suflicient practico in the niodus operandi of
these several employments, to enable him
to usc his time and strength to advantage.
I ho has to stop to think how each band
is to bo made, put around tho sheaf and
ticd, hio will find his better drilled compan-
jons far ahiead of him, doing threo times
the amount of labor, with onc.lalf the
fatigue, Drill cnables tho eflicient opera.
tive in all departments of industry, to per
forin Lis customary labor without tho ex-
pense of thought, If it costan effurt of
mind to breath, but fow would live long
enough to investigate the matter. Ifevery
simple operation of labor cost a thought
cvery timo it was performed, but littlo
could be accomplished ina life-time.

In the cells of tho Inquisition were found
some trifling arrangements for the annoy-
ance of thoso who would not cndorse the
tenets of the Holy Catholic Church, Tho
Church was right, of course, while the peo-
plo were willing to stand it.

escaped its baleful influences, Tho most
astounding fact relating to this institution
is, that it isintended to be a benefit, and
tho mode of its architecture alone causes
all the misery that arises from it. These
defects could bo easily remedied, but still
will it pass down through all coming time,
visiting upon all future gencrations its
withering, stunting influences.  Ask you
of all these woes the cause 2’ The Multi-
plieation Table.

Not that they aro of theslightest import-
ance, orthat any beuefit can be derived
from them, oh! no! just to fill up these
pages, and to make In one respect, at least,
a finished production; I will mildly advance
a few opinions about teaching, without the
slightest regard to their order or arrange-
ment.

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Letter from Kent Ceunty, Md.

CheerenvinLe, Nov, 27, 1872

M. Emron:—Our antiguated villago
keeps on in the even tenor of its way, with
scarce ever ajufilo to distwih its peaceful
slumbers,
fire our eitizens arve careful, and hence no
Boston conflagration; of youthful maidens
thero aro few, and conscquently u like
number of yunaway matches.  Marriages
in tho place seldom transpive, and lovers
scem to encounter hut little opposition.—
An edifying fistico we never witness, and
pugilists would be s cmiosity.  Occasion.
ally, howover, there is v little bustlo—our
rood doctor is sent for, and soon the an-
nouncement is made that a tiny stranger
has come in among us. This, in many
localitics, would not ereate the least sensa-
tion; but on account of our xmall popula-
tion, it is to us quitc an item—and some-
times f1ro items!  Thus you see how tran-
quil wo are, and o staid 2ro wo in our
ways, that nothing short of a California
carthquake, Boston fire, or Greeley nomi-
nation will ever eerve to reverse the order
of things.

While this is true of our village, all is
activity around us. For the past nine
months, farmers have been driving away as
if their very existenco depended upon their
utmost exertions, As a general thing the
farms aro large, and in many instances
not in a very high stato of cultivation.—
Instead of something more durable, thous.
ands of dollars are annnally spent in fer-
tilizers, which are no permanent improve-
ment. It takes about one-third or one-
Lalf of the crop each year to pay for these;
but notwithstanding, it is said, more have
been used this year than ever before. In
cultivating the land, three horses are fre-
quently attached to a plow or harrow,
somewhat larger than those nsed with two
horses around Elkton. In hauling on the
road, when four horses are used, they
are often driven inatrot when loaded.

With the exception of peaches, there has
not been a full crop this year. Although
the grower obtained in a manner nothing
for this fruit, yet thousands of dollars were
brought into the country by it and no ove
was insensiblo to the relief aflorded. The
money went divectly into the hands of the
laborer, and then was generally distrib.
uted.
The labor is principally black, and none
too plentiful. It commands 75 cents and
a dollar a day. Farmers consider this high;
but the laborers claim they can do better
in Cecil and Now Castle counties, and
many leave here for those sections.
Intheir every-day employment many of
tho colored women in this scction, wear
hats the same as men, and ato perhaps
more masculine in appearance than the
majority in our midst, doing the rough
work. On Saturday night the whoelo col-
pred population pour into the villages, and
then it is that “ye country stove-keeper "
smiles blandly, and readily exchanges his
commoditics for greenbacks so fieely ex-
hibited. They scem to consider the store
as a sort of fair and festival, and muxt
always have a supply of sweetmeats.  The
women compel the men to **tieat”’ them
—it matters not whether either aro married
or single. Some especial privileges are
accorded these people, which with yon
would scem highly improper.  One is, they
are allowed to congregate in front of stores
—that don't sell whisky—and while ‘onc
fellow picks the banjo, one or more of the
males will danee.  And such dancing!—
Dixio or Sanford is “nowhar,””  The whole
thing is truly genuine, and outstrips any
negro ministrel performances on the stage,
At flrst sight, our sense of propriety was
greatly shocked, but when wo leaned it
was in accordance with custom and their
constitutions, we had to succumb,
Somo of tho citizens of your town seem
to have great sympathy for us. So wsyme
pathetic is ane of your townsmau that he
has been driving tho entire distance every
week to brinzus bread and eakes.  But we
fear this zood friend has deserted us; ho
hasn't been along for two weeks, We
can't get along withont tho “staft of life,”
and e might know how sad our condition
when deprived of it for a fortvight.—
