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"PLANT TREES.

e cannot in these old woody Atlantic
States appreciato trees as they aro valued
in the great treeless West, where the eye
tiresin wandering over the wide expanse of
grass in search of a forest or grove, or
even a single tree to break the dull monot.
ony. But the forest is not with usas it
used to be. The stately trees towering
on thonsandsof acres of woodland which
the painted savage had pursued the deer
among, have nearly all passed away within
tho last half century. A half century!
That is a long time in the lifo of man, but
as nothing to the growth of the majestic
oak. But the neglect and ruinous waste
of our forests Las become one of the alarme.
ing evils of our time, and every philan.
thropist and agricultural writer is urging
the necessity of reforming this great ovil
without delay. Trees are a great lLeauty
as well as comfort to tho country, and on
the treeless plains of the West, tho settlers
from the old States become awaro of this
important fact very soon, and commence
planting trees about their houses and fields.
A few trees planted on every farm in spots
that canuot be profitably cultivated, and
especially along the public roads would in
a short time add much to the beauty and
value of the property. Nothing, if we
oxcept good cultivation, so Deautifles a
farm as tastefully arranged rows of trecs
on the public road side, lanes and lawns
leading to the house. .\ great addition in
the enhancement of farm property is over-
looked by farmers in not adorping their
places Ly planting out groves and rows of
forest trees in places whero they would
always have an artistic effect.  The beauty
which trees never fail to attach to a pro.
perty where they are arranged with judg-
ment and taste, and properly take care of,
is ouly secondary to their great value in
the future, when wood of all Linds willbain
such demand for building purposesand the
manufacture of implements, that it will be
impossible to fully supply. Somo very
usetul woods grow very rapidly. JAmong
them we may name the tulip poplar, the
locust, the hickory and chestnut. The
two latter are not of so rapid growth asthe
former, but are very valuable woods, and
will make sufticient growth to be of im-
mense profit in a quarter of a century.

Timber can not be planted with the hope.
of the present generation reaping the most
benefit from it; but this should be one of
the strongestincentivestoevery Jand owner
to replace the diminishing forests, as duty
Lo owes to posterity which if neglected, he
entails an irreparable loss on the next gen-
eration, and a damago which they cannot
remedy in their lifetime.

Agricultural societies should direct the
attention of land owners to the importance
of forest tree planting, and the call at-
tention: of farmers to the great obligation
resting upon them to replenish the losts |
going on constantly among the forest trees.
Aside from considerations, which we have
referred to, the health and fertility of a
country subject to dry and Lot summers,
is vastly improved by a plentiful distsibu.
tion of forests. Every year the summer
droughts are becoming more severo aud
damaging to the farmer, as the woods ate
cut down.

The country
press is bored to advertise these great gift
enterprises to the wmount of many doilars
at cunrent rates of advertising, for a copy
of the cheap picture as pay. The thing is
an outrage and the country press should
mutually agree and put it down. These
large publishing establishments, with their
canvassers in every town and district, and
their flash premiumsz, injure the business of
e country press not a little by crowding
their legitimate field of circulation, with.
out gratnitous assistancy from their vic-
tims.

We have no disposition to obstruct the
circulation of any worthy mcri?orimmjonr-
nal or magazine which is placed befoio the
public on its merits, but when it sends can.
vassers through every neighborhood and
fills all public places with tlaming posters,
offering tlash pictures for works of art as
premiums to catch subscribers, in place of
the country press aidivg this gim-crack
business by gratuitous advertising it should
ridicule and denounce it as the Miners
Journal has done.

Wealthy or poor, the scene is varied, but
not changed. Wealth gives some protec.
tion against the ills of life; but at the samo
time it brings great temptation and a de-
pendence, which will be keenly felt if tho
wealth is lost. as it may be.
