Iuthoso days the people provided
their benehes or pews according to their
own taste and means, and there was no
doubt a variety of the “high and low scats
in the synagozgue.” In this house occur-
red tho strife about seats, which was set-
tled by Presbytery in 1723, as we have al-
ready stated.
