ed for the Farm. The family in consequence .
grow up, with that irksome sense of depen- |
dence and dreary lack of interest in most
that pertains to the business of the Farm. |
Everything that can be let go is left to tako |
care of itself, and the farmer’s home in nine !
cases out of every ten presentsd crude, |
unkempt appearance. !
In order that all should pull together, |
all should have a mutual interest, and sbare |
in the profit as well as the losses of thol
year's business. The Farm should be, iu |
place of what it is, a kind of joint family ;
stock. The Farm should be credited with |
allit yields and charged with all outlay |
necessary to carry an the work. And
every member of the farmer’s family, after
arriving at an age suflicient to perform
any part of the necessary labor, should be |
credited in the ledger with the value of his
or her services, and at the end of the year,
after deducting expenses the protits should
be divided according to the compensation |
allotted to the service performed. Thero
frequently would be no profits to divide, |
but it would be a great satisfaction at least |
to every spirited mind to know exactly
what had been the value of the servicesi
rendered in the course of the year inthe |
operation of the Farm. It would stimulate |
to renewed and more systematic efforts on
the part of the difterent members of the
household. The female department would
cast about for a wider field of labor and
greater profits. The poultry business,
would be taken hold of by them, and con. :
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ducted on the most enlightened principles. |
The profits of the dairy would be locked
into and each branch of business which was
made a speciality by members of the
family having it in charge, would have
brains put intoit. Iooks would be con.
sulted and papers studied on the s¢parate |
branclies of business, and each would soon
begin to pay under a more enlightened
management. Thero would be an ambi-
tion to succeed, and success would be
achieved under energetic and intelligently !
directed labor. Work would not feel to be |
such a burthern when every shoulder and
every brain bore a sharo of the labor and
thought of the Farm. The head of the
family would feel sure that he had active
and vigilent support in all branches of his
business. FEconomy would be more rigidly
practiced where every one felt that every
pengy worth wasted was curtailing his or |
her profits at the year’s end.

As early as 1859, one Mr. Drake sunk a
well 283 feet deep, striking oil, and gas
tlowing with great fores 40 to 50 feet in
the air. Like the gold fever in Califurnia,
the contagion spread; property was sold for
finmense sums; wells were put down at ran.
dom; millions were lost by those having
money. OUn the other hand, millious were
made by those hard.handed sons of toil,
who had nothing but labor to risk. Yes,
some without a dollar had millions of
greasy lucre apurted on them, even in mo-
ments of despair in shape of wells yiclding
200 to 300 barrels per day; while others
bored dry holes at from $3,000 to $6,000
each,

It isestimated that from 18359 to 1863,
each gallon taken from this region cost
somebody §1 per gal. During 1864-5, the
business was reduced to a system o far as
well boring were concerned. Barrels were
substituted for bulk.boats, and boring was
first dono by steam power.
