"The main cause for this calamity seem- |
ed to be—in his opinion at least—that
the tavern-keepers charge them 25 cents
for tying to the hitching-posts! This
would seem to be a needless expense
as the major part of fish-hauling horses
will stand quiet enough without heing
hitched. We suspeet the cguse of the
scarcity of haulers was the scarcity of
fish previous to the writing of theafore-
said communication.

But we would like to sce a copy of
that “letter containing the same ideas
exactly, and very nearly the same
words " that composed our comments;
which we refused to published. No
such letter ever reached us; and we
are pretty confidont that no such let-
ter was ever written; but something
very like the bosh published in the DE-
ocrAT instead, which is a tissue of false-
hood about the Local Option law of
North East.

Who Should be Blected to Office.

A recent writer or correspondent in
the New York TRIBURE, in «liscussing
this question, favors the theory of small
law making bodies as being more virtu-
ous and altogether Lotter than bodies
composed of numerous representatives;
and remarks that no (Governor has ever
been chirged with being bribed to assist
in legislating through bills or vetoing
acts that had passed, with any show of
proof to back the assertion. And again
he says:

« Abolish the Legislature entirely, and
let the Governor make as well as sign the
laws, and there can be no particle of doubt

but that wa should have better laws thau
now.”’

We are not prepared to dispate this
opinion; but that it is probably so isa
great shame and crying evil in our poli-
tics. What is the remedy for this polit-
jcal calamity? Tlw same writer sug-
gests the following remedy or preven-
tive.

« No matter what the sizo of the Legis-
1ature, its official work would bo reasona-
bly satisfactory, provided the people could
be persuaded into making tho office-seeker
at once aund forever ineligible as an office-

Lolder. Let us elect te oftice—not the men
who want office and are clamorous for it—

not want it!"”

This is not a new idea, but it has
always been acknowledged the true plan
to select candidates for ofice who did
not want the office. If a juror solicits
to be summoned the act disqualifies
him. We admit the plan would be very
hard to carry out properly, especially
in creating so large ahody as that com-
posing a legislature. But the present
system of almost invariably taking the
men who are most clamorous for office,
notwithstanding nearly every one is
ready to declare without hesitation
that such a nominatian was not fit
to be made is as Dad as bad can be.
Let the Republican party of this
County learn wisdom this Fall from
experience, and place men on their
ticket whosc whole lives will be a sufti-
cient guarantce to every man, of their
fitness to fulfill the duties of the office,
without having to inquire strictly con-
cerning thelr intended course in case of
clection. Any man found seeking
nomination or putting in * claims ™ on
the party, it should he held as a strong
reason for rejecting him.  We will close
this article by another quotation from
the same writer.

¢ \Why do these noisy - politicians seek
office at all, particularly thoso with $300
salariesattached ? Why do candidates from
all parts of this State, or from four States,
chase after Mr. Jay Gould, begging him
for money in aid of their election to an
office in whieh they cannot earn an honest
peany?

They
expect to sell themselves, and they do.—

TIUEY AMBUSCADE OUR TROOPA—RLAUGNT-
ER OF OFFICERS AND MEN,

Anotler tale of horror comes from the
laya-beds, not less distressing than the
murder of General Canby, and vastly moro
humiliativg, The following is the ofticial
account of the affair:

LAvA Bros, April 28. 1873-—To Major-
General Schotleld, San Francisco:—On the
25th inst., Major Green, commanding the
camp on the west side of the lava beds,
ordered Captain Thomas, Fourth Infantry,
and a party of Wmm_ Spring Indians,
about seventy soldiersand fourteen Indians,
to reconuoissance in a seutheasterly direc-
tion to a peint about four miles from camp.

The party left camp at 12 M., and reach.
ed the designated point, and were resting.
No Indians had been seen. Suddenly the
party was fired upon by Indiaus, when,
upon searching in the lava chasms, the
bodies of Captain E. Thomas and Licuten.
ant Howe, Fourth Artillery, and Lieuten-
ant Thomas F. Wright, Eleventh Infautry,
were found, First Lieutenant Arthur
Cranston, Fourth Astillery, has not been
found, Ho is undoubtedly killed.

Iieutenant George M. Harris and Acting
Assistant Surgeon B. Seimiy are seriously,
though I hope not dangerously, wounded.
Thirteen enlisted men were killed, and six
have been wounded.

All the officers and a part of the men
remained together aud fought like leroes,
but the Indians bad secured the advantages
of position before they were diseovered.

The remains of the officers go to Yreka
to-morrow. The bodies of four warriors
have bLeen found at or near the scenc of
battle. Captain Mendenhall reports from
Burkettsville, aud is oxpected to join on
the 30th, The Indians occupy a position
in the rocks four miles soutb of their old
caves. !

It will be impossible to surround them
with the foree at or en route for this place.
The circumnfeience of the lava beds is
about thirty miles, and all of them are very
mueh of the same character. (General
