—8ir:—In reply to your letter of the 15th
instant, inquiring: ¢ How Ameriean.made
cloth compares in the durability of colors
with the colors of fereign cloths, especially
with those of French and English make;
and any fact casting light on American
cloth and its colors,” we would say, that
so far as our expericnee and information
extends, that as durable colors can be and
are made in this country as in France,
England or elsewhero. (f course some
places in this couu(r{ have water naturally
Letter adapted for dyeing some and many
colors, than what other places have; yet
in many places the water may casily be
corrected by the dyer. Dut we lave a
great many kinds of water in this country,
and as wo have the same dye-stufl, and if
uot the natireskill and experisnce, we have
it in men who conme here from all the for-
cign countries. Thero is no reason why
we cannot make as durable eolors as any
forcigners.  One reasou why the colors on
many of the goods made in this country
are not »o durablo as the foreign, is that
the goods are made cheap for tho great
postion of our people; while the durable
and cxpensive colots are only put oun the
fine and high-priced goods, such as there
are only afew of—made in this country;
whilo the most of the imported goods are
the fine and high {niccd; also for tho rea.
son that most of the dye stufl is imported
and costs more hicre than in Europe; also
beeauso our people follow the frequent
chianges in shapes and colors of fashion,
it is not so necessary for durable colors.
But weo suppose your inquiry refers more
particularly to the fine all-wool broadcloth
for gentlomen's wear. Of that kind there
is comparatively little made in this coun.
try.  We do not know of any mill making
that kind of cloth, yot we think tln‘cru are
a very Jew such mills in the New England
States.” The most of that cloth sold in our
markets is foreign mako, for the reason
that to make it goud, like the foreign, it is
really necessary to have soveral kinds of
wool, having different propertics to be
mixed together to make good broadeloth,
and while only one or two such kinds ae
grown in this country, the otlicrs must be
imported, and the imported wool costs so
much more here than in Europe, that the
manufacturers of this country cannot make
as good cloth to sell in our markets as
cheap as the foreign cloth; therefore tho
woolen manufacturers are limited in this
country in the kind of goods they can make
in competition with the Europeans, There-
fore our manufacturers make such goods
as the wools grown principally in this coun.
try aro adapted to, viz: fancy knitted goods,
delaines, &c., in whigh great bulk, strength
aund nilliant colors, with little weight, are
wanted,—and for such purposes t_he.\vool
grown in this country Las no superior.—
The proof of this is found in tho large
quantity of such goods made in this coun.
try and the small proportion of them im-
ported.  We have many mills also making
fancy cassimeres, Llankets, carpots, &.c.,
partly from homo and paitly from foreign
grown wool, the latter being imported at
low rates of duty. Waothink if tho woolen
manufacturers of this country cau get the
necessary wools, dye-stufls, oil, &n.,. as
clieap as the Europeans, that, notwith.
standing our having to pay higher wages
and interest of money invested, we can,
with our invoutive genius and energy, be
ablo to make any kind of woolen goods as
good and cheap as the forcigners,
