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The cheit chemist of the Department
of Agriculture, Prof. Brown, in the re-
port for 1871, relating tothe analysis
of soils, furnishes remarks thatare of
interest to the general farmer, and es-
pecially to  the horticulturist. He
gays:

In the early days of agricultural
scicnce much was anticipated from the
services which chemistry would be
able to render in the way of determin-
ing accurately the several substances
used in the growth of crops, and the
proportion of each of these in the dif-
ferent kinds of crops. Having made
these several determinations, nothing
more would be necessary than to ascer-
tain what clement of plant food is de-
ficient in the soil, and supply it accord-
ingly. 'This appears so simple, and at
the same time so plausible, that it is
not surprising that there should arise
almost a mania for soil-analysis nmong
progressive farmers.  But unforscen
difficulties arose, and these ardent an-
ticipations were doomed to disappoint-
ment; and the value of soil-analysis is
now in danger of being as much under-
valued as it was formerly overestimat-
ed.

The first and chief difliculty in the
way of profitable soil-analysis is the
great diversity and inconstant charac-
ter of soils.  We may take samples of
soils from several places onthe same
acre of ground, and analysis will show
that ecach is different from the others,
so that a single sample taken for analy-
siz would be of no value, and indecd
might mislead the farmer in the proper
improvement of his soil. In relation
to several important elements of fertili-
ty the composition of the soil is very
far from being constant.

Ammonia i one of the most import-
ant clements of plant-food, but is ex-
ceedingly volatile; and if we examine
a soil when it is first broken fora
Spring crop, and repeat tho examination
after the ficld has been exposed to the
heat of the Summer months, we shall
find that the ammonia of the soil has
diminished onc-half or more, under the
influence of Summer heat. On the
other hand, the soluble salts of potash,
soda, lime, &ec., will accumulate under
the influence of dry, hot weather; but
if the drenching rains of Spring are
suffered to wash the soil, these soluble
salts will proportionally diminish. It
will be readily perceived that an accur-
ate analysis of the same soil at different
scasons of the year will show very dif-
ferent results, * * * '

The power of a soil to absorh and
fetain moisture is an important feature
in regard to its productivencss. This
appears to be intimately related to the
amount of water it is able to hold be-
low saturation; and both these pro-
perties can be determined by any one
who has at command an accurate bal-
ance. These properties, together with
the facitity of percolation and the ac-
tivity of capillary action, depend large-
ly on the firmness of the particles com-
posing the soil. The proportion of
clay in a soil has usually been regarded
as the measure of these several proper-
tics of a soil in relation to water.  This
is true only so far as clay is not sufler-
ed to become saturated with water, so
as to cohere and form a compact mass.
In this condition it loses most of its
absorbent power.

How Early Should Heifers Have Calves,

There is a great difference in the
practice of farmers in this respect—
seme fecding high and breeding as
early as possible, and others keeping
heifers away from the bull until their
third year, feeling quite satisfied with
acalf atthree years old.  Itisadmitted
that the heifers grow larger that breed
late, and if beef is o prominent object
in the animal this may be good policy.
But in dairy districts we want milk,
butter, and cheese at the carliest mo-
went that the animalis capable of pro-
ducing them cconomically.  'The Jer-
seys and their grades bring calves quite
carly, sometimes at 15 months old fre-
quently at 13 months, and as a rule at
two vears or under.  The heifers that
come in at fifteen months frequently
lose their calves, and their growth is a
zood deal vetarded.  But the milking
qualitics of the animal are generally de-
veloped, and if the heifers have rich
pasture and ure well fed during the
winter we prefer to have them come in
the second spring after hirth, say from
20 to 21 months old. This saves at
least a year’s keeping, and we think
makes a better cow, although she may
not be quite so large. The cost of
keeping a two-vear-old heifer in the
older statesis from $35 to $50 a year,
and if there is no calf until she is three
vears old it is so much money out of
pocket. We have uever heen able to
discover much difference Letween the
quantity of milk given by a heifer in
her sccond and third year. If well
cared for, the two-year-old begins to
pay as soon as she brings a calf. If
of good stock, and a heifer, the calf
will be as well worth raising as any
subscquent calf dropped by the same
mother.  She will probably give more
than milk enough to pay for her year's
keeping, and the calf will be clear gain.
The cost of keeping cows in the East-
ern States is now so great, that one
needs to put them to breeding at the
carlicst day it can be safely done. At
three years old the animal has consum-
ed not far from cighty dollars’ worth of
food, whether sho have yielded any re-
turn or not. If you can put fifty dol-
lars to her credit at the close of the
third year it looks a little more like
making the raising of: dairy cows a liv.
ing business.

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FRAUDS IN COMMERCIAL MANURES.

The uncertainty as to the value of
the commercial manures found in the
watket is constantly being brought to
the notice of farmers through careful
analysis made by competent chemists,
It is notlong since that Prof. Samuel
W. Johuson, of the Shetlield Scientitie
School, demonstrated from actual tests
that diffcrent brands of phosphate sold
in the market at from $56 to $60 per
ton only possessed an actual gold value
of from $27 to $17 per ton.  Aud re-
cently o committee of the New York
State Agricultural Society (of which
Hon. John Stanton Gould was chair-
man) has made a careful analysis of
ten different  samples  of guano, the!
market price of which was from $30 to
$90 per ton, which they foundto be!
worth from $24 to $69 per ton.  Two
samples in the lot were largely adul-
terated  with sand, « fact which may |
not affeet the honesty of the dealers, !
but may come from natural causes, lay-
ers of sand often vecuring in the guano |
beds, and four were heavily adulterated |

SALTING BUTTER.

The action, of salt, sugar, saltpetre,
&ec., is to attract the water of the butter-
wilk to itself. The best butter may as
easily be made with pure salt as by the
additionof the otheringredients named.
The action of salt is to penetrate the
buttermilk, absorh water, and make a
strong brine, thus vendering decompo-
sition and conscquent putridity impossi-
ble. Buttermilk,the presence of which
in butter imparts a disagreeable taste,
and subscquent rancidity to the mass,
can be removed by working alone.
The removal i3 assisted by the use of
salt.  Washing in pure cold water aids
materially in this. The quantity of
salt used varies in different dairies. At
the first working about three per cent
of the weight of the butter should be
used, taking carc not to injure the grain
of the butter in working.  After an in-
terval of twelve hours, the butter should
be reworked, after which it may be
packed, adding about onc per cent more
salt at this time.  If the butteris prop-
erly made, this quantity of salt will be
suflicient. No foul odors should be ad-
mitted about the room where the milk
is kept and where the various operations
are performed. This i3 essential. A
good ordinary rule in hutter-making is
to use onc ounce of pure salt to the
pound of butter, and if you allow also
anounce of the best granulated sugar to
cach four or five pounds, it will do no
harm, bhut will assistin the preservation;
but the Lest butter is made by attention
to strict care in the manipulation, and
the perfect condition of the packages
used.—WESTERN RURAL.

Last scason we saved about five
acres of grass for sced.  Some of our
neighbors laughed at us. They said
we were foolish, when hay was o high.
But we made almost double what we
would if we had cut it for hay. 'There
would not have been over four tons at
the most, and the hay would have
fetched £16 a ton, which would have
been 364 for the hay.  Well, there were
two tons of straw, which brought §12.
50 per ton—3$25 for the straw; there
were twenty-four bushels of seed, which
brought $2.50 per bushel—§34 for the
gced; and $25 which would be $109.
Now subtract §3 for threshing, which
would leave §106, and you see there
was $12 more profit in the seed than
there would bave been in the hay.
