LETTER FROM WASHINGTON.

Wasminaron, D. C,,
July 28th, 1873.

Epitor Wiia:—If 1 belongod to the
fashionable world it would bo reckless in
me to date a lottor from Washington at the
presont time. Being innocent of the pleas-
ures which the midsummer brings to thoso
who “loiter by tho sea,” or indulge iuthe
luxury of masterly activity at ‘‘the
springs,” I do not Lositate to aunnouuce
mysolf as still “*in the city.”

I suppose you have beeu assured long
ago that everybody had loft Washington.
Whenevor tho President goes, ¢¢ Jonkins,”
or somo one clse, immediately announces
that Washingtou is descrtod. There are
thoso who Loelieve the capital to be silent
and desortod from May uutil October, and
that overy sign, every motion of activity
ccases during that period.

If Washington was tho seat of the gods
only, this might bo the case. Unfortu.
nately its population is largoly made up of
what Mrs. Shomocracy calls tho “canaille,”
and still more unfortunate (?) 1 belong to
this samo canaille. You may uot know
that the canaille includes everybody who
carns a living by work. Work is jucxcusa.
blo here. No one need havo a desiro to
comoe here who is not caleulating cnough
and diplomatic enough, to lift himsclf
above tho ** herd” by some grand tlank
manwuvroe that gives him money and posi.
tion. The hundreds of patient toilers who
have no concoption of summer pleasures,
save as they read the extravagant descrip-
tions of their delights in the watering-
place correspondence in tho newspapers,
toil on, thankful for the opportunity of
carning tho means to provide tho necessi.
tios which civilized existonco cutails,

The heat heve is simply “ orful.’”? Kvery-
body, irrespoctivo of age, sox, race, color,
or previous coundition of servitude, carrics
an umbrella. Mankind's original eloment,
dust, abounds in quantities almost infinite.
It is not passive in its naturo either, but
keops persistently in motion, making itself
seen and felt continuously, Coming to
Washington now literally means ** return.
ing to dust;” but it does not always mean
¢ putting off corruption.’

The capital, standing high and white on
the hill, looks from without parched and
heated; but within thero is the delicious
coolness of an autumn morning. To what
a fover must the brouzo goddess bo wrought
standing on its lofty dome, with the sun's
flerco rays upon Lier massivo figure?

The cxawmple of that Lronze goddess is
worthy of imitation. She docs not leavo
hier post in the heat and burden of the day;
nor quako at tho storm and wind that pass
over ber. From her high estate sho views
with unchangiog cye the turmoil and the
surge of the city beneath; tho carcor of the
great and the unavailing efforts of tho
““weak and woary.” Fasuioned by the
hands of man, sho stands a silent, endur.
ing comment upon his lifoso soon *¢ round-
cd with a sleep.’”  Hor lofty attitude does
not turn her head to dizziness, nor her
heart to pride. Elevated by the people, to
the peoplo sho remains faithful, and pa-
tiently watches over them. She is Lound
by no fetters, hedged by ng walls; but is
high, majestic, and free; and stands over
tho Capital the image of tho principlo
which had its birth in the hearts of tho
founders of our Republic—that of *‘ uni-
versal Libesty.”

Tho Capital is deserted, save by the fow
minor officials and supernumeraries who
seam to live and have thelr being within
its walls cternally, Tho halls of the Sou-
ate and louse are carpetless, aud their
silenco unbroken by furious declamation.
It is tho very best timo to wandor through
the halls aud chambors of this ever beau-
tiful structure. Thero is much to seo
and study, that is overlooked by visitors
when the gods are here in common council.

Tho clorks in the various departments
tako their leave, a few cach month, yct the
number scems nover to be diminished.
Tho printers in tho Government oflice bave
all had their leave, and will now all boloft
steadily at work, except tho fow who au.
nually leave on account of ill.health, get a
‘ticket of leave,” which they would as
leare not have, or pass into ¢ that undis.
covered country from heyond whoso bornoe
no traveler returns,'” The journalists of
the city are also all lere, although even
tho Jlohiemians havo alinost all fled. Jour-
nalists are like policemen, thoy never get
tired, never go away, aud never dic.

Our amusements aro very modest at the
present time, composing river excursions
on a boat of the averago speed of Wash's
¢¢ Liza Jano" on Elk river, and tho open.
air concerts, cach YWednesday and Satur-
day aftcrnoon, in tho \White House and
Capital grounds. Theso concorts arc de-
lightful. Tho marine band plays, and the
people stand and listen, It is most entor-
taining. When standing becomes irk.
some, one has the privilego of walking
around. It is certainly pleasant recroa-
tion to stand and listen two hours to en-
trancing strains from Faust and Waber,
although the ecstacy of dolight is often
tempered Ly a couple of corns or so under
a pair of tight boots,

The mourning has already disappeared
from the columns of tho public build
ings, thirty days being the limit of a
nation's woe for one of its chief ofticials.
Tho grief of the loss of Chief Justico Chase
{s swallowed up in the wonderof who is to
Lo his successor, It makes mo thiuk of
tho flue scorn tho doad must feel, after
their cycs have grown used to the mecas.
