PATRONS OF HUSBANDRY.

HISTORY OF THE ORGANIZATION.

In view of the rapidly increasing in-
terest in this order, the following from
the Missourt RepvnnicaN will prove
nceeptable to our readers. "Thereis very
much misapprebension. existing in tho
public mind in regard to its objects and
purposes. Decauso of its secrecy, it is
looked upon as dangerous. - If it be for
a moment considered that among the
members are ladies, and that each wmem-
ber is pledged to works of benovolence
and love toward his associates and
neighbors, the danger is not so threat-
cning.

Efforts will be made, undoubtedly, to
introduce mischievous side-issucs, and
to divert from the influence of the order,
ly its opponents. The plan of organiza-
tion is, however, so complete that such
movements can scarcely prove success-
ful. Asin Iowa the other day, when a
few men, prctcnding to represent some
twenty granges, met and made political
nominations and called forth the most
energetic donunciations from members
and officers of the order, 8o will it al-
ways be.

The reazons of its rapid growth arc
found in the fact that the farmers are
beginning to learn that their business
systems are wrong ; that their relations
with every other trado or industry are
such as to place them always at a dis-
advantage, and necessity is prompting
them to apply a remedy for the evils
under which they labor.  Such publica-
tions as Bronson’s upon Farmers’unions
—which, by close, logical, careful reas-
oning in farmer language, by a farmer,
present the subject heretofore, almost a
mystery, so plainly, that “he who runs
may read,” and he who reads may un-
derstand ; these are the initial and the

wropelling forces of this great social up-
Lcavnl of old agricultural systems:

“The rapid increase in numbers, and
the increasing prominence and influence
of the order of Patrous of Husbaudry,
have excited no little intcrest in the his-
tory of the origin and progress of that
influential organization, as given by the
Missourt RirunricaN. The idea was
originally borrowed from an association
which bas existed for many years in a
community of Scotch farmers in North
Carolina. This Scotch society secems to
have had for its objects the purchasc of
ull needed supplies from first hands and
at wholesale rates, and the cultivation
of more intimate social relations among
its members. It was really nothing
wore than a secret, co-operative, indus.
trial and literary association. The num-
bers composing it were few, and its in-
fluence small. Indeed, the fact that
such a socicty had an existence was not
known beyond the limits of the com-
munity affected by ita institutions. It
was not until the spring of 1868 that
the Order of PI’atrons of Husbandry be-
came known to the people of the West.
During the preceding winter, Mr. H. I
Kelley, of Itasca, Minnesota, and scve-
ral other leading agriculturists of the
West, happening to be in Washington,
had frequent interviews in relation to
the interests of the farming population
of the great West. It was about that
period that the character and workings
of the Scotch society of North Carolina
became known to them. The idea was
seized upon, claborated and matured to
adapt it to the more general purposes
of ‘a national order.

"In the Leginning of 1868, the order
was introduced into the West by the
organization of a grange at Itasca, Min-
nesota. In a short time another grange
was organized in Jasper county, lowa;
a third grange soon came into existence
at Waukon, Almakee county, in the
same State.  From the year 1368 the
order magle little progress until the past
twelve monthe. A few granges were
organized in lowa, Minnesota, Wiscon-
sin and llinois, but up to the beginning
of the year 1872 it is estimated that the
whole number of members in the four
States named did not exceed seventy-

. five thousand. It is claimed that in the

same States now there are at least four
hundred and fifty thousand patrons,

It may be interesting to the readers
of the RerunLicaN to know something
about the internal organization of this
now influential order. As before stated,
the Order of I’atrons of Husbandry is
a secret society, no one except members
Leing allowed to cross the treshold of
their grange lalls.  Women as well as
men are admitted totke highest degrees
in the subordinate granges. Boyond
the fourth degree it does not appear
that females are admitted. Members
admitted to the first degree are known
respectively as Laborer and Maid; in
the sccond degree as Cultivator and
Shepherdess; in the third degree as
Harvester and Gleaner, and in the

. fourth degree as Hushandman and

Matron.

The fifth degree scems to be conferred
only in the State granges, and upon
men only. Those who have been ud-
mitted to this degree are called mem-
bers of the Pomona, or Hope grange,
composed only of masters and past-
masters of subordinate granges. The
sixth degree is conferred only on mem-
bers of the council of the nativnal
grange. This council is composed of
masters and past-masters of the State
wranges. 'The council meets once in
every year. The seventh is the highest
degree to which any patron can attain.
It is conferred only on members of the
national senate, which is composed of
metmnbers of the council who haveserved
one year in that body. 'The emblem of
this degree is Ceres. The functions of
the council and scnate are similar to
those of representatives and senators in
legislative bodies.  The supreme execu-
tive authority in the order is lodged in
the master of the national grange; but
cach subordinate grange has its own
master, oversecr, lecturer, stoward, as.
sistant steward, chaplain, treasurer,
secretary, gate-keeper, Ceres, Iomona,
Flora, and lady assistant steward.—
Ofticers in subordinate granges are elect.
ed toserve for one year, in State granges
two, and in the national grange five
vears. Subordinate granges, by the
rules, must meet at least once in every
month. State granges once a year, and
the national grange once in every two
years.

The order seems to bLe intended to
exercise & moral supervislon over its
members, and provides for the care of
such as may be unfortunate. The social
character of the order is made promi.
nent, but the material interests of the
class exclusively represented in its
secret conclaves are, it is said, most
assiduously guarded. It will be seen
from the particulars given above that
this order is very compactly organized,
and, when taken in connection with its
vast increase in numbers, its general
diffusion over the whole country, and
its manifestations of power and pur-
rose, its existence constitutes a most
nteresting study for the sociologist as
well as the publicist. The moral and
intellc®&ual welfare of its members,
though strictly attended to, does not
reveal the broader and deeper signifi-
cance of the existence of this organiza-
tion. Already in many localities, has
the occupation of the agents, or “ mid.
dle-men,” who deal in manufactured
wares consumed by farmers, become
obsolete. The granges have appointed
middle-men of their own, through whom
an interchange of produce is cffected at
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the minimum cost. In some places they
have purchased or leased grain eleva-
tors. At other places they bave em-
ployed forwarding agents of their own
order. In Iowa they have already
built an agricultural implement manu.
factory of cxtensive capacity. Thus
far they claim that these enterprises
have proved profitable to them in the
great reduction in the expense of dving
business and lessencd cost of manufac-
tured implements.  But what is most
significant of this movementis the rapid
advanco it has made. In Tennessce,
Mississippi, Alabama, and especially in
Georgia, the people are organizing
granges with the same avidity which
characterizes the progress of the order
in,the northwest.

REMEDY FOR CHICKEN CHOLERA.

Good rules for success in the wman-
agement of fowls:

1. Good dry houses, well ventilated,
avoiding draughts.

2. Keep your hen-houses cLEAN, and
the floor covered with ashes.

8. Whitewash inside monthly from
March first to October first.

4. Feed regularly, but never over-
feced; cease feeding when the fowls
cease to run for it.

5. Scatter the food on the ground
when the weather will permit.

6. Feed mixed grain, or alternate, as
corn one dx\_\', oats next, wheat next, ete.

7. Allow adult fowls freedom as early
mornings as they desire.

8. Keep hens with chicks in small
coops (well covered aud dry) until the
chicks are three wecks old.

9. Feed chicks morning, noon and
late afternoon; cooked food morning,
and grain, as broken corn, wheat, ctc.,
noon and afternoon.

10. Mix ground black pepper with
the morning food for chicks twice a
week, one tablespoonful of pepper for
every 20 chicks.

11. Grease the hen well under the
wings, breast and fluff feathers as =oon,
as the chicks are taken off, with oint-
ment made of lard and carbolic acid ;
ten drops of acid to two tablespoonsful
of lard. &

12. Obgerve the above rules strictly,
and you will have healthy fowls.

If cholera should appear, have the
following prepared at any drug store,
and follow directions :

Black pepper, one drachm; sulphur
flour, one Arachm; extract gentian
(solid) one drachm; extract stillingia
compound (fluid) one drachm. Mix.—
Make twenty-four pills.  Give two pills
night and morning for two or three
days.

I have thoroughly tried these pills,
and have not lost a single fowl.  When
wy little chicks look droopy, I make
twelve pills of one of the large ones
and give them night and morning. 1
bave not lost a chick except by hawks
and drowning this Spring.—W. N.Jup-
soN, M. D, in the Plantation.

THE VIRTUE OF CLOVER.

The Live Stock Journal shows, in a
nut-shell, how this plant enriches the
land: * Clover, if we could only im-
press the fuct upon the general farmer,
is o plant that draws from the atmos-
phere and enriches the land.  Other
plants dothis; but clover more. It has
to do with the most vital and import-
ant clement in manure, nitrogen, the
very thing that is the rarest and most
difficult to obtain. It improves the soil
by its roots alone, if the crop is used for
other purposes ; this even if a seed crop
is taken. How much more benefit, then,
if a whole crop is turned down contain.
ing so much nitrogen?  And you have
the manure without working for it. T'he
plant works for itself and for you. We
get its strength from a free source, the
atmosphere, the great storchouse that
gathers from all sources, hut most for
the energetic farmer.

“And you can make this plant work
for your poor soil. A little manure
applied on the surface will do this, and
if plenty of seed is sown there will be
a thick set. Then it needs a chance
with the atmosphere, and plaster add
this greatly. With warm showers
there will be a growth almost surpris-
ing.'” It will be dense, fine stemmed,
and of a fair longth, depending #ome-
what on the season. Cut this when it
begins to lodge, which will beabout the
time blossoms appear, and then will be
avoided all rot or mildew conscquent on
long, coarse lodging, and the yicld will
surprise you—two and ahalf or three
tons, and such hay is not made from any
other plant.  And the second crop will
be nearly or perhaps quite as good as
the first.”

ADVICE TO YOUNG FARMERS.

Mr. Joseph Harris gives the follow-
ing advice to young farmers, through
the American Agriculturist :

“What I want tosay to any young
farmer reader of the American Agricul-
ist who honors me with his confidence
is this: Make up your mind to steadily
improve the condition of your land;
above all, kill the weeds; underdrain;
grow more clover, peas, and roots, and
consume them all on the farm. Muke
more and better manure. Buy bran to
feed out. Sell timothy hay, if need be,
but never sell clover hay.  Sell straw
whenever, as now in this section, it is
worth half as much per ton as bran.—
Study the chemistry of manures. There
are many places where artilicial fertili-
zers can be used to great advantage.—
Improve your stock; feed liberally.—
Raise a few thorough-bredg, and grad.
ually work your way into the business;
hut donot be in a hurry,  Sctout choice
fruit trees, and take care of them.—
Spend moderately. Live within your
income. Do not discount your pros.
pects.  And again I say KiLL Tug
weeps.  Cultivate the land thoroughly.
Make the weed-sceds grow, and then
kill the young plants. I feel sure that
the young farmer who follows this ad-
vice will not have to wait many years
heforo getting his reward. I look upon
it as absolutely certain that we shall
get good prices for farm produce in the
near future. I fear we shall get extrav-
agantly high prices. I fear still more
that few farmers will profit by them.—
Pricss never have been and never can
be high enough to make poor farming
profitable.  You must get your land in
good condition now, and thus be ready
to avail yourself of the high prices
when they come—as come they will.”

Coar Asues.—The following experi-
ments of M. Lebouf, of Argenteuil,
upon the value of coul ashes, shows
that in the ashes alone, without admix-
ture of soil or any manure, plants may
grow and come to maturity. Thus,
having filled three pots with ashes, ho
planted in the first wheat, in the second
oats, and in the third strawberries.—
The growth was accomplished during
the Summer, the wheat and oats ripen-
ing and producing full heavy graing.—
The straw of the wheat attained a hight
of about 4 fect 6 inches, while that of
the oats grew to about 3 feet 6 inches.
These experiments have been several
times repeated, with tho same suceess.

— The French preserve eggs by dis-
solving four ounces of heeswax in cight
