lot run at the bung. Tho registers will all
do their duty it is most probable, as well
as they kuow how; and it may be of somo
advantage to them to be assisted slightly
by ono or two members of the Ropublican
party where cascs of uncertainty arise.
Also somo of them are not at all noted for
clerical ability. Last yoar thero was con-
siderable complaint, thiat carcless, or inef-
ficient management, or worse, appearcd on
tho certifled lists of voters which wero
placed in the hands of the judges of clec
tion; and if the latter officers had not
placed as liberal a coustruction on the law,
—which, in somo instances, amounted to
stritehing—a number of persons would have
Leen cut out of their votes. The Registers
were called upon in several casos, by the
judges to “explain’ and amend, and we
heard of instances where tho Register not
being prosent or to be found, in which the
party lost his vote through clerical negli-
genco in copying tho lists or misspelling
names. Such things ought not to occur,
and it weuld be a great assistanco to the
Registers if a candidate of each party or
somo other persons well acquainted in the
District would attend tho places of Regis.
tration whilo the work is going on. We
beliove our Third District list was scrupu-.
lously correct. Dut thon we are pretty
much all *quill drivers” in Elkton. The
moro rural districts are not so favored in
this respect.

THE GREAT STORM,

To the Wilmington Commereial wo are
{ndebted for the following account of tho
damage dono by tho great storm of last
week, .

TIIE 8TORM TRACK

Soetns to have Leen confined to a narrow
belt, extending not quito so far North as
Now Castlo and South only as faras Town-
send.  From Kirkwood to Townsend it
scems to have been the most ssvero, and
woperty of all kinds within this limit, from
Lay to bay, has sustained serious damage.
About Middlotown, not a single dam breast
is left standing, and in thocountry west of
this many are reported to have been fnvol.
ved in the general ruin, Hut the greatest
sutferers by tho tlood are the Delawaio
Railroad and the Chesapeake & Delawaro
Canal Cos.

The most serious damage to the Delaware
R. It is at the poiut whero it crosses the
canal. Here, not only tho embankmnent
which was thrown up twenty or thirty feet
high, was washed away, Lut a yawning
chasm is left open under it not less than
fifteen fect decp. Ofthis embankmeut and
carth about 400 feet were reinoved, or all
Letween the brow of tho hill which over-
looks the canal on the North side, and the
railroad bridge. This structuro is still
standing upon its twocentrla massive stone
piors and south abutment, but the North
abutmoent was overturncd by the forceof tho
current which swopt tlrough the chasm.
"The bridge is intact, althoughto the width
of the draw it projects over the chasm;
but this projection is the draw iteelf, and
is balanced upon the draw pier.

The breaches in the embankments bolow
tho eanal are, somo of them, very serious.
The worst, probably, is at Willow Bridgoe,
where 90 foet are said to have been washed
out. This bridgo is about 2} miles north
of Middletown. ~ At Beaston’s,also thisside
of Middlctown, an embankment 10 or 12
foot high is broken from 20 to 22 feet.—
The culvert at ** Frogpond,” near tho old
Forest Presbyterian burying ground just
this side of Middletown was broken. le.
low Middlctown, the St. Aun's Culvert is
gone. The road bed is greatly washed, all
theway from New Castleto Townsend, and
{n somo places, ut tho county road cross.
ings, for instauce, great holes aro wasbed
underneath tho track, leaving it and the
ties upon which the rails are laid suspend-
ed in mid-air.

TIE DAMAGE TO TIE CANAL

Along the wholo lino serious breaches and
washes were made, but the principle points
of damago uto three in number—at Summit
Bridge or the ¢ Deep Cut,” at the Railroad
Crossing, and at St. Georges. To look
upon it at these places the damage seems
to Lo irreparable—at lcast for this season.
Navigation cannot possibly Le resutned
before cold weather®scts;in, and we may
safely stato that no more boats will pass
through before next scason. The total loss
to the canal will exceod $100,000; and if
tho damaged vessels claim compensation
for their lossos and delays, as sumo people
seem to think they will, the aggregate will
be enormously swelled.

BUMMIT NRIDOR.

In times of Leavy raius, this locality has
always boen more or less troulle to the
Canal company. It is hero that the deep
cut is made, and down the lofty declivities
rolla sand and debris which find lodgment
in tho bottom of the canal. But it has
never undegono such a disaster. Whole
trees were washed down into it, and the
filling up was so great that only about three
feet of water isleft in the canal at this
poiut. A tug was caught among the float-
ing debris, and by a land slide, or in some
other way, turned upon its side. Iut the
damage hero {8 trifling, when coutrasted
with the sad appearance of things at

THFE RAILROAD IRIDGE.

For about a quarter of a mile at this point,
under and on both sides of tho railroad
Lridge, not only the canal Lut the entire
marsh land through which it is built is cov,
ered beneath one bod of yellow sand, which
was washed away from tho main land on
the North side. The line of tho canal is
atill traceable, and in some places the pil-
ing along the towpath lift their heads above
the mantle of earth, but cvery where cover-
ing an area of several acres, tho valley of
tho canal presents much the appearance of
a newly ploughed flold of sand upon which
the rains and tloods had descended. Ilere
and there ponds of water dot tho surface,
and the natural flow of the stream of the
feeder meanders thiough a new channel,
but tho water in the canal and in the ereek
are displaced and served to augment the
the torrent which was so prolific of disaster
further down. That sueh an area of solid
carth should bo swopt away seeins almost
impossible, but under a proper understand-
ing of the nature and extent of tho feoder,
aud tho peculiar mauner in which it ever-
run its dam breast, tho matter is easily
enough comprehiended.

TIE FELEDER TO THE CANAL

The storage capacity of the fecder is im-
mense. It covered an area of about 800
acres.  When tho wator broke threughthe
dam breast, instead of following tho mat-
ural courso of the stroam they sway-
ed to the Esstward and soop cut a
chaunel through the solid earth which
gradually widened and widenod and grew
deeper and deeper until a great yawning
chasin was opened. In its rapacious maw
a portion of two cornfields, the railroad
embankment, ties and rails, tress, fences,
and everything upon tho surfaco, were
swallowed up. Tho earth was opened to
within a few feet of a dwelling which
stands well up in the fleld, and occupied
Ly a Mr. Caun, wo belicve.

TUE DAMAGE AT 8T. GEORGES.

At Bt errfes the sccne is truly awe.
inspiring, for hero tho most scrious conse-
quences of the tlood are to be seen. The
town itself has suffered but little, but in
the meadows around and bstween it, for
tho town is built up on both sides of the
canal, wreck and ruin are widsspread.—
8ail vessels and canal boats are 'ving high
and dry where the receding waters left
them, and here and thero aro piles of de.
bris, from the wrecks.

Above thecorn-flelds rise the masts and
spars of many vessels, while tho white
winged canvass ﬂa‘lm uneasily in the breezo.
There wero in all froma hundred to a hun.
dred and twenty-five boats clustered into a
very small spaco there, before tho flood
came, but they are more scattered now.

It was about 9 o'cleck when the tlood
from the broken feeder was precipitated
upon the town of St. Georgos. ]pts ap-
proach is said to have Leen heard above
the storm for some time beforo its fury
was felt, sounding like the rushing of many
waters—a metaphor which in this instance
was a dread reality, On aod on it came,
drawing nearer and nearer, and gatherin
increased velocity as it rolled, until it ﬂuaﬁ
ly broke over the canal banks, tleoding the
meadows and the lower parts of the town.
By this time many of the vessels moored
along the sides of the canal had broken
loose from their moorings, and were swept
through the breaches iu the canal bLanks,
or over them, out upon the sca which was
surging within the banks of the creek as
it moved onward towards the Delaware.—
Theso vessels tloated mercilessly at the
disposal of thae torrent, and in their rapid
twistiugs and turnings werc driven Into
one another, staving in their sides and
ends, and producing consternation and
fear on all hands. One vessel was capsized
and in her rigging te-day she Lears largo
quantities of tangled grass and other float-
ing things. She has since uprighted some-
what, and is now lying on_the meadow at
an inclination of about 45 degrecs. DBut
which was more dreadful than all the rest
was tho

CRIES OF DIISTHEES AND FOR HELI
Which were walted in the darkness from
tho swelling flood to the main land. They
rose abovo the rushing waters and the
crashing of tho boats, swept by the causec-

this groat work. They will firat fill in tho
Lreachies between St. Georges aud Dela-
waro City, in the lower lovel, and pump-
ing in water from the eastern end will float
out tho boats lying in the canal cast of the
locks. ‘Fhis accomplished, they will then
repair all the Lreaches in the banks of the
upper lovel, or west of St. Georges, except
those which are nccessary to form a pas-
sago for tho Loats fiom the nmeadows into
tho canal, and finally the roadway, or dam,
which connects tho two ends of 53, Georges
will be rebuilt, the water will bo admitted
the meadows will bo tlooded, the boats will
be got into the canal, locked through and
thon sent on to their destinationg. In the
moantime the cargecs will be removed and
the vcssels lightoned up that no greater
flooding may bo made than there is neces-
sity for. The sand at the railroad bridgo
will bo removed by means of steamn dredg-
ing machines and by horses and carts,

By October 1st it is thought the canal
will be again open to trade; but this scems
hardly probable now.

On the night of the great disaster, C.
Newbold Price, son of the Superintendent
of the Canal, John R. Price, and Benjamin
N. Ogle, of Delaware City, wero driving
along tho tow-path of the lower level when
tho break in the canal occurred. They
heard the rushing of the waters long before
the flood was precipitated npon them, but
not knowing what it was they alighted
from tho veliicle in which they weroriding,
and hitching thoir horse, they started to
walk on down the bank. They had not
gone far, however, before they were eblig-
od to seek safety in trces, which fortu.
nately withstood the fury of the flood.
Their cries for help attracted many por-
sons to the bank, Lut no one could be in-
duced by the rewards which they offercd
to attemptod their rescuo, until finally,
while the waters were rushing impotuously
down the valley, Captain John Wall, of
tho schooner Witliam Magee, boldly put
out from shore in a small yawl-boat and
brought thom in gafely to tho main land,

Tho Ericsson steamers, four in number,
are put out of commission, and expact to
remain so for a month unless the break in
the canal should be repaired sooner, as
they think it can Le, if sufficient vigor
characterizes the movements of those hav-
fng charge of the work, Tho eight stoam.
boats of the New York and Baltimore
Transportation Compauy are also laid up.
and about 150 barges of East & McMMahon's
line and the Clyde lino. Theso throw out
of employment about 600 or 800 persons.
