to all parts surrounding and connected
with the milk-producing vesscls. Gaunt
cows are small milkers. A good con.
stitution is important. This may he
judged by the lustre of the hair and
brilliancy of the eves and horns.  Con-
stitution depends mostly upon the heart
and lungs, the size of which may be
determined by the depth and breadgh
of the thorax. They should have a
good development, cnough to secure
health and vigor, but the lungs, in par-
ticular, should not be excessively large.
When very large they burn up, by
increased respiration, the fat-forming
material. By the extraordinary energy
they create they induce unusual exercise
and motion, which make a rapid waste
of tissue and rapid assimilation to
repair it, and thus divert nutriment
from producing milk. If too small the
animal may be an cxcellent milker while
she lives, but she will be feeble and
short-lived.

"The capacity of the lungs corresponds
with the size of the apertures through
which they are filled. ~ Large open nos-
trils indicatelarge lungs, and vice versa.
In the same way, the indications of the
mouth correspond with the size of the
stomach.

"The udder should be Iarge and capa.
cious. It nced not be fleshy. It should
be broad and reach well forward. A\
large development of the fore part of
the bag is a more certain indication of
quantity than the back part. The teats
ghould be set wide apart, and be of
good size for handling. 'T'cats which
are small next tothe udder denote small
tubes inside the bag, which, of course,
is unfavorable to quantity.

The flow of blood to and from the
udder helps to determine the inclination
to eccrete milk. The artcries which
supply the milk vessels with blood reach
the bag inside and are not seen external-
Iy, but having supplied those organs
with blood, they pass through the udder

How 1o mix Musvarn.—Mustard
should be mixed with water that has
been boiled and allowed to cool; hot
water destroys its essential propertics,
and raw cold water might cause it to
ferment.  Put the mustard in a cup,
with a small pinch of salt, and mix with
it very gradually suflicient boiled water
to make it drop from the spoon without
being watery,  Stir and mix well, and
rub the lumps well down with the back
of the spoon, as mustard properly mixed
should be perfectly free from these.—
"The mustard-pot should not he more
than half-full, or rather less, if it will
not be used for a day or two, as the
mustard is so much better when fresh
made.

Potasu ror Peacn TrEes.—At a
weeting of the Cincinnati Horticultural
Socicty, Mr. Shepard alluded to potash
as a most excellent fertilizer for peach
trees.  He had a peach orchard of about
twenty-five acres.  The soil was poor,
and he manured with potash only.—
One barrel, costing $35, or fifteen cents
a pound, lasted him four years. lHe
dissolved it in water, 50 that the Iye
would be so weak that a potato put in
it would not quite come to the surface;
and then applied two quarts of this
liquid close around the trunk cvery
Spring.  From 2,000 peach trees, he
had sold during the last five vears
$12,000 worth of peaches.
