THE LEGEND OF SLEEPY HOLLOW.

FOUND AMONG TIlKE PAPERS OF THE LATK
DIEDRICIE KNICKERUOCKER,

A pleasing land of dro

(Concluded.)

When the dance was at an end, Ichabod
was attracted to a knot of tho sager folks,
who, with old Van Tassel, sat smoking at
one end of the piazza, gossiping over form.
er times, and drawing out long stories
about the war.

This ncighboihiood, at the time of which
I am speaking, was one of thoso highly
favored places which abound with chronliclo
and great men. Tho British and Ameri-
can line had 1un near it during the war;
it had, therefore, Leen the scens of ma.
rauding, and infested with refugees, cow-
boys, and all kinds of border chivalry.—
Just sufficiont time had elapsed to enable
each story-teller to dress up his talo with a

tinctuess of his recollection, to make him.
self tho hero of every exploit.

Thero was the story of Doffus Martling,
a largo bluc-bearded Dutchman, who had
nearly taken a British frigate with an old
nine-pounder from a mud breastwork, only
that his gun Lurst at the sixth discharge.
And there was an old gentleman who shall
Le namelcss, being too rich a mynheer to
be lightly mentioned, who, in the battle ef
White-plaines, being an excellent master
of defence, parried a musket-ball with a
small sword, insomuch that he absolutely
felt it whiz round the blade, and glance off
at the hilt; in proof of which he was ready
at any time to show the sword, with the
Lilt a littlobent. There were several more
that had been equally great in the field,
not one of whom but was persuaded that
he had a considerable hand in Lringing the
war to a happy termination.

But all these weroe nothing to the tales:
of ghosts and apparitions that succeeded.
The neighborhood is rich in legendary
trcasurey of the kind, TLocal tales and
superstition thrivo best in these sheltered
long-settled retreats; bLut are trampled
underfoat by the shifting throng that forms
the population of most of our country
places. Besldes, there is no encourage-
ment for glosts in most of our villages,
for thoy have scarcely had time to finish
their first nap, and turn themselves in their
graves before their surviving friends have
traveled away from the neighborhood; so
that when they turn out at night to walk
their rounds, they have no acquaintance
left to call upon. This is perhaps the rea
son why wo so scldom hear of glosts, ex-
cept in our long-established Dutch com.
munitics.

The immediate cause, however, of the
prevalence of supernatural stories in these
parts was doubtless owing to the vicinity
of Sleepy Hollow. There was a contagion
in the very air that blew fromthat haunted
region; it breathed foith an atmosphere of
dicams and fancies infecting all the land,
Several of the Sleepy Hollow people were
present at Van Tassell's, and, as usual
were doling out their wild and wonderful
legends. Many dismal tales were told about
funeral traing, and mourning cries and
wailings heard aud seen about the great
tree where the unfortunate Major Andre
was taken, and which stood in the neigh-
borhood. Somo mention was mado also of
the woman in white, that haunted the
dark glen at Raven Rock, and was often
heard to shriek on winter nights before a
storm, having peiished thero in the snow,
The chief part of the stories, however,
turned upou the favorite spoctre of Sleepy
Hollow, the headless horseman, who had
been Licard several times of late, patrolling
the country, and, it was said, tethered his
horse nightly among tho graves iu tho
churchyard.

The sequestered situation of this church
seems always to have made it a favorite
haunt of troubled spirits, It stands on a
knoll, surrounded by locust-trees and lofty
¢lms, from among which its decent white-
washed walls shine modestly forth, liko
Christian purity beaming through the
shades of retirement. A gentle slope de-
scends from it to a silver sheet of water,
bordered by ligh trces, between which,
peeps may be caught at tho blue hills of
the lHudson, To look upon its grass.
grown yard, whero the sunbeans seem to
sleep 80 quietly, one would think that
thero at least tho dead miglt rest in peace.
On one side of the church extends a wide
woody dell, along which raves a large
brook among broken rocks and trunks of
fallen trees. Over a deop black part of the
stream, not far from the church, was form.
erly thrown a wood bridge; the road that

All these tales, told in that drowsy un.
dertono with which men talk in the dark,
the countenances of the listeners only now
and then receiving a casual gleam from
the glaro of a pipe, sank deep in the mind
of Ichabed. Mo repaid them In kind with
large extracts from his invaluable author,
Cotton Mather, and added many marvel-
ous events that had taken place in his
native Stato of Connccticut, and fearful
sights which ho had secn In his nightly
walks about the Bleepy Hollow.

in triumph to the altar, was observed to
look exceeding knowing whenover the
story of Ichabod was related, aud always
burst into a hearty laugh at the meution
of tho pumpkin; which led some to sus-
pect that he knew more about the matter
than he chose to tell.

The old country wives, however, who
are the best judges of these matters, main.
tain to this day that Ichabod was spirited
away by supernatural means; and it is a
favorite story often told about the neigh.
Lorhood round the winter evening fire.
The bLridge Lecame more than ever an
object of superstitious awe, and that may
be the reason why the road has been alter-
ed of late years, so as to approach the
church by the border of the mill-pond.
The school-liouse, being deserted, soon fell
to decay, and was reported to be haunted
by the ghost of the unfortunate pedagogue;
and the plough boy, loitering homeward of
a still summer evening, has often fancied
his voice at a distance, chanting a melan.
choly psalm.tune among the tranquil soli-
tudes of Slecpy Iollow.

The American Pomological Soclety.

It was our good fortune recently to at-
tend the biennial exhibition of the Ameri-
can Pomologieal Socicty at Boston, Massa.
chusetts, and we will presume to give you
a few notes of our trip, if you havo yet
room for such scribblings from ¢‘ traveling
correspondents,’’ in the midst of the pres-
ent oxciting political canvass. We do not
expect to be able to treat of anything very
new, yet a simple recital of what is going
on for tho cncouragement of fruit culture
fn our widely extended land, may be of
fnterest to a portion of your agricultural
readers.

The American Pomological Bociety, as
its name impliss, embraces members in all
States of the Union, as well as in the Brit-
ish Provinces. This exhibition was the
25th anniversary of its existence, and the
officers of the society made every effort to
have a full attendance, and to give them a
cordial reception in Boston. Tloy sent
out a general Invitation to all Agricultural
Societies to send delegates, and there was
a very decided response, moro especially by
those living within a convenient distance
of the place of meeting. Upon the arrival
of the members and delegates, they were
formally welcomed to the State by the
President of the Massaclhusetts Horticul-
tural Seciety, who were acting the part of
host on this occasion. They surrendered
their beausiful hall for the purposes of the
Pomological Exbhibition, and held their
annual fair in Music Hall during the first
two days of the meeting. This display
which was the finest thing in the horticul-
tural line that woe had ever Loheld, wasa
freoly thrown open to the Inspection of
their visitors.

At 1 o'lcock r. ., the society was ro.
ceived by the Mayor of Boston, in Oid
Faniel Hall, by a few appropriate words of
welcome, whicli were properly responded
to by President Wilder, on behalf of the
Pomological Society. The members then
returned to Wesloy Hall, where their busi.
ness' meetings wero held.

At the closo of this seasion the society
repaired in a body to Musical Hall, where
they wero entertained by a few fine picces
on the great organ while cxamining the
display of flowers, ferns and rare exotlics,
with which the house was filled. The Mas.
sachusetts Horticultural, is one of the old.
est and most flourishing societies in the
United States. They hold some valuable
property, the revenue of which is devoted
to the prometion of their objects. They
have a large and valuable library and read.
ing room in one part of tizeir hall, and are
accustomed to give free exhibitions during
parts of the season. They number among
their members many men of fortune who
dovote their whole income in adorning
their ample grounds and conservatories
and showing what can be done in landscape
gardening,

At 7} o'clock or Thursday morning, the
society were Invited out to breakfast atthe
beautiful residence of Wm. Gray, Jr., on
Boaton Iighlands. Street cars wero in
waiting to convey the party of 200 out
there and return them to the Iall. A
magnificent collation was spread, tho dele-
gates being formally introduced to the pro-
piletor as they passed in the front door to
partake of his bounty. They then spent a
pleasant hour in examining his premises,
which are ornamented with many beauti.
ful trees and beds of foliage plants and
flowers.

On returning we made a close inspection
of tho fruit on exhibition at Horticultural
Hall. Thelower story was mainly devoted
to that grown In Massacliusetts. On one
table to the right weredisplayed 404 varie.
ties of pears, grown by President Wilder.
On another were 350 kinds from the exten.
sive nurseries of C. M. Hovey & Co., with
many smaller collections. Of apples the
display was very fine, but they were not so
universal a crop as the pears. Other fruits
were also well represented. The upper
hall was filled to repletion with the pro.
ducts of every clime, from Canada aund
Nova Scotia to Florida and southern Cali.
fornia,

The la:gest and best collection of apples
were from Ncbraska, wbere 16 years ago
not a fruit tree was planted. They exhib.
ited 110 varieties. Kansas came next with
173 varicties. Declaware receives the first
premium for peaches and the Ontario Fruit
Growers' Association, of Canada, the sec-
ond. Thero were also splendid plums by
the same society that were awarded the
first premium and the Deseret Socicty, of
Utah, the second. California sent mam.
moth orages, lemons, limes, pears and for-
cign grapes that grow there without the
aid of glass.

Thursday evening the party were invited
out to sco the place of II. II, Hannersel),
at Welesby, 20 miles out on the Boston
and Albany road, and special cars were
provided for thelir transportation there and
back. Though still a new place, this is
congidered to bLe the finest specimen of
landscape gardening in America, at least;
and soveral who have made the tour of
Europe say it is not excelled on the Conti.
nent. Here is also the most complete col-
lection of beautiful evergreensin the world.

The last day's session was spent in the
discussion of fruits and iutroduction to
notice of new varicties, tho results of
which will be publlished in tho society's
catalogue. The last cvening was celebrat-
ed by a grand banquet in Music Iall,
where everything that art and nature could
furnish wero combined to decorate the
tables and add fragrance to the air, with
no ruddy glow of the drink that leaves a
sting Lehind. Fivo minute speeches from
the Mayor, Governor of the State, Gov,
Furnas, of Nebraska and others, and music
interspersed, ended this most agreeable
occasion, and the company parted in the
best of spirits at 10 o’clock r. ». G.

It is
announced that eighty thousand Americans
have visited Europe this scason. Allowing

An
English shilling costsan American twenty-
nine cents, or nearly so; and when a coat
or a parcel of hosiery is said to he worth
three pounds, or *‘ only sixty shillings,”
he is paying seventeen dollars. An iatelli-
gent railway porter expressed Lis astonish.
ment that we would buy English trunks,
giving his judgment strongly in favor of
Amenican manufacture. This is emphati.
cally truo of this bLranch, as it is of boots
and shoes, hats, umbrellas, and many oth.
er articles. In silk, laces, hosiery, shawls,
and cloths, we may save, probably, thirty,
per cent., and in traveling, sight-seeing,
etc., we must pay at every turn.

MUSK-RAT MASONRY,

As soon as the first frosts aro felt, the
musk-rats seloct a mud bar, or spot whero
the rushes grow in the winter, often near
lillies—as the root of this plant s a favor-
ite article of fuod with them—and proceed
to lay a foundation for their houses. In
the first place, they gnaw off at the water's
edge a quantity of coarsc grasses, rushes,
and small bushes. Gathering this between
tho chin and fore paws, as if carrying the
material in their arms, they push it to the
place they intend using it. The placowhero
they bave harvested their grass and rushes
looks as if some one had mowed it with a
scythe. After the musk.rats have brought
together watcrial enough to make a solid
foundation, and have raised the structure
to the water’s edge, they dive below and
tunuel underneath it, comiug up through
the middle of the mass. The work is then
carried on from the inside; mud, decayed
vegetation, moss, and other such material,
are carried through this tunoel aud pushed
out from the {nside until it is raised to the
right height and roofed over, or, as Whit-
tier poetically describes it:
¢ The musk-rat plied the mason’s trade,
And tier by tier his mud walls Jaid.”
Inside this hillock a small chamber
about a foot in diameter Isleft, and Lere,
within solid, compact walls, sometimo two
feet thick, the musk-rats Lave their com.
fortable winter quarters.

Their tunnel gives them access to the
wator when the brook fs frozen over. In
