Lave secn it niost havo been most enraptur-
ed. In climate it is milder than Kansas or
Missouri, while it is more scasonable than
Texas. I passed through there on the
2nd inst., and tho dirty ‘‘hair.yankers’
were lounging about barefooted and half.
naked, and the temperature was suggestive
of May rather than December. It is,
much of it, a good cotton country, pro-
duces wheat well,and in all other cereals
equals any of the surrounding States. All
the fruits common to States of tho same
latitudo succeed admirably, plums of the
most excellent quality being indigenous,
the curculio being unknown there; and its
apples and peaches, even under the rude
husbandry of the sleepy Indians, fully equal
the famous productions of Western Kansas.
‘The landy, though perhaps no richer than
those of Kansax, wuik more kindly and
satisfactorily, and ase far moro oasily oul-
tivated than those of any of the surround.
ing States. Stock of all kinds also find
this country—tho ancient home of the bLuf-
falo—a very paridise, and large herds of
cattlo and lLorses are seen scattered over
various parts of the vountry. With clover
and bluc-grass pastures, but little feeding
is required during the Winter, if any.—
Add to all this, and much oro than I
havoe mentioned, that woodland and prairie
are most conveniently interspersed, and
that it is one of the best watered countries
in the West, and you must canglude that
it i a lavely country.

ly before the country, and thers aro more
people now anxiously awaiting for the
opening up of this Territory for settlement
than ever beforo had their eyes fixed on a
new country. ‘I'hete wve many circume
stances conspiring to make this an import.
aut qquestion, a few of which, pointed out
to me by a well.informed gentlemen here,
wo will give you in a future letter.

Wo wero greatly surprised at the large
number of negroes that live in tho Teryi.
tory. Thero aje §,000 uegraes in the
Choctaw Nation aloue, the majority of
whom ave very illiterate, not being awaro
that we had a civil war twelve years ago,
that the Fifteenth Amendment is now a
law, and that they aye free citiasns; there-
foro you will not think it strange that I
did not find any old ¢ Ephriams' who
were nurses or servants of Georgo Wash.
ington. All the nations except the Clhioc.
taws have adopted their former slaves and
siven them an equal right of Jand aud
annuities. The Choctaw Legislative Coun.
cil has just adjouaed aftes anexciting ses.
sion of about four weeks, but without act-
ing according to promise with their slaves.
In the treaty of 1866 Congress agreed to
give the Choctaws $300,000 fur o styip of
country in their Texritur{ kuawn as the
»leased lands,” nrovided they would, with.
in two years, adopt into their nation, and
make citizens of, their former slaves, and
give forty acies of land to each individual.

The time expired without action having
been taken, and fiom Council to Council
the Govermment has extended the time.
‘This money, with iuterest, naw amouunts to
more than §400,000, yet so strong is the
prejudice ar fear of sectionizing and allot.
ting their lands that they have again refus-
ed to pass anact of adaption, This isa
tlat refusal to du justice to these colored
people, who are attached to their homes
and native lands, when tho Government is
willing to pay them so genervusly for an
act of justice. It issafe to say that each
onoe of these men produce more than any
twenty full-Llooded Choetaws, Tle intel-
ligent portion af thesu negraes are excited
over the watter and will send o strong
delegation to Washington this Winter to
urge their rights beforo Congress,

Ye have visited but ouo Indian town of
any importance—Tahlequab, the Capital of
the Cherokee Nation. It was quite late
when wo arrived there, and therofuro we
canunot give you much of a description of
the towu, lut we could see it was prettily
situated, and composed of some substan-
tial business houses, Council House, church,
school house, hiotel, &c. There is a news.
paper published there, edited and printed
by Indians alone, which might be classed
among the averago country papers, (no-
half of its matter is set in Kuglish, and
the remainder in the Indian lauguage.—
The alphabet of their language numbers, I
think, about uinety lettors, and to hear the
Indians conversing in it, reminds ono of a
couple of excited Dutchimen who are about
to tight. We met at Tahlequah a number
of retlned and intelligent Indians of both
sexes, The principal chiets of this nation
received a collegiate education at the best
colleges in the United States.

Beng compelled to remain in this town
about three hours on accouut ol making
connections, and being at a loys Low to
¢ while away the hours,” wo visited a hall
where a Suuday schioul festival was in pro-
gress, and wheie, we must coufess, we were
agreeably surprised at the appearance of
the crowd.
