A New Steamer.—Mr. J. E. Alexander
& Bro., manufacture a new patent stcamer,
the patent rizht of which, for this county,
is at present in pessession of Mr. 1. Titus.
This stecamer is onc of the most useful,
chicap and simplo inventions that has been
broaght out in the culinary department for
some time. It consists of a boiler made
of tin, with a heavy mctal bottom, which
will Lold from two or three gallons of
water with a spout like an old.fashioned
tin coflee pot, into which the water is
poured to keep the boiler filled up and pre-
vent boiling dry.  On this boiler is placed
as many steamers, three or four, as desir-
ed, fittell one on top of the other, made
like the ordinary tin steamer which accom-
panies the cooking utensils that are found
with all cook stoves, except that the Lot.
tom of these steamers is not perforated.
The steam which is generated in the boiler
escapes through an inch tube on the side
of the boiler near tho top, and is conveyed
by a jointed pipe ortube into each steamer.
which is connceted by a foint pipe with
the main steam tube. FEach steamer is
provided with a false or moveablo bottom,
which is perforated and which is supplied
with feet that scparate it fiom the bottomn
proper of the steamer. etween the falso
and wain bottoms the steam tube enters.

DEATH’S DOINGS.
Fountu District, Feb. 24th, 1874,

Dear Wiia:-=There is and has been
for some weeks, in our District, an unusual
amount of sickness. Our deservedly popu-
lar physician, Dr. Carter, is going day and
night, wearing out his horses and himself
in ministering to tle afliicted. The Doc-
tor’s treatment of discases is gencrally suc-
cessful, but, occasionally, as is the case
with all physicians, lie encounters a case
which refuses to yicld te his utmost skill,
aided by the best possible attention.

Such was thoe case of George Biddle, near
Cowantown, which resulted fatally after a
very severe attack of pncumonia, of a few
days duration, IHis symptoms early as.
sumed an alarming character, terminating
in death on Sunday, the 22d inst., at 10
o'clock, A. M. No similar event in this
vicinity for years, has caused a scnsation
so profound, as that occasioncd by the
death of Mr. Biddle.

A young man, in the prime of life, widely
known aud universally esteemed; in the
bloom of manhood and flushed with noble
aspirations, his death was enough to thrill,
as it did, with intense emotions, every
leart not insensible to feeling,  Mr. Biddle
was in tho fortieth year of his age. A
numerous host of personal friends tender
their sympathies to the afllicted family,
but no sympathy, however warm, can
alleviata that stricken father, brother, sister
or wifs. Timo only can heal the wounds
of tho crushed and bleeding heart, but
time that brings relief to others will only
aggravato tho grief of that young wife, for
whenever shie looks into the cyes of her
tender babe she will read anew the story of
their irretrievablo loss,

Mr. Biddle was a soldier in the lato war.
Ho served for three years in the Gth Regi-
wment of Maryland Volunteers, and the
universal testimony of his comrades s that
he was among ** the Lravest of the Lrave.”
Ho served his country for her sake. Let
that country, which his valor saved, pro-
tect his o1phan children and widowed wife!

The funeral took place on Tuesday, and
was conducted by the Odd Fellows, of
which Order the deceased was an honorable
member. The coitege consisting of near
one hundred carriages accompanied tho re-
mains to Cherry Iill, where Mr. Weston
delivered an impressive funeral discourse
to the largest and most sorrowful audience
ever assembled there on o similar occasion.
After the oration the remains were taken
in charge by the lLrethren of the Newark
Lodgo aud placed in their final resting
place. Peace to the ashes of Geo. Biddlo!
Tho grave never closed on mortal clay that
had been animated by a nobler soul, or one
whose death made = greater void within
the circle of his friends. Dust to dust!
Aslics to ashes!  And the soul to God who
gave it, Is tho common Jot! Who heeds
the oft repeated warning ?

A fow hours after Mr. Biddle’s death
Samuel Laws, a young man about twenty
years of age, passed away in peace. lo
had Leen declining for & year or more and
his friends were, therefore, somewhat pre-
pared for the sad event, which occurred
about 4 o'clock on Monday morning. He
was one of the best of Loys, and though it
is hard to die so young, when lifo has all
its hopes and joys in full view, yct that
life is long enough which serves the highest
purpoza for which it is bestowed, and Sam.
my Laws lived loag cpough to gain the
good opinion of all who knew himj loyg
enough to secure tho favor of his Cieator,
Life is but a span, at least, and that lifo
yhich fails of this great cnd is too short,
however Jopg in years.

AN ACT

To add an additional Article to the Code
of Public General Laws, to Lo entitled
P’ablic Roads in Cecil county.

Skerion 1. Beit enacted by tho Gene
eral Axsembly of Maryland, that the Coun-
ty Conumissioners of Cecil county, be, and
they aro hereby authorized and empower-
ed, in their discretion, to contract for tho
mending and keeping in repair of the pub.
lic roads in the several Election Districts
of said county, by offering, at public auc.
tion, to tho lowest bidder, the right and
power to mend and keep in tepair, the
public roads in said couuty.

Skeriox 2. And Le it enacted, Thatthe
said Connty Commissioners shall cause to
Le made and tiled in tho oftlce of the Com-
missioners for said county, a plat or list of
all the public roads in tho several Election
Distiicts of said county, showing the
length of each of said roads, as near as
way bo necessary to enablo the said Come
missioners to exccute and carry out the
oljects and purposes of this act, and for
that purposo the said Coemmissioners ame
liereby authorized and empowered to em-
ploy &t competent person to make said plat
or list, and to levy and pay, the persous so
employed, a reasonable compensation for
Lix said services.

Sreriox 3. And be it enacted, That the
said County Coumissioners shall have
power to fix the times and places for the
letting of said public roads, at }nuhlic auc.
tion, and the length aud form of the notico
for said lettings, and the number of yoars
for which each road shall be let, not ex-
ceeding 3 years.

sScetioN 4, And be it enacted, That
the said County Commissioners shall ex-
act, and take frow each and every person,
who may be declared tho Jowest bidder for
keeping in repair any of the public roads
in said county, a bond to tho gaid County
Commissjoners in as penalty doubie the
amount of his bid, with security to be ap-
proved by the said County Commissioners
conditioned for the faithful discharge of
his duties as supervisor or repairer of said
voad or roads, which bond may bo sued on
for any breach thereof, in any Court of
law of this State, or here the damages
claimed does not exceed ons hnndred dol-
lars, before a Justice of the Peace.
