Fountnt Mistict, Mar, 3d, 1874
DEAR Wiia:—The schools in the east.
ern end of this District closed with great
demonstrations in the way of examinatious
and exhibitions.

On Thursday mght of last weck, Mr, H.
H. Kimble had his at tho Jackson. The
scholars acquitted themselves well, greatly
to the delight of the spectators and te the
credit of their tcacher. There werc at
least four hundred persons present, and all
were much pleased.

On Friday, Miss Rachel Ilarland had an
all.day’s examination of her school at the
Big Elk School, which I learn was very
satisfactory to those interested, and sus.
tained fully the high reputation of the
teacher.

On Friday night, John II. Kimble, at the
Fair Hill school, held an examination of
his school in the presence of an immenso
crowd; everything passed ofl’ satisfactory.
Then on Saturday night, Mr. 8. T. Kim.
ble, who taught the scliool at tho Centre,
had a very successful examination of bis
school.

Finally on Monday night, Miss llella

Waid trotted out her school No. 2, but she
was 80 cramped for room that only those
who were in tho house could hear or sce;
while cager crowds thronged the windows
and doors, few of whom could catch a
word. A number left, in despair of hear-
ing or secing anything, and scores remain.
ed, who could not get near either windows
or door. Such a missrable coop is not fit
for a school house. Tho most remarkable
feature was the following addvess of the
teacher:
[ Wo omit tho opening paragraphs of the
address, as however true, the reflections on
superiors it contaius, would be in bad taste
to put in print. The balance of the ad-
dress is very creditable indeed.—En.]:

Kino Parnroxs:—This is the end of my
sccond term in this place, and yet it is the
flrst time I Lave had the pleasure of recing
some of you in the school room. We make
you welcome; aud I hope you will e satis-
tied from what you see and hear, that we
have not been spending our time in vain,
The opinion is too generally eutertained
by parents, that if they send their children
to school that they have done their whole
duty respecting their education. Thisisa
great mistake. It is your duty to see for
yourselves, what progress they are making,
to assist and encourage them at home in
their studies, and by every proper motive
to incite them to diligence. [ow many of
you can say that you have done all in this
direction, that you might have done ?

Parents who feel no interest in the edu-
cation of their offxpring are unworthy of
the name of man, and yet I am obliged to
believe that there are those who regard them
only asa conver  :nco—something to be kept
for their services, or proflits arising from
their physical labors; while altogether too
many waste on sensual indulgouco—ou rum
aud tobacco, the carnings of their children
at the age when they ought to Le attend-
ing school to fit themselves for their proper
position in society.

Many thus rob their children of an edu-
cation on the miserable plea that they can.
not aflord the expense of seuding them to
schoo), whilo they, are wasting on their
vices moro than would suflice to school
their children. Shame on such men! the
very brutes are their superiors. No won.
der there are in Maryland 135,499 persons,
over the age of ten years, who cannot read
or write. [ fecl the blush of shame on my
faco at the ignorance of my native State.

In answer to the cemplaint that our
school system is too costly, let me say that
it is shamefully too low, which is manifest.
ed in tho ignorance and poverty of the
people compared with other parts of our
country. Takeforexamplo Massachusetts,
where public schools have reached their
highest state of perfection, and compare
Ler with Margland. 1n Massachusetts the
cost of schools is $0.66 & head for the
school-going population. In Maryland it
is only $1.73 per head. Now, mak the
ditference in the condition of the two
States: Maryland is the larger State, and
has great advantages in soil, climate, and
mineral resources and yet with all her
advantages Maryland las only one half the
population of Massachusotts and about the
same proportion of property per head.—
The assessed valuo of property in Mary-
land is but §542.76 per head of the euntire
population, while in Massaclhusetts it is
$972.39 per head, Maryland has 135.496
persons who caunot rcad or write; that is
17 to every 100 of the people, while Mas.
sachusetts has 97,742, or only six per 100,
unable to read or write,

Tlhieso are humiliating facts. Let us
ponder them and for shame, never com.
plain of the cost of }'nur schools, which is
only one-fifth that of Massachusctts, while
your illiterate population is three times as
great, and your thift and wealth is only
about one-half as great. Is there in this
District a father who has not Leen doing
his duty to his children, let these startling
ficts rouse him to> a proper scnse of
duty, and raising to the full staturo of a
man let him resolve to do Lis whole duty
to his neglected children, by giving them
that intellectual aud moral culture, due
from a rational being to his offspring.

A word now to the scholars and I am
through, My dear pupils a short time ago
wo were strangers; now, I think we may
claim to be friends. I know I have none
but the kindest feclings towards you, and
judging from your behavior to me, I can
hardly misinterpret your feclings to me.
I commend you for your attention to your
lessons, wmy dear children, and for your
general good conduet, crowded as wo hiave
been for room and hurrled for time, you
have dono as well as could reasonably have
been expected. If in tho confusion or ex-
citement, consequent on these unfavorable
sircumstances, 1 havo wronged or offended
any of you I hope you will pardon me, for
I assure you of the innocenoo of my inten-
tion, and I make every allowance for you.
Lot us part friends, and if wo never meet
again, let us so livo that wo may meet in
heaven, never more to part.
