If cattle or
other dumb animals he must empound or
pen them and notify the owner, who must
pay the damage caused by the stock; but
if the trespassers are men or persons, he
may shoot them without ceremony. A
land proprictor's rights are absolute.

A Remarkable Twin Lamb —Last week
aowo belonging to Mr. R,J. Lusby, re-
siding two and a lalf miles out of Ches-
terville, in this county, gave birth to a
twin lamb, which was more remarkable in
structuro than anything of the kind we
ever saw.

LETTER FROX 0H10.

CAMDEN, Preble County, Ohio,
March 0th, 1874,

Epitor Wnia:—Gone, though mnot for-
gotten, is the llon. H. G., who gave utter-
ance to the words, ‘* Go West young man,
go West, Belng determined to seck my
fortune, I left Cecil county oun Tuesday,
the 24th inst. Meeting with a friend in
Baltimore, we took the train for Washing.
ton via. the B. & O. Railroad. After view-
ing tho Capitol, Treasury, White House
and the Public Works, we started for Iar.
per’s Forry, stopping thereover night. In
tho morning we walked upon Boliver
Hights to view the Potomac and Shenan.
doali rivers and the old town of Harper's
Ferry., From thero we went to Loudon
Hights, where we could view the town aud
Sandy Hook, just across the Potomac.
Returning again to the depot, we took the
tramn via. Cumberland, up the 17 mile
grade on the Alleghany Mountains, view-
ing such scenery as is not surpassed in
America. Hearing so much of Cheat
River Valley, on the Alleghany Mountains,
we determined to stop over thereat a small
town called Rolesburg. The next morning
wo started down Cleat river; after travel
ing a distance of three and alalf miles,
carrying our view traps, we became some-
what exhausted and determined to retrace
our steps, and that Cheat river must look
far prettier in Summer than in tho Spring.

From this point via. Ciuncinnati, we
made our way to this littlo town of nearly
1,000 inhabitants, situated on the Cincin.
nati & Chicago Railroad. This town is
truly one of the twomen's crusade towns.
The crusade began Lere about a week ago,
a part of the saloon keepera closed at once,
saying they did not want the women pray-
ing around them. So they signed the
pledge, saying it was a low, mean business
at any rate. One other who determined to
hold out, swore he would not quit until
hi—I froze over, but during the week they
et with him often. On one occasion he
put on the stove peppers and tobacco,
when they opened tho doors they determ.
ined to stay on the outside; so they sang
and prayed there. lHis Lilliard room was
filled with some of the citizens of the town
who were ashamed to be scen, and they soon
left Ly the back entrance. MMost all the
ladies in the town from all the churches
have taken hold of this work, and the
rum-sellers had but few on their side.—
Camden is now without a rum.shop. The
last one gave up on Saturday lastat 1 1
s, This crusade is not only in Camden,
but all over the couutry, and in nearly

every instance they have met with success.

The women here aro determined that if
any one opens again to repeat their pray-
crs until he gives up and sigus the pledge
not tosell any more liquor. Auold by.
