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On the Advantages of Solllng,'

The following was written toa young |
farmer who has established himself on |
the Eastern Shoro of Maryland, and
who asked the writer for information
upon the subject, and published in the
“ American Farmer.” :

“If one issituatedin a position where
he has fertile grass lands at n cost of
$30 to $40 per acre, (such as southwest
Yirginia or Kentucky,) I hardly think
that soiling will pay, as the cost of
labor to feed the stock would amountto
more than the interest on the land;
but where, as in our section, there is
very littlo good grazing land, and what
there is is worth so much an acre that
tho interest on the investment would
more than pay the cost of labor, then |
think that soiling pays. For instance:
on my farm, of 120 acres, I kept last
vear an average of 45 head of Short-
wrns, young and old.  If my land had
been good grazing land, it would have
taken nearly the whole of it to pasture
them through the season; whereas, I
not only raised green food enough for
them all, and had them in excellent
condition, but I raised hay, straw and
corn fodder enough to very uearly last
them through the winter, and, in addi-
tion, roots enough for them,—say 4.
000 bushels of mangolds, 6,000 bushels
rutabaga turnips, also 240 bushels rye
and 500 bushels oats. This in the face
of adrouth that caused me to cut over!
more land to get at green feed than |
I otherwise would have done, and that
would have caused my cattle to suffer
very much if they had been onpasture
I am satisfied that with me soiling is
the best way to feed my cattle, and
that they are just as healthy fed on my
plan as if they were pastured.

Now, in answer to your questions :

1st. ‘What crops do you use for
soiling?’ I use rye, orchard grass and
clover, lucerne, oats, and corn sowed
in drille. Last year I tried Hungarian
grass, but it was planted too late, and
the drouth prevented it from doing
much. Sowed corn is better than any-
thing except lucerne for soiling.

2nd. * When sceded?” The rye is
sown, as usual, in the Fall. The oats
are sown as early as possible, and then
my scedings follow, as regularly as
possible, every ten days. 1873—first
planted oats for soiling 3rd April, 3
acres; second planting oats 14th Apr,
3 acres ; third planting oats 23rd Apr,,
3 acres ; corn followed in regular rota-
tion then until the middle of July.
For my stock I sowed last vear three
acres ht every seceding. The ground
for all these crops is made as rich and
as finely powdered as can be done, the
object being to raisc as much green
feed to the acre as possible. I have
raiced three crops in one year off -the
same piece of ground—rye for soiling,
followed by sowed corn, and then plant.
ed the first week in August with ruta-
hagas. I also follow my Early Rose
,mmtm-s with a crop of the rutabaga.

"he vats and rye are sown broadeast;

the corn is sowed in drills about thirty
inches apart; the drills are laid off
with a small marking plew, and the
corn is sown by hand, and covered
with the front tooth taken out. The
corn is worked as ofien as it will per-
wit. .

3rd. ‘How fed?” e commence
feeding the rye as soon as it heads out,
—feeding at first sparingly, so as not
to bloat the cows, or give them the
scours. Then follow with orchard grass
and clover, or Lucerne, as the case may
be; then with oats, and then with corn,
which crop lasts until frost. First cut
vve 6th of May, 1873 ; then cut lucerne
14th May, followed by orchard grass
13th May ; this and clover lasted until
11th June, when we commenced cutting
oats ; these lazted until the 15th July,
when we commenced cutting corn and
continued on this until frost. All the
land sowed in oats for soiling was after-
wards sowed with corn in drills, and
the fodder saved for winter feeding.

Of course the lucerne comes in sev-
eral times, The greenfed is cut with
the sevthe and is fed out in square
hoxes with a V-shaped opening in each
of the four sides, and is fed to them in
a lot of about two acres. 'This is to
givethem room to exercise.  T'he breed-
ing cows and yearlings are not stabled
during the Summer.

4th. ‘Do you feed other than green
food during the Summer months 7’—
My object being to keep my cattle in
good condition, and not to pull them
down - during their time of milking, I
have always fed those cows that were
milking, four quarts of mill-feed night
and morning. Those cows that were
dry got no feed. I always allow my
cows to go dry three months before
calving. 'The yearlings and two-year-
olds I always feed well, even in Sum-
mer, as the main object is early matu.
Tity.

5th. *What root crops do you raise?
I raise mangel wurtzel and swedes or
rutabaga turnips.  The mangolds are
planted as ecarly in April (about the
15th) as possible to sow, and to at the
same time avoid having the vyoung
plants ent down by the frost. The
ground is prepared in the best manner
possible.  For instance, the four acres
that I planted in mangolds last year
were prepared as follows : the year be.
fore it had been planted in potatoes and
followed by swedes; that Fall it was
plowed and subsoiled to the depth of
15 inches ; in the Spring stable ma.
nure was spread over it, a liberal coat-
ing; then it was plowed, then harrow-
ed with a heavy harrow, and followed
with a Thomas harrow. It was then
rolled, 80 as to give a smooth surface
for drilling.  The seed was then sowed
on the flat surface, with Holbrook's
drill, in drills 238 inches apart, using
about 3 pounds of sced to the acre.
On part of this land 300 pounds of
Kainit to the acre was sown on the
drills; this in the firat of the season
appeared to be the best, but when the
crop was harvested we could see no
difference in the yield between it and
other parts  The yield on these four
acres was 4,000 bushels.  This, while
not a large crop, was good considering
the seazon.

The Swedes are planted generally
about the last of July. I had two
different lots in Swedes last year.  One
of six acres was planted in Early Rose
potatoes and these followed by Swedes.
‘T'he potatoes were manured with barn-
Yard manure and Kainit ; theland was
prepared for the Swedes in the same
way as for the mangolds, with the ex-
ception that it was not subsoiled. The
sced was sown in the same manner,
using 2 1.2 pounds seed to the acre,
and then sowing 300 pounds of hone
dust to the acre on the drills.  Finish-
ed sowing these on the Slst July.—
The other picce, of three acres, was
sod land, plowed in the Fall, and was
the first piece that we sowed with corn
for soiling. 'This was prepared after
fodder was cut,in the same way us
the other, with the exception that a
good coat of barn-vard manure was
plowedlin. Finished drilling this with
Swedes the Sth day of August,  The
vield on these nine acres was about
6,000 hushels,

tth. cHow fed 2" Tth, *What is
your winter feed 7 'I'he mangolds, or
turnips, we generally commence with,
and finish with mangolds; they are
cut up with a Nourse-Mason root-cut-

ter, bought of Sincliir & (o, Balti-

more. Qur winter feed consists of half
a bushel of roots and four quarts of
mill-feed to the grown animals, morn-
ing and night, with all the cut oat.
straw or cut fodder that they will eat.

'To the yearlings and calves we feed
good timothy and clover hay, turnips, |

will-feed aud corn chop,—varying the
feed accarding to the capacity of the
animal.  The calves get milk until they
are six mouths old.  Have nevér weigh-
ed the hay, so that I cannot say how
much each animal will eat.  Hope that
this will answer your purpose.

PLANTING HORSE RADISH,

From the Germantown Telegraph.

If we look through our market and
see the chunky stufl sold for horse rad-
ish, it is clear that not oncin a hundred
knows how to grow it. Horse radish
well grown is as profitable as any gar-
den crop, but we think there is not
much profit in the scrubby stuff refer-
red to,

T'o have good horse radish, a rather
heavy soil should be chosen, but by no
means wet, though one which gardeners
would call damp and cool will be by no
means objected to. It cannot very well
be made too rich, and if even trenching
the ground is to find favor it will surely
be in faver with this crop. Most of
our readers know what gardeners eall
trenching 3 if not, the more agricultural
term of sub-soiling will give a good
idea.

Naqw the object in raising good lorse

| radish is to have long, clean, straight

roots, and goed culture is to get these.
In raising horse radish, every picce of
the root which has a little of the crown
grows. (Generally pieces an inch or so
long are set just beneath the soil, and
one or more buds starts up to make
crowns with leaves, and others go down
to make root or roots. These are then
forky or twisted and give the wretched
roots we sce. The proper way is to
make holes with a dibble, post spade or
crowbar, so as to let the small pieces
which are to make plants go down a
foot or more. Then fill in the holes
and wait. The result is that in & cou-
ple of months a sprout will start up-
wards to the surface, and this sprout
in time becomes the straight, clean root
we have spoken about. The second
season after planting they will be in
marketable condition, and should be all
taken up and marketed that season and
a new plantation made in like manner
on the same ground. Irom the pieces
left in the ground by the digging of the
old roots many will come up, and these
are generally relied on to form the suc-
ceeding crop; but these sprouts should
be hoed off as they come and be regard-
ed as nothing but weceds, which every-
thing that comes up where it is not
wanted is.

In setting out the rows must he made
about eizhteen or twenty inches apart,
and the pieces to form roots he planted
about four or six incbes apart. The
distance, however, between the rows is
to be regulated by the method of cul
ture. Where the plow is used to clear
out between the rows, they must be
wider than when grown as a garden
crop. The richness of the ground will
also regulate the distance toput the
sets apart.  The richer the. ground the
closer the sets may bo put.

If these simple hints are followed,
one need never be without a good relish
for fish, roast becef, or any of the multi-
tudinous dishes where a little pungency
is not to be despised.

SOWING FLOWER SEEDS.

Seedsmen no doubt sell bad sced
sometimes ; but this is extremely rare.
It may e that they are no more honest
than other people, but after all the
world is not half as dishonest as people
arc apt to believe. But there is littie
oceasion for seedsmen to sell bad seeds.
If an atticle is new or rare there is scl-
dom any more in the market thanis
needed, and there is no old left on hand
to sell.

But granting that once in a while the
seed may be bad, in the vast majority
of failures of seed to grow, it is from
the seeds either rotting or getting too
dry. It is rare indeed that seeds, espe-
cially of the smaller kinds, are not put
in the ground too deeply. Seeds need
air and moisture to vegetate.  Deprived
of air they will not grow. 'The com.
mon Rag weed sced simply plowed
down, perhaps not more than four
inches, remains good for years until
plowed up again. If seeds can be kept
regularly moist they will grow better
entirely on the surface than beneath,
We have to put them a little under in
order to keep them moist. “"The soil in
which sceds are to Le sown should
therefore be powdered fine, because
powdered soil keeps moist longer and
hetter than a clotty one.  Any one may
see Lhis. Iave a picce of ground dug
roughly, and let it lie afew days to
dry, and then walk across it. It will
be found next morning that where the
ground was powdered by the footsteps
the surface is quite damp.  Very fine
seeds are best sown on the surface and
then beaten firmly in by the back of o
trowel.  Most annual sceds may be
sown in this way. They usually soon
sprout after sowing and there is mois-
ture enough in this beaten earth to
keep them going till they do; and then
they are near the surfuce so as to get
the air, according to the requirements
of good gardening.

Mo get the birds carly in market
is the first requisite to obtain high
prices, and to do this the hatching
wust be done in the Winter when the
little chicks require care and attention.
Cold, wet and vermin are the great
enemies to the chicks, vet they are
easily overcome.  When the hen comes
off the nest after hatching dig up a
place in the barn so that she can have
a chance to roll in the loose dirt, which
with greasing the hen's wings with
hog's lard will kill the lice. Feed the
chicks Indian meal wixed with sour
milk, which, before using should stand
one day after being mixed so that it
may swell in the dish rather than in
the crop of the chicken.  Keep them in
a warm, dry place and they wil) thrive
and grow wonderfully.
