Through Seven Courts,.—The casc of
Woodrow & Richardson, of Havre de
Grace, v. 8. \WW. W. Black, of this county,
is familiar to the majority of the people in
the county, conversant with the gencral
events occurring in the county.

This case commenced in the Circuit
Cowmit for Cecil county, ou the 17th of
January, 1872, and was brought to recover
damages for the refusal of the defendant
to allow the plaintifls to complete a dwell-
ing house they had contracted to build for
defendant, on his farm in this county.
Since that timo the case passed through
seren courts; four State courts aud three
United States courts, viz: the Circuit
Court for Cecil county, the Circuit Court
for Baltimore county, the Superior Court
of Baltimore city, the Court of Appealsof
Maryland, the U. S. District Court for the
District of Maryland, the U. S. Circuit
Court for the District of Maryland, and
tho Supreme Court of the United States.

In the Superior Court the verdict of the
jury was for §3,232.06—the entire amount
of thoclaim of the plaintiffs, with interest.

In the Court of Appeals the judgment
of the Superior Cowit, (Judgze Dobbin,)
was aflirmed; and in the U. S. District
Coutt Black was declared a bankuupt, and
on appeal to the United States Circuit
Court this judgment of the U. S. District
Court was aflirmed. On appeal from this
judgment to the Supreme Court of the
United States, the appeal from the latter
judgment was dismissed; the result of
which s to throw Black iuto bankruptey.
The caso is considered by those familiar
with it, as one of peculiar hardship. One
of the mavn; instances in which what is
declared to ve law is far from equity.

—The Commissioner of Internal Reve.
nue gives notice that unless parties liable
to payment of special tax license under the
internal revenue laws make their returns
on ** form eleven’ before the 31st of May,
they will Lo liable to a penalty of fifty per
cent.

—There was a snew-stormn at Concord,
N. I1,, on Monday morning which changed
to rain about noon. At8o'clock p. m., a
thander-storm came on, aud for ten min-
utes a heavy hail-storm was in progress.
Thunder and lightning continued some
time, the latter being almost incessant and
very vivid,

—The Rev. Henry Slicer, D. D., one of
the best known and most hizhly estezmed
clergymen of the M. E. Church, died at
his 1esidence in Baltimore, on Thursday
afternoon. Ie had lived out three.score
and ten years, and his departure was not
unexpected. e was a man of singular
uprightuess and purity of character, and a
most earnest and eflective preacher of the
Gospel.

—Before the Houso Committee on Post-
oflices, Representative Luttrell, of Califor.
nia, has submitted a list of witnesses and
detailed specitications of his charges of
irregularities in the grauting of mail con.
tracts. o said he desired only to break
up the alleged ring of postal coutractors,
and he believed the Postmaster General
was desirous of thg same object.

—The Executive Committeo appointed
at the Faneuil Hall meeting in Boston, in
favor of vesumption, have issued an ad.
dress. They recommend that leagues be
formed throughout the country to unite the
people in a demand that the Government
shall redeem its financial pledges, and to
stiengthen public sentiment in favor of
specie payment.

—Tho Civil Scrvice Commission have
mado their report to the Presidont in a
volume of nearly one huudred printed
pages. They say the methods of civil ser-
vice reform already established, while they
may nced modification in some details,
have been generally successful, and their
practicability has been demonstrated, A
longer supervision by the conmmission will
be needed to secure the proper adaptation
of tho principles of the new system, and
an appropriation of §15,000 will be needed
to carry on the reform for another year.

—The Department of Agriculture has
very favorable information of the condi.
tion of the winter crop throughout the
country. In the South the cropis luxu.
riaut, and in the Middle States the promise
is good, especially in Pennsylvania, where
ninetenths of the counties make favorable
returns. ‘Three-fourths of the counties of
the Ohio Valley report an average or favor-
able condition, Missouriand Kansas make
even a better report. In California it is
estimated that the crop will be forty myjl-
lions of bushels,

—The floods in Louisiana are doing an
immense amount of damage. Gieenwood
and Burtonia, towns of the Yazeo, aie
entirely submerged and deseited, the water
there being higher than that of 1867,—
The whole of Amite Valley is reported
under water. The river generally has a
bank of twelve to fifteen feet, but now the
water is four fect deep over the bank, and
Las washed away houses, implements, &c.,
and the inhabitants have tled to the high
lands, where they now abide in a destituto
condition.

—Governor William B. Washburn was
clected United States Senator by the Mas.
sachusetts Legislature, Friday, 17th inst,,
on thethirty-third ballot.  Eftforts to make
the Dawes and lloar tmen unite on a third
candidate bad Leen made during thoe day
and failed, but when the thirty-third ballot
began there was a large accession to Wash.
burn, and the final vote stood:  Washburn,
151; Curtis, 63; Dawes, 26; Adams, 15;
Loring, 4; Banks, 4; Scattering, 3. Total
number of votes cast, 267; necessary to a
choice, 134, The result caused surprise in
Boston, but was gencrally received with
satisfaotion.

—Tho Brandywine is soon to be stocked
with the salmou trout by the Pennsylvania
State Fish Commissionets  When will our
Maryland State Fish Commissioners bo
prepared to stock the rivers and crecks of
this county. The Wrightsville Star says:
Last week Col. Worral and assistants put
in the Susquchanna, opposite Wild Cat
Falls, 7,000 salmon trout, from Lake
Ontario. They were received in tin cans,
allalive and in good condition, 'They were
from one half an inch to an inch long.
The same number were also put in the
river at Harrisburg,

—The farce between Elisha Baxter and
Joseph Brooks, the rival Governors of
Arkansas, culminated in a tragedy on
Tuesday. A regiment of coloved militia,
after parading the streets of Little Rock,
proceedeed to Baxter’s leadquarters and
gavo him a serenade. He availed himself
of the opportunity and made a bombastic
speech.

PAWNEE ROCK,
In western annals, certain places, unime-

importance and wido celebrity from their
associations,  Such a place was Pawneo
Rock. Though only a landmark of the
plains, a clusterof reddish-colored rocks in
a bluft on the noith side of the Arkansas,
it was a famous place so lately as threo or
four years ago. All frontiersmen and In.
dians knew it well, Ithad witnessed man
a council, many a treaty and ‘“‘swap,”
many a gathering of the clans whilo yet
the encroachments of the white man were
far to the castward, It occupied the same
necessary place in Indian and frontier af-
fairs which a country town or commercial
center might in civilization, and tinally
became endowed with a semi-sacredness in
savage eyes.  As aplaco whero momentous
negotiations were carried on, and solemn
compacts made, this red landmark on the
western plains is entitled to more consider-
ation than Penn’s Oak, and probably has
a stranger history, almost forgotten.

It is strange to reflect that the history of
Pawneo Rock is now merged in the stran-
ger history of tho wonderful advauce of
civilization, Ouly a few days since, the
quarter section upon which it stands was
turned intoa farm. Not by a frontiers.
man who knows anything of its history,
but, as though the extremes of birth and
education should meet upon the scene of
savage camps and councils, by a Swedish
gentleman, named Eric Norburg, one of
the old Bishop Hill colony, of Illinois, who
purchased it from the Atchison, Topeka
and Sauta Fe R. R. Company. Barton
county, in which it is, is one of tho richest
in western Kansas. People are gathering
around it upon all sides, and soon it will
likely bo the ncarest neighbor to a church
or a school house,

People who are fond of associations,
and who have some regard for that strange
Listory of a vace which is rapidly passing
away without a record, except such as this,
will be glad to reflect that the famous land.
mark is not a tree, or a mound, liable to
waste and decay, but a rock, whose very
ponderous uselesness may perpetuato tradi-
tion in the midst of the wheat-fields and
vineyards which are destined soon to come.
