REMINISCENCE,

I was pleased to read in The Middletown
Transeript a letter (No. 8.) Ly Rev. Joseph
Wilson to the Boys and Gizls of Middle.
town Academy.

It referred to tho place of his early
youth, New Lecds, where his father had
established a manufactory of cloth, and
erccted a church in which he preached on
the Sabbath day. I recollect hearing him
preachoften in his church—he was a large
man with a pleasant countenance, and spoke
fluently, though Le had a little of the York-
shire accent. Of Joseph's teacher, Amos
Miles, I have a distinct recollection, though
I did not attend his school in the old log
house referred to by dr. Wilson, which
was near the same spot, now the residence
of Benjamin Miller, Esq.

Peter Baldwin and his wife Katy, lived
there and Master Miles boarded with them.

There was a story that Peter hiad laid in
a keg of whisky for harvest, and being
about to leave homo was afraid to leave it
within reach of Katy, who had a taste for
tho article, and he strapped it up to the
rafters in the peak of the roof, there being
no floor oveihead, and after he had gone
Katy was sorely puzzled to know how to
get adrop. At last she thought of the
gun, and taking aim at the keg, fired, and
the whisky began to drop. Sheset a tub
under it, and was enjoying lerself when
Peter returned. ¢ Where there is a will
there is a way."

Soon after Mr. Wilson attended the
school mentioned, a new log school house
was built about half a mile farther west.
watd, and was known as Maflit's Sclicol
House. Mr. Wilson may recollect one of
the boys, Joe McCummins, who had
brought a hard Loiled egg for dinner, and
to show some extras pushed it into his
mouth and could not get it out until it was
cut in two and Lrought out in halves. At
that time thero was no school louse at
New Loeds or Cherry Hill, Master Miles
taught some time at Maflit’s, and professed
to teach more than Mr. Wilson has given
him credit for, as he had a hand bill posted
up in which he proposed to teach geome-
try, trigonometry, dialing and gouging—he
intended gauging I suppose, but misspelled
the word. Gouging wassomewhat in vogue
among fighting men at that day, and had
reference to the peepers, now it is considered
as having referenco to the pocket. The
writing benches were around tho walls,
and there was more writing then in school
than now. Those who were in arithmetic,
set their sums down in a book, which gave
considerable exercise in writing, and thus
going twico over cach operation, it became
familiar, and thero was some pride in keep-
ing these books clean aud in good order.
Quill pens were the ouly kind in use, and
it required a sharp knife to make them.
There was a large boy who mado his own
pens, aud had a veiy sharp knifa for the
purpose; he had mureovera very long nose.
One day at noon he had a long strip of
meat; one end was in his mouth, and he
held the other in his left hand, and with
his right hand he diew his knife up under
it to cut it in two in the middle, but not
calculating rightly for the leugth of his
nose, lie clipped a plece of skin off the end
of it. When Master Miles saw two boys
talking together he would throw a ruler on
the floor near them, aud tell them to bring
it up—one take hold of each end—it is
very heavy. Then hold out your hands,
and ho made them ring. He had a pad.
dle hung up near the door, on ono side
was, “All In,” and on the other, ** One
Out,” and woe to the lad who went out, or
came in without turning it.

The Testament was the principal reading
book in school and there were many mis-
takes. One boy reading of John the Bap
tist, said he had lcathern griddles about
Lis loins, Another reading the passage,
“To him that knocketh it shall be open.
ed,” made a halt at the last word, and
after studying awbile, said, up-ended.

They generally read over their lessons
aloud, and a boy was reading tho first
chapter: * Abraham begat Isaac aud Isaac
begat Jacob,” but the words began to get
rather hard for him, and he said, *‘so they
begat one another to the end of the chap-
ter.””
