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DEFECTS IN FARMING.

The question, Does farming pay?
may be answered as positively yes as
no, and no as yes. The whole thing,
in my opinion hinges on the man. Put
a genuine farmer on a poor piece of
soil, and he will bring it into a good
state of productiveness, if there is any
clement in it. If swawpy and cold, he
will underdrain thoroughly, and make
it bloom as a garden; if sterile from
overuse, he will, by aid of green ma-
nures and other fertilizers, bring it up,
and make it give returns annually while
under the process of renovation ; but
put & poor manager on to the best farm
in the country, and he will plan it so
as to make the investment scarcely pro-
fitable. Now, I propose to point out
some of the most important mistakes
made by the unsuccessful.  Many far-
mers do not appear to realize that the
results of projects may frequently be
very accurately foretold by reasoning
and the use of figures, and that oftimes
the expenditure of money and days
of liard manual labor may be saved,
and the same end accomplished; in
short, that calculation is better than
hard work. Hard labor is not always
attended with profit. A man may be
diligent and frugal all his life and die
poor, while another who labors less,
with cqual advantages, may enjoy life
by the liberal use of accumulating’
means, always have plenty, and leave a
handsome inheritance to those who are
dependent upon him. In the latter
case it is not good luck, but the result
of bringing into daily use the reason-
ing as well as the executive facultics,
through all departments of his indus-
tries. Let this be called brain-farming,
book-farming, or what it may, it is real-
ly mathematical farming—the use of
the pencil with the plow. Before any
project is entered into, it is well to
count the cost, and figure out the prob-
able results. It is an e¢asy matter for
a dairyman near a cheese factory to
see that cvery calf raised upon his
farm, at the expense of two gallons of
milk per day, costs him at the end of
the first three montha at least twice the
worth of the animal, unless, perhaps,
it be oune of uncommon promise and
blood. Yet all dairymen do not real-
izeit. It is equally evident that the
keeping of two fully-developed work-
horses perpetually upon a farm, where
not more than ten days’ labor with a
team is required in a year, is incurring
a risk and heavy expense, and of course,
a loss; yet it is practised by thousands.
I might enumerate cases of this kind
to almost any extent, but the object is
simply to show the necessity of more
thorough investigation in all minor, as
well as prominent points, in the pur-
suit of farming.

A majority of the farms throughout
the country are not paying three per
cent annually on their estimated values,
and still these farns are year after year
kept under the sameroutine of manage-
ment. A\ low per cent is returned by
tillage, when higher could be obtained
by grazing; others give a wmeagre in-
come by grazing, when tillage would
pay bountifully. Others are used for
mixing farming when especially adapt-
ed to some certain biands.  Mixed
farming, in the bread sense of theterm,
is adapted to but few localities, and
there is wisdom in the arrangement.
One branch of husbandry well follow-
ed makes efficiency in that line, and the

SroNaE CAKE—One pound white
coffee or powdered sugar, three-fourths
of a pound of flour, twelve eggs; have
all things ready before breaking the
cggs, the flour sifted and weighed, the
sugar rolled and weighed, the oven hot,
the pans buttered.

a smaller quantity can be heaten more
quickly.

If the oven is too hot, the cake will
bake on the outside before it has a
chance to rise ; if too slow, it will not
rise well, and will be tough. A cake
beater is indispensable. A milk pan is
best for mixing the above quantity,
allowing plenty of room for the exer-
cise of the beater.

the elbow ; keep the elbow close, rather
resting on the hip; turn the fore-arm
with the palm of the haud up; close
the fingers tightly over the hand of the
beater; then with a backward aud
forward movement, carry the eggs and
sugar over and over the wires.

If in dairy or wool-growing the herds
and flocks must be sorted and resorted
before either is brought up to a proper
standard of excellence,and the sacrifice
of frequent changes is more than gener-
ally realized.

RYE AS A FERTILIZER.

N. B. Worthington in the * Maryland
Farmer” of May, says:

“In the April number of ¢ Maryland
Farmer’ is a paragraph headed * Best
Tobacco Fertilizer, which makes the
statement that Dr. Riggs, of Hartford,
Connecticut, recommends Rye as a
good crop to fertilize tobacco ground,
when turned under before ripening.
This reminds me of having once made
a very satisfactory trial to the same
effect, which having no occasion to re-
peat, however, I speak of only as in
some measure corroborative of Dr.
Rigg's practice of ten years.

Nothing is more sure than the fact
that for any extended and general sys-
tem of improving our poor lands, we
must rely mainly on the growth and
direct application of suitable green
crops to the purpose of fertilizing them.

Another thing is as certain, that a
great deal of the land we should im-
prove, is below the point of which
clover alone can be profitably used
upon it. Moreover, we know, to our
sorrow, that of late years the growth
of clover has become very unsatisfac-
tory, and that on our best lands it ie
rare to see a really fine field of clover.
Greatly and deservedly as it is valued,
therefore, there is urgent occasion for
some crop or crops to stand in a meas-
ure in the place of clover and tosupply
its deficiencies. While Rye cannot
compete with Clover in fertilizing qual-
ities, it will make very considerable
growth on ground where clover seed
would be thrown away. Being a most
vigorous grower, it avails itself prompt-
ly of favorable circumstances, and es-
specially responds to the use of the
nitrogenous and phosphatic fertilizers.
A modcrate use of one of these is a
perfect insurance almost of a heavy
growth of rye on the poorest ground.
That such a growth turned well under
would add very largely to the fertiliz-
ing material of the soil, and at the
same time act chemically upon its min-
eral constituents is more than probable.

A very material advantage of this
over Summer growing crops is the fact
that making its growth in Fall and
very carly Spring, it may be made so
quickly available for fertilizing pur-
poses. We wait two years for clover,
but rye sown in September is ready to
be plowed down by first of May. It
makes all its growth between the time
of cutting tobacco in Fall and planting
again in carly Summer. There is no
one of our Summer grown crops that
may not have the advantage of this
green crop.
