In common with many of tho readers of
The Whig, 1 am interested in tho discussion
of tho “Temperanco Question’ as it is
called in its various phases, and take the
growing disposition to discuss it as an evie
denco that the public really desire informa-
tion and are willing to profit by the knowl-
edge that is being derived from a persistont
study of this moral, social and political
malady, and its remedy. Now without
further apology, 1 proposo to give you a
brief iusight into the working of the pro-
hibitory laws of Massachusetts as they
affect the general prosperity of tho State,
from data taken from tho agflefal documents
and not from the hear-say evidence of some
bibulus reporter for the nowspaper press.

We will take a quotation from a recent
article on this subject in The Whig of the
13th instant: *'Thero is as much need of
temperance reform in Massachusctts, as
thero is in Now York;" (though the writer
doss not give the authority of the quota.
tion) for a text. Tho scntiment is the
same as we hear almost every day from
lukewarn temperance men, ¢ You cannot
prevent drunkeuness by law,'’ or to bring
the matter near home, * Thero is more
whisky sold under local option in Chester
county now than thero was under license."’

We will give you quotations from the
annual messages of the Governor of Massa-
chusetts for the past six years, that we
have in our posscssion, as tho best answer
to the quotation, and one need only to
attend the Oxford Fair to see the answeras
regards our neighboring county of Clester.

We aro extremely sorry that our news-
paper press of New York, Philadelphia
and Baltimore, have always been more free
to criticise and abuso the law in Massachu-
setts and clsewhere, than to give the plain
statements of facts, and henee wo cannot
wonder at the ignorance ef somo of your
correspondents whose information is de-
rived wholly or mainly from these sources.
Those blind guides assert that the law isa
failure, when the peoplo of Massachusctts,
after repeated trials, having had prohibi.
tion in 1867, license in 1868, prohibition in
1809, excepting malt liquors, in 1870-1-2,
and probibition in 1873 and 1874, now fully
endorso the latter. If the law is a faflure
as theso papers would mako us believe, why
are the people so slow to repeal it? and
why did they re-elect the Governor who
favors it, and now have elected him to tho
United States Senate? Ot if he were not
sustained by the people, iow dare the pres.
ent Governor veto an act that was intended
to cripplethe law?  Why has Rhode Island
enacted a prohibitory law?

Governor Clatlin, under date of January,
1869, writes: * The effect of the change in
the law in regard to-the sale of spirituous
and intoxicating liquors, made by the last
Legislature, has hardly been fully devel-
oped; but from such information as has
reached. me, it would seem to be unsatis.
factory to tho people generally, in every
respect.  For a quarter of a century the
State had been free from the legal salo of
intoxicating liquers, with slight exceptions
in one or two counties. * * * * The
increaso of drunkenness and crimo during
the last six months as compared with the
samo peried of 1807, is very marked and
decisive as to the operations of tho law.
Tho State prison, jails and houses of cor-
roction are being rapidly filled, and will
soon require increased accommodatious, if
the commitments coutinuo as they have
sinco tho present law went into forco. It
seems, then, essential that the present sys-
tem should be abandoned.”

Under dato of January, 1870, he writes:
¢ The act concerning the manufacture and
sale of intoxicating liquors, has now Leen
in force six months. Within this short
period much has been donoto stop the gen-
eral sals of liquors. The people of the
State will not submit patiently to the res.
toration of the open bar, that relic of a

less enlightencd period. Thero is indeed a | 39

wonderful change in tho ideas and habits
of the community, resulting from the gen-
eral difTusion of untelligence the discussion
of the uso of intoxicating beverages, and
tho restrasning influences of lawe.”

The Legislature of 1870 submitted the
question,to a dircct voto of the people, and
out of 140 towns voting, 119 decided to
prohibit the sale, as appears by the Gov-
ernor’s message.

Governor Washiburn, in January, 1832,
writes: ¢¢ It has been truly said that what
it is wrong to useas a beverage, it is wrong
to sell as such. Whdt the highest good of
tho community requires us to repel, no
member of the community has tho rightte
supply. * * Thero isan opinion some-
what prevalent that the Executive, if s0
disposed, has full power to enforce the law
now on our statute books.
that his arm were long enough and strong
cnough to close up forever every liquor
shop in the entire Commonwealth so eflec-
tually that it would be necessary, for those
who patronize such places to go beyond
our boundsto get their supply of intoxl-
cating drinks by whatover name desig-
nated.”

Hear what he says of the agency for
enforcing this law, the State constabulary:

Tho force is too small for the proper
performance of the duty roquired of it.
No reasonable mind ought to expect that
seventy men can promptly reach every vio-
lation of the law among a population of
nearly one and ahalf millions, scattered
over ruch an area as that of our State. If
it is desired that tho force shall really be
effective, it ought at least to be increased
to its former strength of 140 persons. 1f
the liquor nuisances of the State are to be
thoroughly broken up, steps must be takon
to make the business unprofitable as well
as dishonorable. To this end the mere
handful of men in tho constabulary is
wholly inadequate.

The aggregate receipts last year by the
State and counties from this brauch of the
public service, over and above expendi-
tures, was upwards of $100,000, showing
that in a pecuniary point of view, there is
no reason why the force should not be
placed on an eflicient basis,”

From Governor Washbuin’s message for
1873, we quote: * If, under licenses to sell
alo and beer, the sales could Le confined to
those articles (though in most cases athirst
for stronger drinks would be created) the
evil resulting frem such license would be
comparatively small. But the chief con
stable of the Commonwealth expresses the
opinion that at least nine-tenths of our
beer-#Mops use their licenses as a cover for
the sale of distilled spirits. A beer-shop,
so-called, has cause to mean generally &
place where all kinds of intoxicating liquors
aro furnished.

If the law in referenco to theliquor traf-
fic s not euforced, the general impression
scems to prevail that the fault must be
either in the Exccutive or the police ofticer.
It is casy to lay sinsof omission in this
regard at their doors.

But at a recent term of the court in one
of our counties, through tho efforts of an
ofticer, a common seller, one who had been
found guilty three or four times, was again
brought to trial and cenviction, and sen.
tenced toa fine of ten dollars and costs,
which sum his clerk easily made in profits
on sales during the trial. In another case
a party found guilty of the same offense,
was sentenced to a flno of $200 and costs
and imprisonment in the house of correc-
tion for six months. This sentence made
the violation of tho law not only unprofita-

| ble but decidedly disagrecable.”

Again in January, 1874, hg writes: ‘ So
loug as nine-tenths of tho crimes com-
mitto 1 in our State are tiaceablo to the ure
of Intoxicating liguors; so long as threo-

Would to God |y,

the account against ardent spirits, so long
must wo struggle for the overthrow of the
traflic therein, The strugglo in which we
are cugaged is that of the highest and best
elements of society to protect itself against
the calamities which the lowest and worse
element continually seeks to bring upon us.
It isa struggle of tho stronger to protect
the weaker from temptation and ruin.

The effort in this belialf may not suc.
ceed to-day or to morrow, but sovner or
later it will gloriously triumph. While
there may be honest difference of upiuion
as to the form of tho law, yet as between
restricted and unrestricted trafllc, I shall
be on the side of restriction, whatever my
station in lifu.”

We caunot close this already long arti-
clo without giving a few tigures. In 1807
the number of commitments for the four
offenses, caused exclusively by drink, was
5,553. In 1871, under the sale of bLeer, the
number was 11,103, or the numbsr of cases
usually caused by drink, dquble the num.
ber under the sale of beer asunder 1ts pro-
hibition.

I may add that the report of the inspec-
tors of the Massachusctts State prison, ro-
contly published gives the startling fact
that of 586 convicts, Boston furnished 203
—just ove-half. This fact alone is a com-
plete vindication of prohibition, Boston,
with one-fifth of the population, furnishes
one-half tho State prison convicts. Why?
Really because she_refuscs to enforco tho
prohibitory law. Three hundred and for-
ty-one towns and citios out of three hun-
dred and forty-two, with four-fifths of the
popul:\tlon, sond no-moro criminals to State
prison than law.defying Bostondoes ! An.
other fact; the chief of tho Boston police
states in Lis report, just issued, that the
places whers intoxicating liquors are sold
now are 300 less than last year.'” This
reduction of fen per cent, accomplished
since the rcpeal of the beer clause last
spring, is to be credited to the State police
and prohibitory law. That probibition
reduces liquor sclling is evident from the
following table, in which three prohibitory
States are compared with four license
States. The amount of liquor sales s de-
rived from Commissioner Wells' report o
1808:— s

Now, sir, let us have your statistics in
favor of license, if thero be any. If a
license law ever diminishes crime or drunk-.
cuness, tho records of police and courts
will show it. Faots are what your readers
waut, not unsupported statements. But
you cannot flud any statistics in creation to
support license against prohibition.

e are not afraid of the political phases
of the temperance question. lring on
“high authority.” Shall we not require
as much political honesty from public men
on this question as on any other. Is that
mau to be trusted who will buy his election
with rum while professing to be a temper-
ance man? All temperance men should
pull together, Shall we stoop to your posi-
tion Mr. Weak Knees? or will you come up
to your own ideas of honesty, hke a man
and make a cousistent record ere you as-
pire to any public position.
