THE GLORIOUS Ath,

This day ushers in the 98th anniversary
of American Indopcudence. Tho early
modes of celebrating the day aro rapidly
falling into disuse. \Whether tho peoplo
who are reapiog the ripe harvest made pos.
sible by the carnest, sturdy men, who
staked all for American Indopedence, and
gave a death blow to the pretensions of
kings, and Jike all who Lave been feasted
become iudiffercut te the food, or whether
their tastes have becoming more educated
and refined, they look upon tho ancient
mode of giving vent to their patriotic feel-
ings, as not the most rational way of ex-
pressing their grateful remembrauco of the
boon achieved Ly their fathers, or rather
grandfathers, wo aro not prepared to de-
cide; perhaps both have something to do
with tho comparatively quiet and languid
manner we have fallen into of observing
the day.

The mode of manifesting patriotic joy
prescribed by that tough old Puritan, Joln
Adams; the firing of cauunon, ringing of
bells, bon-tires, fire crackers and military
parades, was practiced with much vim for

o flrst fifty years after Independence, and
has been growing less and less impressive
on the public since. In those days, before
the innovations of railroads and tclcgr:_:ph:,
every ear in the country within thirty or
forty miles of the large cities, would be
strained to hear the faiut boom at that dis-
tance, of the morning salute, fired at sun-
riso, the opening cercmonies of the day.
Then every village had its militia parade;
a stand was erected for the orator of the
day; tho Declaration of Independence was
read, and the speaker or speakers recited
tho deeds of the heroes of tho great strug-
gle, and held up the character of Washing-
ton, as the perfect pattern for cvery boy to
{mitate in his life. At these patriotic as-
semblages an intense hatred of England
was inculcated, by a recital of tho cruelty
practiced by tho British and their hired
mercenary Hessians. Tha lot day ended,
the people retired to their homes, their
souls filled with patrietic ardor and Ameri-
can pride. These periodic reminders of
the struggle for Independence, did much
to amplify and strengthen a feeling of
nationality so necessary in a people com-
posed of so many nations.

But times havo changed and men too
have changed, and with them their customs.
The boom of the 4th of July cannon now
shocks our delicato nerves, and does not
stir our patriotic blood as it did half a cen-
tury ago. The orator is voted a bore, and
Lis discourse a spread eagle display of old
platitudes. The -th of July sun is found
too hot to parade under; and tho bold
militia boy in soldier plumes is laughed at
and called a fool in a languid way by Lis
comrades lounging.in the shade, indifferent
to all else savo their individual ease. The
firo cracker is pronounced a uuisanco and
every village in the land has placed this
invention of tho Celestials under the ban of
law.

America is a great country in oxtent,
natural resources, in cosmopolitan popula-
tion, in enterprise and industry; in the
rush and roar of trade, and eagerness of
the people to grow rich; but Young Amer-
fea has tho least revercnce for the opinions
and cherished custogs of his paternal
grandsire of any other branch of the human
family. Ho labels them all *‘old fogy "
and dismisses them with the most admira.
ble nonchalance, to the limbo of forgotten
things. This speedy forgetfulness of the
most cherished customs of the past is the
result of several causes, the greatest of
which, perhaps, is the tido of immigration
which constantly tumbles in with every
wave of the Atlantic from many nations,
upou our shores. These peoplo come in
such multitudes that their numbers butim-
perfectly blend with our native population,
and keep us in d constant transition state.
The manners and customs, and modes of
thought of the old world countries mcet
and clash and mingle and fuse hicre on this
universal stage for the discussion of every
theory in government, morals, religion and
social science. The age at prescut ad-
vances with such tremendous strides that
the great things of yesterday arc drawfed
to pigmies in contrast with the colossal
productions of to-day, and the forces, scem-
ingly insignificaut, put in motion a century
ago, have changed the whole face of-the
civilized world, and overthrew kingdoms
and empires, aro now lost sight of or
regarded as small events, in theso days
of magnificant enterprises. And so it
comes to pass that our glorious old 4th,
the 4th of '76 is coming to excito less
interest and less reverence, or observance,
at least, than our Puritan thanksgiving.
It bas accomplished a mnoble work, and
as it tloats out ef sight down the stream
of time, the futuro historian will recall it,
as one of the most wonderful turning
points, or epochs, in the history of the
vations. On that day Liberty, which had
Leen so long struggling in the lcarts of
the people, sprang upon the stage, like
Minerva from the Lead of Jove, armed
cap-a-pie, to assume an organized part in
tho government of the nations in the future.

year.

—The new elevator of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad, at Locust Point, Balti-
more, was opened Tuesday for the receipt
of Western grain. It has'a storage capac-
ity of 1,500,000 bushels.

—The Treasury will sell 1,000,000 in
gold on each Thursday in July, making
$35,000,000 for the month. If it would
hoard that gold it might resume specie
payment in a few months.

—~QGovernor Tolbot of Massachuscttos,
votoed a liquor license bill passed by the
Legislature, Massachusetts has a prohibi.
tory liquor law, and the Legislature wanted
to introduce grog again.

—Ilugh Donahue completed the feat of
walking 1000 miles in 1000 hours, at Spring-
field, Mass.,, on Saturday morning, lle
uearly broke down ou Friday night, and
his strength was almost goue when ho fin-
ished his task,

—Most of tho Cabinct oftlcers left Wash.
ington this week, Secretary Fish to West
Point, Secretary Robeson to Rye Beach,
and Secretary Delano to Mount Vernon,
Ohio.  Interhal Revenue Commissioner
Douglass is visiting his home in Pennsyl-
vania, and Colonel Rodgers is acting com-
missioner during his absence.

—During the month of June five hun.
and sixty post offices wero established and
ninety-eight re-cstablished for the purpose
ef prompt accommodation to the towns,
villages and neighborhoods along the many
routes which, under recent lettings, were
putinoeperation. These, with other changes
and appointments, show over one thousand
appoiutment cases in two weeks.

—The English Government is now en-
gaged in tho stupendous undertaking of
furnisbing three millions of people with
food enough to keep them from starvation
until the Fall crop is harvested, The re-
ports in rogard to the growing crops are
favorable, but in the meantime the pressure
for food is fearful, and in some instances
hLas resulted in rioting and bloodshed,

—There was a reduction of the
debt to the extent of §2,180,196 94 duriug
June. Sinco June 30, 1873, there Las been
a decrease of $1,730,472 41, notwithstand.
ing that during several months of the year
there wero cousiderable additions to the
debt. Tho revenues, both from internal
taxes and customs dutics, were greater
last month than in the corresponding
month of 1873.

—Marine telegraphy sustains a scrious
loss in tho sinking of the Faraday, the
magnificent steamship, the second or third
largest ever built, which occurred a few
days ago, in consequence of a collision
with an iceberg. The Farady was espe-.
cially constructed for this service at an
immense cost, and was a splendid speci-
men of naval architecture. She had near-
ly two hundred souls on board at the timne
of the disaster, concerning whose fate we
ato in ignorance.

—Monday last was one of the hottest
days of tho scason, The intcuse heat was
general throughout the conntry, The Sig-
nal Service oftico reports tho thermometer
as marking 97 degrees iu the shade in Bal.
timore. At Washington it was 98 degrees,
Philadelphia 95, New York 92, and Boston
84, whilst farther to the southward the
temperature was more moderate. Charles.
ton reports 83 degrees, New Orleans 89,
and Augusta 90,

—lHarvesting has commenced in Cali.
fornia and the yicld of grain is described
as *‘enormous.”  After a while the specu.
lators will have bought up tho greater part
of the wheat crop of the country ut a low
figure, and tho report will Le started and
circulated through all the papers, that the
wheat crop was not so large after all, and
the price will go up, and the farmers will
grumble, and some of the speculators will
make fortunes. But some of them will
burst up which will be somo consolation to
tho farmers,

—Advices from Dodge City, Kansas,
confirin previous reports of Indian hostili.
ties in that neighborhood. The Indiaus
hava killed two hunters at Doby Wells,
and two other men near Canadian rviver,
and havo killed and scalped a man named
Warren near Mulberry Creek. A party of
citizens, including James Hanrahan, who
left Dodge City for the Canadian river, on
the 7th, were attacked and lost their stock,
and as thc{ have not been heard of since,
it is feared they have been massacred. At
Camp Supply 4 soldiers have been wounded
and a lot of stock has been stolen.

—The French-Canadian Convention was
held at Montreal on Friday, at which about
five thousavd persons, including the dele-
gates and their fricuds, wero present. A
report was submitted showing that during
tho past twenty-tlve years 500,000 Canadi.
ans have emigrated to the United States.
It was urged that the return of these emi.
grants would place Quebec at the head of
the Canadian Confederation, and to secure
their return, gratuitous graunts of land,
frec passage to Montreal, the improvement
of the roads in the I’rovince, and other
inducements were recommended. Tle re.
port was adopted, and the Convention soon
after adjourned.

—Tuesday was a dark day at Washing.
ton amoung the clerks. 375 female clerks
in tho Bureau of Puinting and Eungraving
were discharged. Fourteen of tho girls
fainted when the news of their discharge
reached them. About fifty clerks in the
Interior Department were dismissed. The
clerical force in all the departments will be
greatly reduced, aggregating several hun.
dred more. It is said that the city post
oflices and other oflices under the Federal
Government are full of superfluous clerks
which if weeded out would effect a great
saving and add to the efliciency of the ser-
vico. At the Baltimore Custom House on
Tuesday ten employees were discharged,
not on a scoro of economy, but because
other men wanted their places. Ten new
appointments were made by the Collector,

—A statement prepared in the ofiice of
the Supervising Architect of the Treasury
Department sbows that from 1800 to 1873
the total expenditures of the United States
on buildings and other public improve-
ments in the District of Columbia were
$65,746,829.

rvrfec(cd. The money-order systemn was
naugurated, postal cards wero adopted, the
franking privilege abolished, post-oftices
better 1egulated and salaies of post.
masters mado more uniform and equit-
able, postal cars put in operation, and
the wholo post office department brought
from a kind of chaotic state to the most
perfect of any in existeuce, except, per-
haps, that of Eugland. We have attri.
buted these matters to Mr, Creswell, be-
causo it was amost entirely through his
influence and recommendations that they
were broughtabout. It isunfortunate, how-
ever, that he terminated his oflicial carcer
before perfecting the most important un.
dertaking of them all—tho postal lelcgra{v’h
system. llis resignation will especially be
regretted on this account, and whoever his
successor may be, it is hoped ho will suf.
ficiently understand tho sense of the people
and the great requirement of tho agoe to
push right on with this work. Mr. Cros-
well leaves the Cabiuct with an unsullied
reputation. Much as thero has been of
corruption in official circles for the last five
years none of it has been traced to his door,
and as hoe retires from the Cabinet his bit.

Opcuing of The Zoologlcal Garden at
Falrmouut ark.

The Zoological Garden,eat Fairmount
Park, was opeued to the public July, the
1st. The grounds comprised in the garden
cover an erea of sixtcen acres, and are lo.
cated in the West Park, immediately south
of the approach to Girard avenue bridge.
Tho principal entranco to the garden is in
closo proximity to the bridge.

The bLuildings which have been erected
in the garden aroas follows: near the muin
entrance isa frame building, intended to
bo used as a refieshment saloon; opposite
this building and to the left of the princi.
pal walk a moukey house; just beyond this
the praitie dog village, and further on to
tho right of a small rivalet, the aviary.
Beyond the aviary, in the neighborhood of
Thirty-seventh street, are four enclosures
for foxs, racoons and wolves. At the
southern end of these onclosures is a large
barn, and at the northern end a stall has
been erected for the elephant. At tho
southern extremity of the barn is situated
another aviary, which is divided into com.
partments for cagles, owls and hawks.
The space on the other bank of the rivulet
is occupied by enclosures, in which are
confined a pair of handsome elks, four
Yirginia red deer, a cottou-tail deer, a
Rocky Mountain deer, a black-tailed deer,
an_cland, a Rocky Mountain antelopoe and
a Peruvian llama. South of these enclo.
sures are tho buffalo stalls, in which are
now two bufialoes. .

Further on aud at tho head of a slight
clevation are the bear pits, whilo west of
these and near the river road is the Penn
Mansion, which was built by Mr. John
Granville Penn, who imported all the
bricks, wood work, ctc., necessary for the
building from England. It kas been re.
stored to its original condition, and the
front room contains eight aquaria. It is
designed ultimately to convert the mansion
into a Muscum of Natural History, At
present the rooms not used by the Zoologi-
cal Socicty aro occupied by the Superin-
tendent of the garden. Arranged along
the various paths which traverse tho gar-.
den are cages and enclosures in which ani.
mals are confined. Among the animals
thus confined are a prairio wolf, two
lynxcs, two leopards, two ocelots, agoutis,
porcupines, sloths, fox-bats, pheasants,
currassows, two of which were presented
by President Grant, squirrels, doves, Cali.
fornia quail and a fine collection of pigeons
presented by Mr. Caspar Hett,

The monkey house is a handsomely orna.
mented building, and cast §6500. It con.
tains abous fifty monkeys of various spe-
cies, among which are a small baboon and
a spider-monkey. ‘The rivulet which flows
through the garden, widens near the river
road into a pond, which is used for swans;
at tho upper or western end of the stream
is an enclosed place for storks, cranes, &c.

The aviaty is a handsome building, built
of brick of different colors, and cost $6000.
The additional aviary, situated at the south.
ern extremity of the lawn, is 40 feet high,
20 fect long and 10 fect deep, and is built
in the form of a beo hive.

The bear pits are of stone, 80 feet long,
20 feet deep, and from 12 to 15 feet high,
the western end being terraced to a level
with the wall. ‘Thcre aro three pits, each
of which is provided witha pole in the
center for the bears to climb upon, and
tanks filled with water. Each pithas a
grated door of iron, through which the
visitors may see the bears. The northern
it is now occupied by a black bear, two
Lro\vn bears, and a cinnamon bear, the
middle pit by a female grizzly bear, and
the southern pit by a black bear from
Brigham Young’s collection, and a black
bear from Western Penusylvania.

The Garden contains 200 quadrupeds, 67
birds and 15 reptiles. Among the animals
which have recently arrived at tho (farden,
or are now on their way to it, are the fol.

Mr. Harne Drecrisgs.—At a Cabinet
meeting on Wednesday, Mr. [Hale, the
newly appointed successor to Mr. Creswell,
notified the President that ho could not act
as Postmaster General. There was but
one motive, that of ill health, that impelled
him to the step. Mr. Halo is not a man
of rugged health at any time, but the past

winter brought unusual work to him as a
member of the Appropriation Committee,
and he is one who does his duty patiently
and well. His flist idea was to accept and
ask Cieswell to stay a month or two, until
he (Hale) could obtain some rest, but Cres-
well declined, and Hale did not feel like
turning the work over to an assistant. His
next idea was to accept and do the next
Lest he could with lis health, and he did
accept, but he was subsequently advised
by his physician_that it would be danger-
ous to remain in Washington hard at waik
during the summer, Ex.Postmaster Gen.
