YViolent Storm.—J\ stormn of great vio-
lenco passed over this county on Thursday
cvening last, which did considerable dam.
age. The course of the storm was from
northwest to southeast, and tho town of
Elkton appears to have been the centre of
its track. The tempest apparently iwas
not more than a mile in width, as east and
west of the town half a mile distant the
wind was not more than an ordinary gust.
About 8} o'clock it roso to a hurricane—
snapping the shado trees iu the streets liko
reeds. The Felton House, on tho corner
of Bow strect, near tho depot, kept by Mr.
Clemson, was cntirely unroofed—the roof
bLeing raised thirty or forty fect above tho
building and carried to the corner of Bow
and Hligh streets, whero tho greater part
of it was deposited in the yard of r. John
Hogg, in its flight, passing over the dwell.
ings of P. C. Strickland and W.J. Alrich.
One of the large willow trees in the yard
of the National Bank was snapped off a
few fect from the ground and laid across
Main strect. The tops of many of the
shade trees are much broken, one of the
flying Lrauches carrying away the sign
over tho front gate of Dr. Tuil, which he
says he doesn't mean to replace; and the
streets the next morning were blocked in
all directions with large branches torn
from the trees on the sidewalks. Great
havoc was made among the treesin tho
lawn of Mr. Bratton, on cast Main street;
one of the maples being torn up and
hurled thirty or forty feet from the spot
where it grow.
At Holly Hall, Mr. Barroll's residence,
several largo trees in tho lawn were demol-
ished, and in the track of the storm the
wheat in shock and stack was generally
blown and scattered about the flelds. The
growing corn is injured considerably, the
largest of it being snapped off at the
ground. The peach and apple orchards in
tho track of the storm have suffered severe-
ly, many of the trees being cntirely de-
stroyed.
The storm was ono of the most violent
that ever swept this town. After tho
wind subsided a gentle rain descended for
about two hours, accompanied by heavy
crashies of thunder. We have not heard
of any damage done by the lightning,
which was very sharp, except a stable
near Fair Hill that was struck, but not
destroyed.

Extracts from a Private Letter,
FROM A LADY RESIDING AT AN INDIAN
AGENCY, IN TIIE ROCKY MOUNTAINS.
¢ Wo have a school here to which many
Indian children go. They learn to spell,
and read, and sing. Stuce wo came here
they have been taught a number of Sab.
bath School songs—suchas ** Gather at the
River,” *Ono more Hymn,” &c. They
really seem to enjoy singing. On Sunday
we have Sabbath School in the morning;
in the evening religious services aro held
in our house which the Indians are punct-
ual in attending. Indians have a great
deal of curiosity. No matter how often
thoy como in the stockade during the
day, they mako the circuit round, peer-
ing into each aud every window, often
remaining at one window an hour at a
time; but there is ono thing I doubt we
can never teach them, and that Is habits
of cleanliness. They like white people’s
clothes, and white people’s food, but 1
don’t think they will learn toobserve whito
woman’s Monday—wash day. This to
them is superfluous work, Now in warm
weather they need but little clothing; io-
deed if they Liave a string of beads round
their necks, that isall tho clothing neces-
sary.

Willie scems to enjoy the Indian boys’
society as well as ho did that of his littlo
companions in town.

Tho valley in which this agency is lo-
cated is one of the prettiest spots I have
seen in the territory. Not far from the
stockade is the Teton river in which is
plenty of fish. 1 often go fishing, but
have never as yet caught any mountain
trout, but ny rewards have been suckers:
still the fun of going is just as good with.
out any fish, as though we caught plenty.
There are five familics here besides our
own and this makes it quite pleasant, not-
withstanding we aro ono hundred miles
fiom civilization.”

FalLuRE ok tie: Pracit Cror.—DPrivate
advices from tho peach orchards of Dela.
ware and Maryland not only confirm the
forcbodings expressed by the Growers’
Convention, which met at Dover recently,
they goso faras to give assurance of an
almost utter failure of the crop. Middle-
town, Delaware, the largest shipping sta.
tion on the Peninsular road, which usually
sends half a ntillion baskets to market,
will not have 50,000, and even theso will
cousist mainly of the earliest varicty. The
usual line of boats out of tho Sassafras

viver, which drains the Maryland peach
counties, will be discontinued, and similar
reports from all the orchards thow that
haidly a tenth of a crop will be shipped.
This is the second dlsastrous year to these
farmers, and many of them are beginning
to feel, by bitter experience, the impolicy
of putting all theiv hopes upon a single
venture. The peach, as ripened in this
favored rection, is of so fino a flavor and
comes to 80 great a_perfection that when
there is a fair yield the profits are very
large. But the Ueninsular Lusbandman
has of late years been tempted by the glit.
tering promises which tho possession of
large orchards extonds, and has sct his
corn and wheat flelds in peach trees.—
To say nothing of tho years of probation
which are required before the trees arrivo
at suflicient maturity to bear fruit, it is
frequently the caso that the entire bud.
ding fails, and then of course the time of
the harvest comes aud goes, leaving the
grauarics empty and no resource to the
farmer but the mortgage or the forced sale.
Tho wisdom of having a diversity of crops
in an agricultural country cannot be too
strougly impressed upon the tillers of the
soil, and if the haid expericuces which the
Peninsular farmers are now going through
result in deterring others from planting
moro orchards, and in causing a partial
return to the raising of the great staple
cereals, the misfortune will not be wholly

The strawberry crop has Leen quite
largo. Mr. John Grant, on tho Ieisler
farm, picked from four acres of ground,
about five thousand quarts of this delicious
fruit and realized good prices for them.

open cow lole, which is rather dangerous,
especially on a dark night.

E. Church
were to receive a coat of whitewash it
would not only add to its appearance and
preservation, but would also givo evideuce
that seme person had it in charge who had
some taste. Mr. J. B. Graham has work-
men engaged in building a wharf for the

WICKERSHAM INSTITUTE.

—_—

According to arrangements made at a
previous meeting, the teachersof the First,
Second and Third Districts met at Chesa.
peako City, on Saturday, June 23th, to com-
plete the organization of an Association.
About ono-half of the teachers of tho said
Districts were present.

The meeting was called to order by the
temporary Chairman, who in a few brief
remarks, congratulated the teachers pres-
ent upon tho step they had taken, upon
the favorable auspices under which the
Association was formed, and expressed his
entire confidenco in its success if tho at.
tendance and hearty co-operation of all the
members could be had.

The roll was then called by the Sceretary.
Minutes of tho previous meeting read and
approved. The report of the commiltee
on constitution and by-laws was then called
for. The committeo having cffected no
organization tho chair called upon Mr.
Cloud to report, who responded by reading
a form of constitution and by-laws. A
form of constitution prepared by the Prin.
cipal of Elkton school was then read by
the Secretary. After an animated discus-
sion the latter with some alteration was
adopted.

On motion the by.laws reported by Mr.
Cloud wero adopted.

The constitution provides that the As.
sociation shall be known as the ** Wicker.
sham Institute;” that those actually em.
ployed in teaching in the First, Second and
Third Districts of Cecil county, together
with tho Commissioner for said Districts
shall bo dona fide members; that honorary
members may ba elected; that the officers
of the Institute shall be clected at the Sep-
tember meeting of each year, ete.

The by-laws provide that the regular
meotings shall be Leld at the Academy
building at Chesapeake City, on the second
Saturday of each month of the school year.

It was proposed and warmly urged that
the name be * Newell Institute;" but the
proposition was decided against on the
ground that it might be construed to be an
attempt to gain the special favor of our
State Superintendent, and thus be consid.
ered a doubtful compliment; while on the
other hand it would give character to tho
Asseciation, and at the same time be in
perfect tasto to call it in honor of the lead-
ing educator of our neighboring State,
whose life has been a single period of un-
remitting and enthusiastic devotion to the
cause of popular education.

On motion it was decided that tho oflicers
olected at tho meeting on June 12th should
hold their respective officos until the regu-
lar election in September.

The President then made tho following
appointments for the next moeting: Lec-
tures—On Arithmetic, Mr. Volney Cloud;
on Elocution, Miss Emma Poole; on Gram.

THE FULTON JOUSE.

The Fiulton House in Fulton Township,
Lancaster connty, Pa., was recently the
scene of a festive occasion, participated in
malnly and got up by the citizens of the

ton, who did so much tv inaugurate steamn
navigation, was born in 1763, To this
point the Peach Bottom Narrow Gango
Railroad has boen completed and a turn.
table and station house has been bLuilt.
To properly punctuato this enterprise was
the above cercmony. Four county roads
convergo at this point, which Is the centro
of a rich agricultural neighborhood, thickly
populated by thrifty intolligent farmers,
whoso Lospitality cannot bo questioned.

Not far distant from this place s the
farm of Mr. John Russel, which is a model
of neatuess, furtility, and management, the
like of which we have scldom if ever sgen
equaled, and the host is in every Sray
worthy of tho farmer. DBut aside from
this digression; in speaking of the Fulton
House, the Ozford Press gives the followiug
sketch of tlils noted place:

Fulton House proper, is the name of the
residenco of John ? . Swift, who owns a
fine farm, part of the tract of land owned
rior to 1772 by Robert Fulton, fatber of
tobert Fulton, the Inventor. The present
building was erected by Joseph Bwift,
father of the present owner, in 1822, on
the site of the original Fulton house. A
stono corner of the old house was left stand,
which was incorporated in the present
bulldln{:. The property passed from the
ownership of Robert Fulton when lis after-
wards distinguished son was seven years of
age. It was sold by the sheriff, about 400
acres, for £303, and was purchased Ly the
grandfather of the present owner, who re.
sided in Philadelphia. ‘The whole tract
has been in the Swift family ever since.
It was divided into three farms, all of which
aro now {o excellent condition and very
productive. The now venerable owner of
Fulton House delights in entertaining visi-
tors on his pleasant porch under the spread-
ing branches of a noble sycamore tree.
Just across the way is a storehouse where
the merchant Lusiness has been curricd oa
for mauny years by the Swift family.
