Dry Earth,—Farmers should not allow
tho Summerand Fall to pass without avail.
ing themselves of the opportunity to store
under cover a suflicient quantity of dry
earth to keep a covering one or two inches
in thickness spread on their stable floors,
over which coarse litter for bedding should
Le strewn. As fast as tho carth becomes
saturated, it should bo removed to a manure
heap under cover and fresh dry carth sup-
plied. Dried swamp muck, or marsh de-
posits is better than ordinary dry carth,
because tho former contains a large per
cent of vegetable matter, but ordinary dry
soil will answer the purposo of an absorb-
cnt and prevent the loss of much valuable
‘iquid manure, and supersede tho necessity
of manure tanks and all the costly appara-
tus of saving maunure so often recom-
mended by agricultural writers. Thero is
no investment will pay the farmer better
than a good supply of dry caith to usc on
‘his stables flooiz. It will insuro sweet,
«clean stable and contribute to the Lealth
«of his stock, as well as increago his manure
hieap.

KissENoER, Bavaria, July 8, 1874,

Fhe mineral waters of Kissenger are to
be found in almost every place on this
globe, but nowhere will they prove as efli-
cient as here at the sowrie. Tho principal
spring, called “ Racoczy,” contains, be-
sides many less important parts, princi-
pally common salt and carbonic acid gas.
About a mile distant from this spring there
are two bubbling fountains or * sprudel ’
*of salt water, one of which hias been bored
to a depth of 2,000 feet, wherein a liquid
is boiling up, which lias formerly been used
for the manufacture of salt, but which
now scrves only to bathe in. For that
purpose we find here two largo establish-
ments, whero salt water can be applied to
the body in all conceivable manners

Drinking and bathing in conncction with
rigid diet, much promenading in the well
wooded mountainous surroundings, eatly
rising and absence of business cares, make
up the agencies by which thousands of sick
folks hiave been restored to health and life.
As catly as 6 o'clock in the morning, and
even carlier, everybody goes to drink at
the Racoczy fountain where shady and
covered  promonades are provided and
where pretty good music is discoursed from
G to 8 o'clock A.y. This sceno repeats
itself in the evening from 6 to 8 1. M., with
the diflerence that at this time there is
wore promenading than drinking done,
and that one goes moroe to sco and to be
seen.  The hours between thoso general
meetings are filled up with walking, bath-
ing, cating, 1iding, ete.
