1t mentions that in two lots of
four ecach, treated alike, and one lot
given this mixture and the other not,
there was an average gain in the weight
of the first of one pound and a-balf each.
In commenting upon this, another writer
says: “While we condemn the practice
of mixing the pulverized charcoal with
tho other food for turkeys, compelling
them to eat it whether they want to or
not, we have no doubt of the cxcellent
eflects of supplying them charcoal
broken into small bite, especially when
faltening for market.
