may win; in which event much preciouns
time and any amount of brain work will
be savel by the Legislature, aad further
expenditares for houses of correction, to
say nothing of the lose of preperty, causea
by tramips in the rural districts, will be
saved by the people, The dog question
hag already been deliberated upon by
our law mukers, and, if I mistake nor,
there is a statute in existence (inopera-
tive, however), known as the Dog Tag
Act. It this law is not enforced, because
of its unpopularity, (as I bave been in-
