AN ACT Prohibiling the Sale of Spirituous or
Fepmented Liquors in the several <ounti<s of
the Stateon the day o Election.

SecTion ). I it Fnacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland,- That it shall not be law-
ful tor the keeper of any hatel, tavern, store,
drinking establishment or other place where
liquorsz are sold, or for any person or persons,
directly te sell, barter, give or dispose of any
£pirituo1s or rermented liguors, ale orintoxi
cating drinks of any kind, on the day of elee-
tivn hercafter to be held in the several coun-
tiea of the State.

Sec. 2. And be it Fnucted, That any person
violating the provizions of this act shall bLe
liable to indictment by the Grand Jury of
the county where the offense is committed,
and shall, upon conviction belore any Judge
of any circuit court of this State, be fined a
sum not less than fifty dollarz, nor more than
one hundred dollars, for cach and cvery
oftence; one half of the fine to be paid to the
informer, and the other half to the county
commissionera for the use of public roads,
