How unlike the usunl picture
presented by those entrusted wity ihe
municipsl money, who so often exceed the
legitimate bLouuds. To plaiuly deserive
the building, o that a reader can c'early
gee it, as hie follows the dezcription, noth-
ing is more palpuble than that the writer
must e micute and particslar in de-
seribing every detsil.  This really is the
only proper method of deseribing  Luilt-
ings; for, it the writer only  dwelils upon
the most prominent features, and leaves
the balsnce to the imagination of bhis
readers, the latter ure apt to cither over or
under estimste the subject under descrip-
tion, and the buitdiog 1s likely to suffer
in consequence.  For several reasons de-
tail descriptions of all kinds are not g:veo,
Some of them are, becausze there nre few
writers who have the faculty of mioutely
und systematically describing every par-
ticle torming the thing described, or the
resources necessary to relicve the descrip-
tion from tedhousness, or the mentyl pow-
er to withstand the #train.

The City Hall, etanding as it does, in
the eéntro of the city, und where the sur-
ice of the ground is hat a few feet above
tide-wuter, unfortunstely cannot bo seen
at any great digtance, and not unti! the
visitor 12 right upon 1t, does its maguoifi-
cence and beauty burst suddenly upon
him.

The
exterior of the building is faced with
Baltimore county marble, and is rolieved
Ly substantial pilasters eud eolumns, and
the windows are gracefulty arclied over.

“Sam,” who sounds bis brazen voice tvo
bundred and gixty feot from the grounil,
and who i3 shelered in the tower that
tops the pgreat dome that rises go grandly
from the centre of the building. A
buildicg whose corner stone was laid in
1867, connot Liave any old musty legeands
or dim traditions to armor 1t with awe,
or 10 form themns for the poet’s song, or
the historian’s pen.
