A New Treosy of Dew.—Prof. Stock-
bridge, of the Amberst Agricultural College,
hias been making some experiments as to the
origin of dew and has arrived at conclusions
somewhat ditferent from those generally ac-
cepted. It is usually held that dew is the
moisturc of the air coudenzed through con-
tact with objects of a lower temperature, and
that it does not form till radiation has re-
duced the temperature of the carth. Prof.
Stockbridyge asserts, however, that dew is the
result of condensation by the air of warm va-
por which rizes from the s0il, and he embodies
the result of bis experiments in these propo-
sitions: 1. The vapor of the soil iz much
warier at night than the air, and would be
condenzed by it. 2. Vapor from the soil i3
soon diffuzed and equrlized in the whole at.
mosphiere, but in the largest proportion when
evaporation is taking place near the surface
of the so1l; ard, other things being cqual,
plants nearest the carth have the most dew.
5. Dew umder hay-cocks, boards and like ob-
jects on the ground could receive it from no
other source
