[From the Practical Furmer. ]

Depression in ¥nglnssd.

The zituation in Eogland is attractivg
upiversal attention and exciting the
gravest apprehensions. The greatest stress
has been put upon the depression in agri-

( culture,’but allinterests and industries sre

i equally involved. Wagzes of labor have
been reduced neariy one half zince the
depression began, and the number of un-
i employed luborers is increasing every day.
{ Manufacturies are closing down every
week, and those that are ransisg has
i largely reduced their foree, and at s
treduced wages.  Low prices and succes-
i sive failures of crops have reduced once
| prosperous furmers to the scantiest subsis-
| tence, leaving them without means to pay
i rent and taxes, and hundreds are repre-
i seated to be on the verge of bankruprey.
{ How this will affect all the ivdustries of
the Unpited Kingdom may be imugined
when it 1s understood that the encrimous
incomes of the lunded proprictors come
solely from the rents paid by fariners,
none of whom own the land they till. So
grave is the situation that Parliament bos '
begun to stir itzelf to ascertain the cause, |
if possible, and to provile a remedy. On
these two thisgs, political ccenomizts of
Great Britain differ, materiaily, F

trade, failures of crops, Ligh reats, low
prices, with a dozen other causes, eich has
its advocates. Lord Derby recomimends |
ewigration to America aad Australia, as
the means of reiief to tlie laud tesantry.
There arc too many firmers for the land,
he thinks, and a removal of a part of them
would give thos: that remuin alivicy
chance. Ile denounces protection and
vigorously defends the cstoblished system
of free trade. Other cmiuent statcsmen
regard free trade as the chief factor in'!
producing the prezent condition of affairs,
while still others denounce lznd monopoly
and tenaut farming as the prime agents of
all the trouble.  The tanmers are demand-
ing a protective tarifl’ on agricultural pro-
ducts, particularly oa mest, butter, cheese |
and grain, while the great mass of fuctory
operatives demand them free.

While we, on this side of the water,
sympathize with our brethren struggling |
under such bheavy ditliculties, we can not |
belp a feeling of seli-complacency over
our superior natursl advantages, which,
under wise legizlation and inanagemest |

of affairs a3 now ecxists throughout the |
British Isles, ftorever impossible. Mr.

Bright pictured our oadvantages in a
truthful light, in his late speech in Par-
liament, though the picture brought uo!
consolation to the strugaling intorests of
Great Britain. The West, with its vast
area of cheap, productive Iand, he regards
as the great formidable competiter of
England, as it can raise bread stufls and
meat and place them on the English mar-
kets cheaper than Eoglish farmess can
produce them. And this adventage
would continually increase as the re-
gources of the West were developed and
broughbt iuto play. Ile lzuded our cheap
goveromental system, and ssid that when
we have reached a natien of a hundred
millions, with our debts all paid, we
couid beat any other nation in cyistenee,
on account of it.

As farmers we are apt to  complain of
beavy burdens, heavy taxcs, and hard
times generally. But loking at our situ-
ation from an English standpoint, or in-
deed, from the standpoint of any other |
nation on the earth, we tind it to be in-
comparably superior, in every particular. |
And with a knowledge of this fact we
should cease our complaints, thank God
for our advantages, and go to work with
rencwed zeal, and with a determination
to profit by the superior opportunities that
surround us.

For about 30 years bones have been
treated with acids to reduce them to a
soluble condition, or to bresk them into !
a fine powder. When thuz treated the
reeidue is kuown as superphosphate
of lime. But we now speak cof thewm in |
their natural condition, and refer to pre- |
paring them for uze. Every farmer in .
the country can savea considerable quan-
tity of bones of home production, and by
a little care and atteotion can collect o |
large quantity from the dwellers of vil- |
lages in his vicisity. We once gave no- |
tice to the boys in a village o1 5.000 in-
habitants, that we would pay 121 cents |
a bushel for all the bones brought t6 2 cer-
tain vacant lot; as the rcsult more than '
60 bushel were found and brought in
wheelbarrows and baskets. Two bogs
who worked together, struck a “find” in
an out of the way place, and from |
that and other places accumulated
| 24 bushels, and were very rich with thei
*3 received for them. To this way one can
often secure at least as much boneas wil] |
return to his laod a large portion, if not
the whole, of the annual waste of phos-
phates. Toovercerae the difficulty of mak-
ing use of them in a raw and unbroken !
state, the bones may be burned in a slow |
fire, preferably in a heap of brushwood, |
chips, orlsimilar refuse. By slow burning
all risk of waste from over heating is
avoided. When burned the bones are
easily cruslied to a fine powder, an then
contain all the substacces tound in rasw
bones, excepting the nitrogen. Thisloss,
bowever, caonot be Lelped, aed it 15 bet- !
ter to submit to it thao to neylect to use !
the bones. !

By grinding raw bones in powerful
mills they may Le reduced to a fine pow-
der, and in this conditicn are known as '
ground boge, bone dust, bons meal, and |
bone flour, accerding to the coarse-
ness or fineness to which they are re-
duced. Thus prepared they are articles
of general merchandise, aud are kept for |
sale wherever Lones are to be precurcd, |
or the prepared bone is in demand.

A Pure Ballot—Tho Law i
the Case.

CrargsviLLE, July 21, 1879.

Messus. Epitors: As we vole only
once in s year and as the public pross is
the proper mediwm for the fair and open
dizcussion of questions having a politics]
bearing, I again enjoy the citizons privi-
legro und submit to your readers u fow
lines of political literature,

Section 41 of the Constitution of 1864,
and Sce. 42 of the Constitution of 1867,
make it the duty of tho General Assem-
bly “to pass lnws necessary for the pre-
servation of the purity of clections.”

The Constitution of 51 (Art, 1) re-
quired an outh from sl cilicers that 1hey
bad not been guilty in any way of bribe-
ry at elections; this was an alteration of
the old counstitution snd tire feature was
retained in Art. 1, Sec. 7, of the Consti-
tation of 1864. The present Constitution
states—-Art. ;

1, Sec. 8—*if nny person
shall give or offer to give, directly or in-
directly, any bribe, present or 1eward, or
any promise or apy gecurity for the pay-
ment or the delivery of money, or any
other thing to induce any voter to refrain
from casting bis vote or to preveat him
in any way from voting or to procure a
vote for any candidate or person propossd
or voted for, < % 7 he shall i addi-
tion to the penaltivs imposed by law be
forever disqualificd to hold any oflice of
profit or trust or to vote 2t any clection
thereafter.”

The Code, Art. 30, “Crimes and Pun-
ishinents ” sub-title “Bribery,” saya: *¢If
any candidate  * = or any other perzon
whatever shail st any time before or orn
the day of any election give or bestow o -
reetly or indirectly promize uny gift or re-
ward to secure asy persons vote or ballot
at such election or shall keep or suffer to
be kept any house or other accommoda-
tion in any part of any district at any
time during the day of holding such elec-
tion and before the close thereof, at his
expense, where any viciuals or intoxica-
ting liquors shall be gratuitously given or
dealt out to voters, every such perssn or
candidate so offending ghall on convie-
tion be fined a sum not excecding $3500,

and suffer such imprisonment as the
Court sbhall adjudge, not exceeding six
months and such other peneltics as are

preseribed by the Constitution, one-half
the fine to go to the informer.”

Besides direct aticapts to  influence
clections by bribery, the law denouncea
the indirect attempt to control them by
betting and the distribution of intoxica-
ting drinks.  Ari. 83, “Elections,” Sce.
46, Public Gewoceral Laws, Act 15865, ch.
191 prohibits the sale, gift or di:pensa-
tion of any spiriiuous, fermented liquors,
ale, beer or intoxicsting drinks of any
kind on the day of clection under a pen-
alty of §£50 to 5100 for eich offence, one
half to the imformer—nnd this clause haa
been declured by the Court of Appeals to
forbid the sale, gift or dispensation of all
intoxicating drinks in private as well as
public houses —Cearposs’ Appeal 42, Md.
408.

Hiuskley says, in his comments on the
Constitution of *51: “Tie whole founda-
tivn of a republican government iz the
will of the people fairly expressed and all
attempts toinfluence that will by any other
means than rational argument, tend 10 the
destruction of that form of government
and hence of liberty.”

Judge Bowie says: “The invasion of
the right of suffrage by force or fraud is
a high crime and misdemeanor; it cor-
rupts the fountnin of authority, saps the
foundation of popular goverament and
brings its most vital privciple into odium
and contempt; itis a crime against the
najesty of the people.”

Bir Win. Blackstone, referring to elec-

ago, said: “It is essential to the very be-
ing of Parliament that electious should
be absolutely free, therefore all undue in-
flucoces upon the elections are $llegal and
prohibited.”

Locke declares it a “breach of trust if
force or the treasures and oflicea of society
are employed to corrupt the representa-
tives or opznly pre engayz the clectors and
preseribs what persons shall be chosen.”

I need not quote from Mr. Tharman iz
the Senate and Mr. McLane in the House
—-(in bis speech against the collection of
the political contribution fund), to the
same cffect, but draw the infercnce and
subunit it to your readers that whether in-
tezference comes from the Executive,
backed by armies and navies, from the
excreise of official patronage, from the
self-constituted combinations of partisanas,
or from any other source or sgency what-
ever, operating by bayonets or jnspectors
at the polls, or any other improper agency:
at any stage of a political canvags,il the free-
will of the voter ia subdied, it follows that:
his individual independence is destroyed
and hisfrcedom ofchoice violated. Having:
endeavored to submit to the candid miads:
of your readers a fair statcieent of the
case on the part of the people, I leave the
matter with the able leadera of popular
opinivn throughout the county, trusting
that their influence will be ou. the zide of
law and the peace and welfure of the com-
munity, but should there Le inlringements
of these wise provisions, the people must
in self-defence, appeas! to the law to pun-
ish ull violations of their legal rights und
priveleges.  Respectfully yours.
