A pure, sweet cider is only obtainable from

PrLovGninGg BY ELECTRICITY.—At 2 recent
meeting of the Paris Academy of 8 iences, M.
Tresea gave an account of some experiznents
in ploughing by clectricity which he witnessed
at 8ermaise, in the Marne. A Gramme ma-
chine, making 1,200 revolutions per minute,
and driven by a steam-engine, was conunceted
to a second Gramme at adistance of 440 yards,
and caused the latter 1o revolve at the tate of
1,140 revolntions to the minute, the clectr ity
produced by the tirst machine being thus con-
verted into work. The sccond machine was
conneeted to a third at a distance of 219 yards,
and these two worked cables attached to a
double Brabont plough. According to M.
‘Trezea, the experiment was very suceceszful,
the work accomplished reprezenting  the
cquivalent of three horze-power, whiie one-
half of the motive power obtained from the
steam-engine was really transferred to a dis-
tance of more than 1,030 yards from the fur-
nace.
