The Echoces of a Moral Example in Ono
Family and an Example of Moral Ii-
diffrence in Another—Eternity to Echo

the Doings of Time.

BROOKLYN, Jan. 17.—Dr. Tahnage gavea
pnew illustration in his sermon this morn-
ing of his mastery of the art of drawing
spiritual lessons from common natural
phenomena.  Ilis subject was “Ichoes,”
and his text, FzeKiel vii, 7, *The sounding
again of the mountains.”

At last 1 have found it. The Bible hasin
it a recoznition of all phases of thie natural
world from the aurora of the midnizit
heavens to the phosphoreseence of the
tumbling <ea.  But the well Known sounnd
that we call the Feho 1 found not until a
few days nzo 1 discovered it in my text,
“The sounding again of the mountaing.”’
‘That is the Fcho. Ezekiel of the text heard
it again and again.

Born nmons mountains, and in his jour-
ney to distant exile, he had passed among
mountains, and it was natural that all
through his writings there should loom up
the mountains. Among them he had hearnd
the sound of itaracts and of tempests in
wrestle with onk and cedar, and the voices
of the wild beasts, but a m:in of <o poetic a
nature as Fzokicl could not allow another
sound, viz., the Echo, to be disregarded,
and <o he gives us in our text *“The sound-
ing nzain of the monntains.”

Greek mythology represented the Licho
as a nyvmph, the daughter of Farth and
Air, foilowing Nareissus through foresis
and into grottoes and every whitlicr, and so
strange and weird and stariling is the Echo
1 do not wonder that the superstitious
have lifted it into the supernatural. You
and 1in boyhood or girlhood experimented
with this responsiveness of sound. Siand
ing half way between the house and barn,
we shoutad many a time to hear the rever
berations, or out among the mountains
back of our home, on some long tramp, we
stopped and made exclamation with fuil
lungs just to hear what Ezekie! ealls *“The
sounding again of the mountains.”

The Fcho has frightened many a child
and many @ man. it is no tame thing after
you have spoken to hear the same words
repeated by the invisible,  All the silences
are filied with voices ready to answer.
Yet it would not be so startlingif they
said something else, but why do those lips
of the air say just what you say? Do they
mean to mock or mean to please? Who
are you and where are you, thou wondrous
Feho? Sometimes its respouse is a reitera-
tion. The shot of a gun, the clapping of
the hands, the beating of & drum, the voice
of a violin are sometimes repeated many
times by the Echo.

Near Coblentz—that which issaid has
seventeen kchoes. In 1785, a writer says
that near” Milan, [taly, there were seventy
snch reflections of soundto one snap of a
pistol.  PlLiy a bugle near a lake of Killar-
ney and the tune is played back to you as
distinctly as when you played it. There is
awell two hundred and ten feet deep at
Carlshrooke castie, in the Isle of Wight.
Drop apininto that well and the sound
of its fall comes to the top of the well
distinctly., A blast of an Alpine hern
comes back from the recks of Jungiranin
curce after surge of reflected sound, until
it scems as if every peak had lifted and
blown an Alpine hora,

3ut have you noticed—and this is the
reason for the present discourse—that this
Echo in the natural world has its analegy
in the moral and religicus world? Have
you noticed the tremendous fact that what
we say and do comes back in recoiled glad-
ness or disaster? About this resonance
preach this sermon.

FARREACHING MORAL EXAMPLES.

First—Parental teaching and example
have their Fcho in the character of de-
scendants.  Exceptions? Oh, yes. So in
the natural world there may be no iicho,
or a distorted Echo. by reason of peculiar
proximities, but the general rule is that
1he charncter of the chiidren ig the Feho
of the charzeter of parents. The general
rule is that good parents have goud ehi
dren and bad parents hieve bad children.
1f the old man is a crank, his con is apt to
be a crank and the grandehil:dl aerank.
'Phe tendeney is <o mighty in that diree-
tion that itwill get worse and worse un-
Jess some hero or Lieroine in that line shall
rise and say: “Ilere! By the help of God,
1 will stand this no longer. Against this
hereditary teandency to queerness I pro-
1est.?  And he or she will set up an ajtar
and a magniticent life that wiil reverse
things, and there will be no more cranks
among that kindred.,

In another family the father and mether
are consecrated people. What they do is
right. What they teach is right. The
boys may for some-time be wild and the
daughters worldly, but watch! Yeurs pass
on, perhaws ten years, twenty years, and
vou go back to the church swhere the fa-
ther and mother used to be consistent
members,

You have heard nothing about the fam-
ily for twenty yvears, and at the deor of the
church vou see the sexton and you ask
him, *Where is old Mr. Webster?” *Ol,
he has been dead many years!” < Where is
NMre. Webster?”  “Oh, she died iifteen
vears ngo!”  “[ suppose their sou Joe went
to the dogs?” *0h, no,” says the sexton,
“he isup therein the elders’ seat. Helds
one of our best and most important mem-

bers. You ought to hear him pray sand
sing. e is not.Joe any longzer: he is Elder
Webster.”  *“Well, where is the daughter,

JMary? I suppose she is the samne thought-
less buttertiy she used to bez”  “Oh, no”
says the sexton, *she isthe president of our
missionary society and thedirectressin the
orphan asylam, and when she goes down
1he street all the ragamulilins take hold of
her dress and cry, *‘Auntie, when are you
woing to bring us some more books and
shoes and things?”  And when, intimes
of revival, there is some hard case Lack
in & church pew that no one else can
tonch, she goes where he is and in one
minuie sheé hirs him a-erying, and the first
thing we know she is fetching the hard-
cned man up to the front to be prayed for,
and says, ‘Here is a brother who wants to
find the way into the kinzdom of God”
And if nobody secems reaay tofpray, she
kneelsdown in the aisie heside him and
says, ‘0 Lord!” with a pathos and o powdr
and a trinmph that scem instantly to
cmancipate the hardened sinner,  Oh. no!
you mnst not call her a thouzhtless but-
terflyin our presence. You see we would
not stand it.?  The fact is that the sonand
danchter of that family did pot promise
much at the start, but they are now a&n
Ticho, a glorious Fcho, a prolonged Feho
of parental teaching and example.
THE MOTHLR'S KEQUEST,

A Vermont neither, as her boy was about
to start for a life on the sea, said: “*ikl-
ward, I have never seen the ocean, but 1
under=tand the great temptation is strong
drink. Promise me you will never toueh
jt.” Many years after that, telling of this
in a meeting, BEdward said: ©1 gave that
promise to mother, and have been around
the world, and at'Calcutta, the ports of
the Mediterranean, San Irancisco, Cape
of Good Hope and north and <outh poles,
and never saw a glassof liguor in all those
yarrs that my mother’s form did not ap-
pear before me, and I do not know how
liquor tastes, I never have tasted jt and
all because of the promise I made to my
mother.”

This was the result of that conversation
at the gate of the Vermont farmhouse,
T'he statuary of Thorwaldsen was sent
from Italy to Germany, and the straw in
which the statues had been packed was
thrown upon the ground. ‘I'he next spring
beautiful Italian flowers sprang up where
this straw had been cast, for in it had
bheen some of the seeds of Italian flowers,
and, whether conscious of it or not, we are
all the time planting for oursclves and
planting for others roses or thorns.  You
theught it oniy straw, yet among it were
anemones,

But here is a slipshod lome. The
pargnts are a godless pair.  They let their
children do as they please. No example
fit to follow. No lessons of morality or
religion. Sunday no better than any other
day. The Bible no better than any other
book. The house is n sort of inn where the
older nnd younger people of the houschold
stop for awhile. ‘I'he theory acted on,
though perhaps not announced, is: “The
children will huve to do as I did and take
thejr chances. Life_is a lottery anyhow,
Aeis & - -——

and’ some draw prizes and some draw
blanks, and we will trust to luck.”

Skip twenty years and come back to the
peighborhoxl where that family used to
live. You meet on the street or on the

I road an old inhabitant of that neighbor

hood, and you say, “Can you tell e any-
thing about the Petersons who used to live
here?” *“Yes,” says the old inhabitant; *‘1
remember them very well. The father
and mother have been dead for years.”
“Well, how about the children? \What
has become of them?” The old inhabitant
replies: “They turned out badly. You
know the old man was about half an in-
fidel and the boys were all infidels. The
oldest son married, but got into drinking
habits, and in a few years his wife was not
able to live with him any longer and his
children were taken by relatives, and he
died of delirium tremens on Blackwell's
island. Ilis other son forged the name of
his employer and fled to Cananda.

“QOne of the daughters of the old folks
married an inebriate with the idea of re-
forming him, and you know how that
nlways ends—in the ruinof both the ex-
perimenter and the one experimented with.
The other daughter disappeared mysteri-
ously and has not been heard of. There
was a young woman picked out of the
East river and put in the morgue, and
some thousht it was her, but I cannot say.”
*Js it possible?” you cry out. *‘Yes, it is
possible. 'The tamily is a complete wreck.”
My hearers, that is just what might have
been expected.  All this is only the Echo,
the dismal Echo, the awful Echo, the
dreadful licho of parental obliquity and
unfaithfulness,  The old folks heaped upa
mountain of wrong intluences, and this is
only what my text calls **The sounding of
the mountains.”

Indeed our entire behavior in this
world will have a resound. \While oppor-
tunities tly in a straight line and just
touch us once andare gone never to return,
the wrongs we practice upon others fly in
a cirele, and they come back to the place
from which they started. Doctor Guillo
tine thought it smart to intrcduce the in-
strument of death named after him, but
did not like it so well when his own head
was ckopped off with the guillotine.

THE DAY OF ALL DAYS.

So also the Judgment Day will be an
Echo of all our other days. The universe
needs such ¢ day, for there are so many
things in the worid that need to be fixed
up and explained. If God had net ap-
peinted such a day all the nations would
cry out, “Oh, God, give us aJudgment
Day.” But we are apt to think of it and
speak about it as a day away off in the fu-
ture, having no special connection with this
day or any other day. The fact is that we
are now making up its voices: its trumpets
will only sound back again to us what we
now say and do. That is the meaningof all
that Scripture which says that Christ will
on that day nddress the soul, saying, ‘I was
naked and ye clothed me; 1 was sick andin
prison and ye visited me.”

All the footsteps in that prison corridor
as the Christian reformer walks to the
wicket of the incarcerated, yea all the
whispers of condolence in the ear of that
poor soul dying in that garret, yea all the
kindnesses are being caught up and rolled
on until they dash against the Judgment
Throne and then they will be struck back
into the ears of these sons and daughters
of merey. lLouderthan the crash of Mount
Waskington falling on its face in the
world wide eatastrophe, and the boiling of
the sen over the furnaces of universal con-
flagration will be the Echo and Re-echo of
the good deeds done and the sympathetic
words utiered and the mighty benefactions
wronght.

On that day all the charities, all the self-
gacrifices, all the philanthropies, all the
benelicent last wills and testaments, all the
Christinn work of all the ages, will be piled
up into mountains, and those who have
served God and served the sufTering human
race will hear what my text styles “The
sonnding of the mountains.”

My subject advances to tell you that
eternity itself is only an echo of time.
Mind you, the analogy warrants my saying
this. The echo is not always exactly in
kind like the sound originally projected.
Lord Ralcizh says that a woman’s voice
sounding from a grove was returned an
octave higher. A scientist playing a flute
in Fairfax county, Va., found that all the
notes were returned, although some of
them came in raised piteh.

A trumpet sounded ten times near Glas-
gow, Scotland, and the ten notes were all
repeated, but a thind lower. And the
spiritual lnw corresponds with the natural
world. What we do of good or bad may
not come back to us in just the proportion
we expect it, but come back it will; it may
be from a higher gladness than we thought
or from a deeper woe, from a mightier
conqueror or from a worse captive, froin a
higher throne or deeper dungeon. Our
prayer or our blasphemy, our kindness or
our crueity, our faith or our unbelief, our
holy life or our dissolute behavior, will
come back somehow.

Suppose the boss of a factory or the head
of 1 commercial firm some day comes out
among his clerksor employees, and putting
his thumbs in the armholes of his vest
savs, with an air of swagger and jocusity:
“wWell, I don’t believe in the Bible or the
church. The one is an imposition and the
other is full of hypocrites. 1 declare 1
would not trust one of those very pious peo-
ple further than [eould see him.”  That is
all he says, but he has said enough.  The
young men go back to their counters or
their shuttles and say within themselves,
“\Well, he it a successful man and has
probabiy studied np the whole subject and
is probably right.”

That one lving utterance against Bibles
and churches has put five young men on
the wiong track, and though the infiuen-
tial nman had spoken only in half jest, the
echo shall come back to him in five ruined
lifetimes and five destroyed  eternities.
You sce the Fchoes are an oetave lower than
he anticipated. On the other hand, some
rainy day, when there are hardly any cus-
tomers, the Christian merchant comes out
from his counting room and stands among
the young men who have nothing to do,
and savs: “Well, boys, this is adull day,
vut it will elear off after awhile. There
are n zood many ups and downs in busi-
ness, but there is an overruling Provi-
dence.

“Yeura ngo | made up my mind to trust
God and he has always seen me through.
1 remensher when 1owas your age, I had
just come to toven and the temptations of
city life gathered around e, but I resisted.
The fact is there were two old folks out ¢u
the old farm praying for me and I knew
it, and somehow [ could not do as some of
the clerks did or go where some of the
cierks went. | tell you, boys, it is best¥al-
ways to do right, and there is nothing to
keep one right like the old fashioned re-
lizion of Jesus Christ. Joun, where did
you go to church last Sunday? Henry, how
is the Youne Men’s Christian associntion
prospering "’

AbonY noon the rain ceases and the sun
comes out and the elerks goto their places,
and they say within themselves: “Well, he
is a successful merchant and I guess he
knows what he is talking about, and the
Christian religion must be a good thing.
God knows I want some help in this battle
with temptation and sin.””  The successful
merchant who nttered the kind words did
not know how muech goxd he was doing,
but the Echo will come back in five life
times of virtue and usefulness and five
Christian  deathbeds and five  heavens.

I'rom all the mountains of rapture and all
the mountains of glory and all the moun
tains of eternity, he will cateh what Eze
kicl in my text styles “The sounding again
of the mountains.”’
TIME'S DOINGS ECHOED IN ETERNITY.

Yea, I take astep further in this subject
and say that our own eternity will be a
reverberation of our own earthly lifetime.
What we are here we will be there, only
on a larger scale.  Dissolution will tem
down the body and embank it, but our
faculties of mind and sonl will go right on
without the hesitancy of a moment and
without any change except enlargement
and intensitication. There will be no more
difference than between a lion behind the
iron bars and a lion escaped into the field.
between an eagle in a cage and an eagle in
the sky. Gowl here, good there; lyul here,
bad there. Time is only a bedwarfed eter
nity. Eternity is only an enlarged time,

In this life our soul is in dry dock. The
moment we leave this life we are launched
for our great voyage, nnd we sail on for
centuries guintillion, but the ship does not
change its fundamental structure after it
gets out of the dry dock, it does not
pass from brig to schooner or from schoon-
cr to map-of-war, What we are when

- o

Iaunched from this world we will be ib
the world to come. Oh, God! by thy coun-
verting and sanctifying spirit make us
right here and now that we may be right
foreverl

“Well,” says some one, “this idea ol
moral, spiritual and eternal Echo is new
tome. Isthere not some way of stopping
this Echo?” My answer is, “*God can and
he only.” If it is a cheerful Echo we do
not want it stopped; if a baleful Echo we
would like to have it stopped. The hanl-
est thing in this world todo is to stop an
Echo. Many an oration has been spoiled
and many an orator confounded by an
Echo. Costly churches, cathedrals, thea-
ters and music halls have been ruined by
an Echo. Architects have strung wires
across auditoriums to arrest the Echo, and
hung upholstery against the walls, hoping
to entrap it, and hundreds of thousands of
dollars have been expended in public
buildings of this country to keep the air
from answering when it ought to be quiet.

Aristotle and Pythagorasand Isanc New-
ton and La Place and our own Joseph Hen-
ry tried to huiit down the Echo, but stiil
the unexplo realms of acoustics are
lurger than the explored. When our first
Brooklyn Tabernacle was being construct-
eq, we were told by architects that it was
of such a shape that the human voice
could not be heard in it, or, if heard, it
would be jangled into Echoes.

In state of worriment I went to Joseph
Henry, the president of the Smithsonian
institution at Washington, and told him of
this evil prophecy, and he replied: ““1 have
probably experimented more with the laws
of sound than any other man, and I have
got as far as this, Two buildings may
seem to be exactly alike and yet in one the
acoustics may be good and in the other
bad. Go on with your church building
and trust that all will be well.” And all
was well.  Oh, this mighty law of sound!
Oh, this subtle Echo! There is only one
being in the universe who thoroughly un-
derstands it—*“The sounding aguin of the
mountains.”

ETERNAL MORAL CONSEQUENCESE.

And if it isso hard to destroy a natural
Echo, how much harder to stop a moral
Echo, a spiritual Echo, an immortal Echo.
You know that the Echoes are affected by
the surfaces, and the shape of rocks, and
t he depth of ravines, aud the relative posi-
tion of buildings? And once in heaven
God will so arrange the relative position
of mansions and temples and thrones that
one of the everlasting charms of heaven
will be the rolling, bursting, ascending,
descending, chanting Echoes. All the
songs we ever sang devoutly, all the pray-
ers we have ever uttered earnestly, all the
Christian deeds we have ever done will be
waiting to spring upon us in Echo.

The scientista tell us that in this world
the roar of artillery and the boom of the
thunder are so loud, because they are a
combination of Echoes—all the hillsides,
and the caverns and the walls furnishing a
share of the resonance. And never will we
understand the full power and music of an
Echo until with supernatural faculties
able to endure them we hearall the con-
joined sounds of heavenly Echoes—harps
and trumpets, orchestras and oratorios,
hosannahs and hallelujahs, east side of
heaven answering to the west side, north
side to south side, and all the heights, and
all the depths, and all the immensities,
and all the eternities joining in Echo upon
Echo, Fcho in the wake of Echo.

In the future state, whether of rapture
or ruin, we will listen for reverberations
of earthly things and doings. Voltaire
standing amid the shadows will listen, and
from the millions whose godlessuess and
libertinism and debauchery were 2 conse-
quence of his brilliant blasphemies will
come back a weeping, wailing, despairing,
agonizing, millien-voiced Echo. Paul will,
while standing in the light, listen, and
from all the circles of the ransomed, and
from all the many mansions whom he
helped to people, and fyomn all the thrones
he helped to occupants, and from all the
gates he helped throng with arrivals, and
from all the temples he helpedefill with
worshipers there shall come back to him a
glorious, ever accumulating, transporting
and triumphant kcho.

Oh, what will the tyrants and oppressors
of the earth dowith the Echoes? Those
who are responsible for the wars of the
world will have come back to them all the
groans, the shrieks, the cannonades, the

bursting shells, tiie crackle of burning
cities and the crash of a nation’s homes—
Hohenlinden and Salamanca, Wagram and
Sedan, Marathon and Thermopylie, Bun-
ker Hill and Lexington, South Mountain
and Gettysburg. Sennacherib listen! Sc-
miramis listen! Mare Antony listen! Arta-
xerexes listen! Darius listen! Julius
Casar listen! Alexander and Napoleon lis-
ten! But to the righteous will come back
the blissful Echoes.

Composers of Gospel Hymns and singers
will listen for the return of Antioch and
Brattle Street. Ariel and Dundee, Hairwell
and Woodstock, Mount Pisgah and Corona-
tion, Homeward Bound and Shining Shore,
and all the melodies they ever started.
Bishop Heber and Charles Wesley and
Isanc Watts and Thomas Hastings and
Bradbury and Horatius Bonar and Frances
Havergal listen!

But you know as well as I do that there
are some places where the reverberations
seem to meet, and standing there they rush

upon you, they rain upon you, all at once |

they capture your ear. And at the point
where all heavenly reverberations meet
Christ will stand and listen for the re-
sound of all his sighs and groans and sac-
rifices and they shall come back in an echo
in which shall mingle the acclaim of a re-
deemed world, and the ‘‘Jubilate Deo” of
a full heaven. Echo saintly, cherubic,
archangelict FEcho of thrones! Echo of
palaces! Echo of temples! Omnipotent
echo! Everlasting echo!- Amen!
