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A POSSIBLE NEW ERA.

LOCATING AN ELECTRIC RAILWAY'S
ROUTE TO ELLICOTT CITY.

Only Two Miles of Filling and Grading Ne-
cessary to Counnect This Point and the
Edmondson Avenue Extension—Those
Who Ought to Know Say the Road Will
Be Built—Ellicott City May Get Water
Works Too—The Electric Light About to

Be Turned On.

‘Fhe past week has been fraught with
much of the intensest interest to those
having at heart the material welfare of

this section.

Surveyors have been here to locate a
line from Ellicott City to the present
terminus of the Edmonson avenue ex-
tension from Baltimore, with a view to
building an electric railway to connect
with the Frick line at the Edmondson
avenue stables in Baltimore, where con-
nection is new made with the Powhatan
railway. Edmondson avenue is a.lreally
open and graded to within two nule_s of
Ellicott City. Its present terminus,
coming this wav, is near the intersec-
tion of Benzinger's lane and the
Baltimore and Frederick turnpike.
Engineers are agreed that the fill-
ing and grading necessary to prepare
the two miles interval for the laying
of tracks is easily practicable. This is
especially apparent when it is consider-
ed that the speed of the electric cars 1s
not necessarily affected by heavy

grades. . :
From the present terminus of the Ed.

mondson avenue extension to this point
the route will follow the general course
of a small stream which empties into
the Patapsco river just east of the flour
mills of the C. A. Gambrill .\lauufactu'r-
ing Company, in Ellicott City, and will
be nowhere more than perhaps half a
mile from the Baltimore and Frederick

turnpike.
The new line will place the present

limits of Baltimore within less than s.ix
miles of Ellicott City, and the old limlts
within less than eight. The present dis-
tance by rail is fifteen miles. It i? pro-
posed to have large cars running at
short intervals and making about four-
teen miles an hour. It is stated .the
round trip fare will be about thirty

cents.
FIRST STEPS TO BE TAKEN.

The first step in the contemplated en
terprise will be to petition the county
commissioners of Baltimore county to
authorize the opening of the two miles
between here and the Edmondson ave-
nue extension. The petition must !)e
signed by twenty-five taxpayers. It will
be circulatedeat once and there will be
no difficuity in obtaining signatures, as
property-holders along the proposed
line are enthusiastic over the project and
propose to assist materially in carrying
it through to success. Beside these there
are 2 number of moneyed men under-
stood to be much interested. In this
connection the anmcs of Mr. jonn Glenn
and of Messro. Wm. J. Dickey & Sons,
proprietors of the Oella cotton mills, are
prominently mentioned. It is_ assumed
also that the Baltimore Traction Com-
pany, into whose hands the extensive
Frick line of street cars, of Baltimore
City, has virtually passed, is likewise
interested. .

As in the incipiency of ail similar en-
terprises, there is a general indisposition
to talk on tire part of those concerned.
President T. Edward Hambleton, of the
Baltimore ‘Traction Company, when
questioned in Baltimore on the subject
Wednesday, would ouly say that the
route of the new road was being survey-
ed by parties who wish to build a road
to connect with the Traction Company’s
lines. \When it came to the question of
who the parties most deeply interested
were, he would say nothing.

ELECTRICAL EXPERIMENTS AT OELLA.

The bearing that the electrical experi-
ments recently made by Messrs. W, ).
Dickey & Sons at the Oeilamills has upon
the new road, has given rise to a good
deal of speculation and it is thought that
the idea is to emplov the abundant water
power at Oclla for running the dynamos
of a power-house there, although it has
been elaimed that. beeauseof thedistance
to be traversed, steam power-houses at
intervals of sometiing like two miles. as
is proposed on the Baltimore, Hampden
and Lake Roland railway, may be more
desirable.

THE ROAD WILL BE BUILT.

A number of gentlemen, who are in
possession of inside facts, have expres.
ged themselves as positively of the be-
lief that the road will be built with all
possible dispatch.  The prospect of this
is calculated to awaken the greatest en-
thusiasm here. It will mean more for
the material advancement of this section
than anything that has been accomplish-
ed in the past twenty-tive years or more.
This is shown by the experience of other
localities which have been tapped by
suburban railways. The builiding of the
road, with rapil transit and frequem
cars, it is recognized, will make that part
of Baltimore county between Ellicott
City and Catonsville more favorably
conditioned than the section environing
the latter flourishing place. Nature has
done more in its gifts of picturesqueness
for Ellicott City than for Catonsville,
and city peopie desiring country homes
will quickly recognize this. It is only
lack of th2 most direet and convenient
access to Baltimore that has thus far de
terrcd them from coming this way.

HOW ABOUT WATER WORKS?

There is more than the electrie rail-
way enterprise to give ground to the be-
lief that Ellicott City is zoing to have a
boom. Peoplehave been wondering eves
sincethe prospect of the electric light
dawned if there was a good time coming.
The city council of Ellicott City has
agreed to ask that the town’s charter be
so amended by the Legislature as to en-
able provision for suitable street light-
ing facilities and water works.

The provision for waterworks is
most interesting and  the query ot
not a few is, what does it mean?

‘I'hese doubtless are not aware that the
Catonsville Water Company, at the head
of which is Mr. Joseph M. Cone, has
hought a property of about ten acres
on Cedar Creek, which falis into the
Patapsco at Oella, for the purposes ot
water supplv. ‘T'he primary object has
seemedd all along to better the supply of
Catonsville, and with that end in yiew the
work of putting in eight-inch pipes
wil begin so soon as the weather will
permit. Mr. Cone’s enterprise isknown
of all men, and he Las frequently indi-
cated his purpose of some day giving
the people of Lillicott City a pointer on
the question of water works. The know-
ing ones say that it is now within “the
range of possibility that the Cedar Creek
property willin the near future be not
only one hase of Catonsville's water sup-
ply, but, what is of much greater inter-
eat here, the base of supply at a rea-
sonable rate for Ellicott City.

THE ELECTRIC LIGHT.

Ellicott Citv's electric light plant is
about ready to begin operation. The
fixtures for private dweilings and stores
are all in. ‘Thecity council has given
Mr. Joseph Schreiberevery assurance of
its goo 1 faith and intention to contract
for street lamps sosoon as the pre-
sumed defects in the charter are
80 remedied by legiglative wid as
to clothe the council with equi-
site anthority. In the meantime Mr.
Schreiher will put up a few street lamps
to alford an exhibition of the street illu-
mination he can give at the same time
the light is turned on in the houses. It
is the intention to suspend these lamps,

as well as all that the city may contract
for, from guy ropes overhead. Each
will be of thirty two candle-power. The
arc light has been abandoned astoo ex Fen-
siveand the incandescent type will be.

used.

Mr. Schreiber had hoped to give the
light a trial today, but it is not positive
that he can do so vet for a day or two.

WHERE THE CURRENT IS STARTED.

The old Hause mill property has been
transformed into a well-equipped power
house. It issupplied with a forty horse-
power engine and two Edison dynamos,
one capable of running 210 sixteen

‘candle-power lights, the other 130. The

old water wheel has been broken up and
removed and in its stead is a pairof
twelve inch,horizontal, turbine wheels of
approved pattern and which can furnish
the power for 400 lighis. It is the in-
tention at present to use water and
steam alternately. ‘The combination of
both powers with present facilities
would be equal to 800 lights of sixteen
candle power, although with larger
wheels the water power available is it-
self equal to that number. Extending
from the power-house are three wire
circuits. The first embraces Main and
Ellicott streets, the second that part of
the town about the Baltimore and Ohio
depot and on the Baltimore county side
of the Patapsco, and the third will take
in the street lamps.

THAT MAD DOG SCARE.

It Has Broken Out Again—A Genuine

Case of Hydrophobja.

The recent mad dog scare in Howard
county, so far from subsiding, gives evi-
dence of breaking out again. The dogs
of Oakland Mills, such as have not been
killed, are yet prisoners. 2

A large house-dog belonging to Mr.
Hemy Dorsch, near Ellicott City, and
which was chained in his yard, began
to show signs, early Friday morning ot
last week, of hydrophobia. ‘I'he ammal
endeavored to tear everything that came
within reach, and sncceeded 1n killing a
number of ducks. While arrangements
were being made to dispatch the brute,
it broke loose and ran off in the direc-
tion of llchester. In passing that place
it attacked and bit several other dogs.
At Thistle, Bahimore county, a general
scare was occasioned by the appearance
of the infuriated beast, which eudeav-
ored to seize every living thing it saw.
Before it could be stopped it passed on
toward Catonsville, near which place it
was overtaken and finally shot. Mr.
Dorsch was attacked by the dog before
it escaped and the skin of his Dbreast
was abraded by the animal’s teeth.

The following proclamation has been
issued by the mayor of Elicott City:

Mavor's OrFice, ErLicorT Crty, Feb.
16, 1892.—All persons living or coming
withic the corporate limits of Ellicott
City are hereby uotiticdd to contine or
otherwise secure against running at
large, all dogs and bitches, of which
they may claim ownership, unless prop-
erly muzzied, for the period of sixty
days from the date of this proclamation,
under penalty as prescribed in section 4,
of ordinance 2, of said city,

The law will be strictly enforced and
such enforcement the police are hereby
ordered to mnake, this being necessary
for the protection of the lives of our cit-
izens, as several rabid dogs have passed
through and near this city within the
past few days. All good citizens are re-
quested to aid in enforcing this proclam-
ation.

I'he aiarm occasioned by the presence
of mad dogs in this section brings up
the question whether there is not some
specific remedy for hydrophobia. In a
Ceylon journal some time since, a state-
ment was published which deseribed the
recovery of a native Blieestee or water
carrier, who had heen bitten three
weeks before by a rabid dog. When the
unmistakable symptoms of hydrophobia
appeared, the man was taken to the hos-
pital. He was immedizriely bled to the
extent of 46 ounces. The symptoms of
the dizease vielded in succession as the
blood flowed, and before the vein was
closed, he stretched out Lis hand for a
cup of water. and calmly drank it off,
though the mere approach of the water
a few minutes before had thrown him
into convulsions. After the bleeding he
lay down on a cot, fell asleep, and con-
tinued so for nearly two hours. When
he awoke the symptoms of the discase
were threatening to return; another
vein was then opened, and eight ounces
more of blood were taken away, which
so completely subdued the diseaze, that
hie has not had a s;mptom of it since.

According to this authority, it is ad-
visable to bleed the patient immediately
after the appearance of unequivocal
symptoms of hydrophobia. The chance
of suceess is then greater. In conclu-
sion, the writer add, that the benefit of
this discovery is probably not confined
to cases of hydrophobia, for, as the cure
of this disease has apparently been
missed for over R000 years, by consider-

ing it as a disease of the nervous class,

and as particularly analogous totetanus,
we are thence, perhaps, justitied in the
hope that the latter, which is scarcely
less fatal than hydrephobia, may be
cured by parsuing the analogy in an op-
nosite direction, and applying to tetanus,
and perhaps other aflfections, the treat-
ment which the anthority quoted claims
has just proved to be so successful in
hy:drophobia.

ABORIGINAL IMPLEMENTS.

Mr. McGuire’s Second Paper of a Series
Read in Washington.

A lurge number of scientists gathered
in the assembly hall of the Cosmos Club.
Washington, D. C., Tuesday evening to
listen to lectures before the members and
guests of the Authropological Bociety,
A paper which met with marked ap-
plause and approval was one by State's
Attorney Joseph D. McGuire, of Howard
county, upon the materials, tools and
processes by which the aborigines of
America manufactured their stone im-
plements.

Mr. McGuire explained many of the
points made with implements of his own
manufacture and other implements
fashioned with these, illustrating the
methods of pecking, grooving, polishing,
carving, boring and sawing stone.

In preparing the specimens exhibited,
Mr. McGuire has been an indefatigable
worker for the past two months at the
United States National Museum,

The paper follows up a former upon
the same subject, read before the Anthro-
pological Society,and noticed previous-
Iy by the daily papers and Tuk Tises.

In his series of papers on aboriginal
implements Mr. McGuire is exploring a
fruitful field. His views are entirely
original, and scientists have thus far
been forced to admit that he is on the
right track, his investigations attracting
much attention.

The medallions on both armns, head and
foot, represents the four Gospels, like
the four Angels overspread, the evan-
relists Matthew, Mark, Luke and John,
all pointing to the central medallion, or
heart, wherein is the Lamb of God that
taketh away the sins of the world, and
who feeds Ilis flock through His Gospel
with the bread of the world in merey
breken, and with the wine of the soul in
mercy shed. It is about four feet high,
including base and pedestal. The front
facades. ef ULrass, bear the inscrip-
tion:

saith the Lord.”

As a whole the cross stands out grand-
Iv in front of the large stained gluss win-
dow of the chancel, or sanctuary, por-
traying the Good Shepherd with a lamb
in ilis arme, St. Paul with his instru-
ment of martyrdom, the sword, and
St. Barnabas with his stail.

TO INCREASE COUNTY REVENUES.

A bill was introduced in the House
Monday night under the suspension ot
the rules by Mr. Grove, of Frederick
county, providing that the State tax now
collected on commissions, inheritance,
ete., shall hereafter be regarded as emol-
uments of the oflice of the registers of
wills. Mr. Grove explained that the
purpose of the act was to give the coun-
ties and not the State the benetit of this
tax, which is still required to be paid
under the existing statute. The bill also
provides that nothing therein shall be
construed as giving any additional com-
pensation to the registers of wills.

WEDNESDAY'S ROUTINE.

In the House of Delegates, We:lnes-
day, House bills relating to the taxation
of the additional stock of the Baltiinore
and Ohio Railroad and amending the
charter of the Belt Railroad, passed their
second reading.

Senator Gorter's bill to increase the
fees of sheriffs in certain cases was re-
ferred backto the city Senators, with in-
structions to report instead of it a local
bill for Baltimore city.

A delegation from Baltimore asked an
appropriation of $10,000 for the Confed-
erate Home at Pikesville, another $21 -
000 for the Blind Asylum, and another
£20,000 for the German Orphan Asy-
lum.

TAX COLLECTION AND PURBLIC ROADS.

Mr. Combs has introduced two meas-
ures which have an important local
bearing in St. Mary’s county and are of
interest generally. One bill provides that
the Governor shall appoint a treasurer
for St. Mary’s county, who shall collect
and disburse all taxes levied on the real
and personal property of the county.
The treasurer is also made the collector
of State taxes, and «hall give a good and
sutlicient bond for the faithful perform-
ance of all duties devolving upon him
His salary is fixed at 3900 per annum.
The other bill provides for the appoint-
ment by the Governor of three persons
to be known as the “road commission of
St. Mary's county.” ‘The commission is
to have full charge of all road building
and road repairing in the county. It
will have the appointment of all road
supervisors, who are to act as foremen
of the several corps who will build
and repair the roands. The commis.
sioners will receive a compensation of
£2per day for all days tiiey are actually
engaged in the work of their office. The
pay of the supervisors and road hands
will be regulated by the commission.
Mr. Combs says that the roads in St.
Mary's county are now in tlie control of
the “county commissioners, and the
methods in vogue do not give general
satisfaction.

HOWARD COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

The House bill to amend the law re-
laiing to counly commissioners and col-
lectors in Howard county has heen read
in the Senate the second time and will
now come up for passage. It provides
that the clerk to the commissioners shall
give bond and shall be the custodian of
public funds subject at all times to the

supervision of the board, the signature

)

of the president or a member of which
to checks shall at all times be requisite.

MR. BERRET’S BIRTHDAY.

Delegate James G. Berret,of Carroll
county, celebrated his scventy-seventh
birthday Friday of last week. and in re-
cognition of the occasion the House
adopted a resolution congratulating him
on the event. On motion of Mr. Elle-
good, the House adopted the resolution
by a rising vole, every member stand-
ing when the Speaker put the motion.

Senator John Walter Smith will take
steps to have the1 1-2-cent tax hereto-
fore levied for the treasury relief loan
continyed for the benefit of the public
schools,

it is thought the bills intended to sub-
ject the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad to
taxation will not go through the Senate
unchallenged.

The oyster packers have prepared an
oyster bill which will be introduced in
the House. The Governor will make a
trip over the oyster ground in order to
inform himself on thc oyvster resources
of the State.

Senator IHayes presented a petition
Wednesday from R. S. Guest,of 953
Madison avenue, Baliimore, in relation
to overcharges by the Uuion Street Car
Line. In his petition Mr Guest gsks: By
what authority does the Catensville
Horse-car Line (a part of the Union
Line) charge five cents to the present
city limits on week days—that is, from
West Pratt street and Frederick road to
a short distance beyond Irvington—and
on Sundays the fare is ten cents?

Mr. Brennan’s weckly pay bill was
substituted for the unfavorable report
and read the first time Tuesday.

Senator layes presented a memorial
Tuesday from the State executive com-
mittee of the World’s Fair board asking
tf‘n_r an appropriation of $100,000 for the
air. .

Mayor Latrobe’s batch of bills, which
haye been considered by the city delega-
tion, are beginning to attract attention.
QOne of them is to enable the city to raise
a loan of $6,000,000. Another ;author-
izes the Mayor and City Council to pro-
vide conduits for telephone, telegraph,
electric light and other wires,and an-
other authorizes the city to regulate the
erection and maintenance ot telegraph,
telephone and other poles.

Senator Evans’ bill providing that the
Governor be authorized to sell, lease or
mortgage the Cattle Yards and Scales,
now unproductive of revenueto the State,
has been favorably reported by the Fi-
nance Committee, with some material
amendments. These strike out the word
lease, thereby providing for a direct
sale, if a suflicient price can be obtained,
and vest the power of selling in the
Board of Public Works.

The ULond of Treasurer Spencer C.
Jones is $200,000. His bondsmen are
from Montgomery and Frederick
counties, as follows: Howard Grif-
fith, James B. Henderson, Hattersly W.
Talbott, Joseph D. Baker, Danfel Baker
and William G. Baker.

Mr. Gallagher has introduced a bill to
regulate telephone charges in Baltimore,
and another for the establishment of
an additional station-house in the
twenty-first and twenty-second wards.

Mr. Carr has introduced a bill provid-
ing that pawnbrokers shall hereafter
chargeoaly 1 per cent a month.

It is taken for granted that the present
State librarian, Dr. E. P. Duval, will be
reappointed.

There are se-eral applicants for the
position of commissioner of the land of-
fice, among them Delegate Philip D.
Laird, of Montgomery county.

A large delegation of the leaf tobacco
trade of Baltimore appeared before the
Senate committee on inspections and
protested against the passage of the
Laird bill authorizing the Governor to
lease one or two of the State tobacco
warehouses for storage purposes.

Mr. Spencer C. Jones qualified as the
treasurer of Maryland Tuesday.

Mr. Thomas H. Hunt and ex-Senator
W. B. Peter, of Howard county, were at
the State House Wednesday.

The Archer bondsmen have asked the
Governor to take action on their peti-
tion for relief.

The city tobaceo trade has ceased its
active efforts against the bill for leasing
State tobacco warehouses for general
storage purposes.

The Senate Thurzday, after a spirited
debate, passed the bill authorizing the
Governor to lease tobacco warehouses
for general storage purposes when not
required for the storage of tobacco. Un-
der the bill the Governor can appoint a
keeper for each leased warehouse at a
salary of £1,800, with clerks at $1.000.
The bill will be held by the Governor
until he has heard what the city trade
has further to say about it.

A bill is to be introduced incorporat-
ing the Maryland and Washington; Rail-
way Company.

Senator Wirt has introduced a bill
providing for civil service regulations
in Maryland.
