Washington press dispatches of Sat-
urday last say:

‘This  can
be stated  authoritatively and with
emphasis  from Don M. Dickin-

son, whose personal relations with the
ex-President are well known.

It is one of the main freatures which
hasdeveloped during the brief but im-
portant visit he has made here. He
reached Washington last night with
Deputy Secretary of State Rowley, of
Michigan, and from the moment of his
arrival tha atmosphere was charged with
Cleveland sentiment.

Mr. Dickinson had come direct from
New York, where he had met the lead-
ers of the Cleveland movenient and had
a lengthy talk with Mr. Cleveland him-
self. Tlie Michigan man was, therefore,
talking. understandingly on the situa-
tion.  Ten minutes afier Mr. Dick-
inson arrived he was in a cab headed for
the house of Senutor Gorman, the “dark
horse” of the situation. ‘Bhe conference
which ensued lusted three hours.

To-day Mr. Dickinson is again with
Mr. Gorman in the latter's Senate com-
mittee-room. Mr. Dickinson dodged the
interviewers as much as possible, and
when they oceasionally ran him down
in the Supreme Court room or the Cap-
1tol corridors he smilingly assured them
there was absolutely nothing to say

“A  few  weeks ago it might
