BLeoKLYN, June 19.—Rev. Dr. Tulmage
'3 now on the Atlantic, having saded from
New York on the 15th inst. for Liverpool
for a preaching tonr in England, Scosland,
Ireland - and  Sweden Before visiting
Sweden Dre Talmage will go to Russia.
there to witness the reception and disposi-
tion of the cargo of breadstuils on board
The Christian Herald relief steamship Leo,
which sailed last week for St. Petersburg.
Previous to his departure he dictated to
his stenographer the following farewell
sermon, to be read by the vast and widely
seuttered audignees whom it is his weekly
privilege to address through the medinm
of the newspaper press.  He took his text
from II Timothy iv, 6, “The time of my
departure is at hand.”

Departure! That is a word used oaly
twice in all the Bible. But it isa word
often used in the courtroom, and means
the desertion of one course of pleading for
another. It is used in navigation to de-
scribe the distance between two meridizns
passing  through the extremities of a
course, It is a wond 1 have recently heird
applied to my departure from America to
Europe for a preaching tour to last uatil
September.  Ina smaller and less signifi-
cant sense than that implied in the text, I
can gay, “The time of my departure is at
hand.”

Through the printing press I addressthis
sermon to my readers all the world over,
and when they read it I will be in mid-
ocean, and unless sonwthing new happens
inmy marine eéxpericnces f will he in no
condition to preach. But how unimpaor-
tant the word departure when applial to
exchange of continents as when applial to
exchange of worlds as when Paul wrote,
“The thne of my departure is at hand.”

Now departure implies a starting place
and a place of destination. When Paul
left this world, what was the starting
point? It was a scene of great physical
distress. It was the Tullianum, the lower
dungeon of the AMamertine prison, Rome,
Italy. The top dungeon was bad enough,
it having no means of ingress or egress,
but, through an opening in the top.
Through that the prisoner was lowered,
anmd through that came all the food and
air and light received. It was a terrible
place; that upper dungeon, but the "lal-
lianum was the lower dungeon, and that
was still more wretched, the enly light
and the only air coming through the roof,
and that roof the floor of the upper dun-
geon. That was Paul’s last earthly resi-
dence.

I was in that lower dundton in Novem-
ber, 1880, It is made of volcanic stone. 1
messured it, and from wall to wall it was
fifteen feet. The highest roof was seven
feet from the floor, and the lowest roof five
feet seven inches.  The opening in the roof
through which Paul was let down was
three feet wide. The dungeon has a seat
of rock two and ahalf feet high and a shelf
of vock four feet high. It was there thiat
Paul spent his last days on earth, and it is
there that I see him now, in the fearfnl
dungeon, shivering, blie with cold, wait-
ing for that old overcoat which he had sent
for up to Troas, and which they had not
yet sent down, notwithstanding he had
written for it.

PAUL’S IMPRISOXMENT.

If some skillful surgzeon should go into
that dungeon where Paul is incarcerated,
wegnisht find out whit are the prospects
of Paul’s living through the rough impris-
onment. In the first place be is an.old
man, only_ two years short of seventy. At
that very time when he most needs the
warmth, and the sunlight, and the fresh
air, he is shut'out from the sun. What are
thgpse scarson his ankles? Why, those were
golten when e was fast, Lis feet in the
stocks.  Fvery time he turned, the flesh on
his ankles started. What are those sears
on bis back? You know he was whipped
five times, each time getting thirty-nine
strokes —one hundred  and  ninety-five
bruisés on the back (count them?!) made by
the Jews with rads of elm winal, cach one
of the one hundred and ninety-five strokes
bringing the blood.

Look at Paul's face and looks at his
arms. Where did he get those bruises?$
I think it was when he was struguling
ashore amid the shivered timbers of the
shipwreck. - I wsee a gash in Paul’s side.
Wheredid he get thatz 1 think he got
that in the tussle with highwaymen, for
he hadlbeen in peril of. robbers, and he
had money of his own. He was a me-
chanie as well as an apostle, and I think
the tents he made were as good as his ser-
mons.,

There is o wanness about Paul’s looks.
What makes that? I think a part of that
came from the fact that he was fortwenty-
four Lours on a plank in the Mediterranean
sea, suffering terribly, before he was res-
eued, for he says pesitively, ‘T was a night
and a day in the deep.” Oh, worn out,
emaciated old man! surely yon must he
melanchols; no constitution conld éndure
this nnd be cheerful. Buat I press my way
through the prizon until I come up cldse
to where he is, and by the faint light that
streams througsh the opening I see on his
face a sypernatural joy, and I bow bofore
him, and I say, “Aged man, how can you
Keep cheerful amid  all this gloom?™
His voice startles the darkness of the
plice as he cries out, [ am now ready to
be offered, and the time of my departure is
at hand.”

Hark! What is that shuflling of feet in
the upper dungeon? Why, Paul has an
invitation to a banguet, and he is going tc
line tday with the King.  Those shuflling
feet are the fect of the executioners. Thoey
come and they ery down through ghe hole
of the dungeon: *“Hurry up, old man
Come, now; gt yourself ready.” Why.
Paul was ready. e had nothing to pack
up. He had no baggage to take.  He had
Leen ready i good while. I see him rising
up, and straichtening out his stiffencd
limbs, and pushing back his white hair
from .Lis crevieed torehead, and sce him
looking up throuzh the fiole in the roof of
the dunzeon into the face of his execution
ers, and hear him say, “I am now ready to
be offered, and the time of my departure is
at hand.”

Then they lift him out of the dungeon,
and they start with him to the place of ex-
ceution.  They saye lurry along, old
man, or you will feel the weight of our
spear.  Hurry along.”  “How far is it,”
rays Paul, “we have to travel?”’” “Three
miles.” Three m.ilvs is a gowd way for an
old man to teavelafter he has becn whip-
ped and erippled with maltreatment. DBat
they soon get to the place of execntion—
Acquir Salvia—and he is fastened to the
pillar of martyrdom. It does not take any
strength te tie bim fast.  He makes mo re-
sistance.

O Piaud! why not now strike for your

life? You bave a great many frisnds here.
With that withered hand just launch the
thunderbolt of the people upon those in-
famoas soldiers. No! Paul was not going
to tuterfere with his own coronation. He
was too glad to go. 1 see him leoking up
in the fuce of his exccutioner, and, as the
grim oflicial draws the sword, Paul ealmly
says, “1 am now ready to be offered, and
the time of my departureis at hanid.” But
1 put my hand over my eves. 1 want not
bo see that last strugule.  One sharp, keen
ttroke, and Paul does go to the banquet,
and Puul does dine with the king.

What a transition it was! From the
malaria of Rome te the tinest climmato in
all the universe—the zone of eternal benuty
and health. His ashes were put in the
catacombs of Rome, but in one moment the
air of heaven bathad from his soul the List
ache. From shipwreck, from dungeon.
from the biting pain of the elmwownd rods,
from the sharp sword of, the headsman, pe
goes into the most brilliant assemblage of
heaven, a king among kings, multitudes
of .the sainthood rushing out and stretch-
fug forth hands of welcome, for 1 do really
think that ason the right hand of Gl s
Chrrist, so on the right hand of Christ is
Paul, the second great in heaven.

HE CHANGED KINGS,

He changed Kings likewise. Before the
hour of death, and up to the last moment,
he was under Nero, the thick necked, the
cruel eyed, the filthy lipped, the sculpturad
features of that man bringing down to us
to this very day the horrible possibiliti -
of his naturc—scated as he was amid
pictured marbles of Egyvpt, under a roof
adorned with mother-of-pearl, in a dining
room which, by machinery, was kept
whirling day and night with most bewitch-
ing magniticence, his horses standing in
stalls of solid gold, and the grounds around
his palace lighted at night by its victims,
who had been badanbed with tar and pitch
aud then set on five to illumine the dark-
NESE,

That was DPaul’s king. But the pext
moment he goes_into the realm of him
whose reign is love, and whose courts are
paved with love, and. whose throne is sct
on pillaes of love, and whose scepter is
adorned with jewels of love, and whose
palace is lighted with love, and whose life-
time isan eternity of love. When Paul
was leaving so much on this side the piilar
of martyrdom to gain somuch on the other
side, do you wonder at the cheerful vale-
dictory of the text, “The time of my de-
parture is at hand:”

Now, why caunot all the old people have
the same holy glee as that aged man had?
Charles I, when he was combing his head,
found a gray hair, and he sent it to the
queen as a great joke, but old age is really
no joke at all.  For the last forty years you
have been dreading that which ought to
have been an exhilaration.  You say yon
most fear the struggle at the moment the
soul and body part. But millions have
endured that moment, and may not we as
well? They got through with it and so
can we.

Besides this, all medical men agree in
saying that thereis probably no struggle
at the last moment—not so much pain ns
the prick of a pin, the sceming signs of
distress being altogether involuntary. But
you say, “It is the uncertainty of the fu-
ture.” Now, child of God, do not play the
infidel. After God has filled the Bible till
it can hold no more with stories of the
good things ahewd, better not talk about
uncertainties.

But you say, “I cannot bear to think ot
parting from friends here.” If you are
old, you have more friends in heaven than
here. Juwt take the census. Take some
large sheet of paper and begin to record
the names of those who have emigrated to
the &ther shore; the companions of your
school days, your early business associates,
the friends of midlife and those whe more
recently went away.  Can it be that they
have been gone so long you do not care
any more about them, and you do not want
their society? Oh, no. There have been
days when you have felt that vou could
not endure another moment away from
their blessed companionship. They have
gone. You say you would not like to bring
them back to this world of treuble, even if
you had the power. It would not do to
trust you. God would not give you resur-
rection power.

Before tomorrow morning you would be
rattling at the gates of the cemetery, erving
to the departed: “Come back to the cradle
where yon slept! Come back to the hall
where you used to play! Come back to the
table where you used tosit!”  And there
would be a great barglary in heaven. No,
no.  God will not trust you with resurree-
tion power, but he compromises the mat-
ter and says, “You cannot bring them
where you are, but you can go where they
are.”  They are more lovely now than
ever.  Were they bezutiful here, they are
more beantiful there.

A PLACE OF REJUVENATION.

Besides that, it is more healthy there for
you than here, aged man; better elimate
here than these “hot. simmers and cold
winters and late springs: hetter hearingg,
better eyesight; more tonic in the air:
moreperfume in the bloom’; more sweetness
in the song. Do you not feel, aged man,
sometimes as though you would like to get
your arm and foot free? Do you not feel
as though you would like to throw away
spectacles and canes and crutches? Would
you not lfke to feel the spring and elastic-
ity and mirth of an eternal boyhood?
When the point at which you start from
this world is old age, and the point to
which yon go is eternal juvenescence, aged
man, clap your hands at the anticipation,
and say, in perfeet rapture of soul, “The
time of my departure is at hand.”

I remark again, all those ought to feel
this joy of the text who have a holy curios-
ity to know what is beyond this earthly
terminns. . And who has not any curiosity
about it? Paul, I suppose, had the most
satisfagtory view of heaven, and hé 8ayS,
“It. dull‘h not yet appear what we shall be.”

It is like looking through a broken tele-
scope.  “Now wesee through aglass dark-
ly.” €Can you tell me anything about that
heavenly place?  You ask me a thousand
fuestions abont it that I eannot answer.
Iask you a thousand questions abont it
that you cannot znswer.  And do yon won-
der that Paul was so glad when martyr-
dom gave him a chance to go over and
make discoveries in that blessed country?

I hope some day, by the grace ofSGod.
to goover and see for myself; but not now.
No well man, no prospered man; I think,
wants to gS now. ‘But the time will come,
I think, when Ishall go over. I want to
see what they do there, and-I want to see
how they doit. [ do not want to be look-
ing through the gates ajar forever. 1 want
them to stving wide open. There are ten
thousand things I want explained—about
you, about myself, about the government
of this world, about God, about everything.

We start in a plain path of what we
know, and in a minute come up against a
high wall of what we donot know. Iwon-
der how it looks*over there. Somebody
tells me it js like a paved city—paved with
gold; and another man tells me it is like a
fountain, and it is like a tree, and’it is like
a triumphal procession; and the next man
I meet tells meit isall tigurative. 1 really
want fo know, after the body 18 resurrect-

It is illumina-
tion. Itissunburst. It{sthe opening of
all the windows. It is shutting up the
catechism of doubt and the unrolling of
all the scrolls of positive and accurate in-
formation. Instead of standing at the
foot of the ladder and looking up, it is
standing nt the top of the ladder and look-
ing down. It is the last mystery taken
out of botany aud geology and astronomy
and theology.

Oh, will it not be grand to have all ques-
tions answered? The perpetually recur
ring interrogation point changed for the
mark of exclamation. All riddles solved.
Who will fear to go out on that discovery
when all the gquestions are to be decided
which we have been discussing all our
lives? Who shall not clap his hands in
the anticipation of that blessed country, if
it be no better than through holy curiosity
crying, “The time of my departure is at
band?”

I remark again we ought to have the joy
of the text, because, lenving this world, we
move into the best society of the universe.

Well, I see a great throng in
heaven. I say: “Who is the focus of all
that admiration? Who is the center of
that glittering company?”?

Do you know what is the first question
the soul will ask when it comes through
the gate of heaven? [ think the first ques-
tion will be, “\Where is Jesus, the Saviour
that pardoned my sin; that carried my sor-
rows; that fought my battles; that wen
my victories?” O radiant one! how I
would like to sce thee! thou of the manger,
but without its humiliations; thou of the
eross, but without its pangs; thou of the
grave, but without its darkness.

arose, and the fact that upon his endur-
ance depended the rescue of a race, amd
there was darkness in the «ky, and there
