Loxpox, July i0.—Dr. Talimage is spend-
ing a very buey soicon in England.  Not
wnly in the London cinirches, but in the
vrovinces, enortouscrowds have gathered
to hicar the cloquent American preacher.
‘The great Shorediteh Tabernacle in the
east of London, where Rev. W. Cuff
preaches, was thoronged atnost to suffoca-
tion and the wrge Congresational church
in the Hackney, district could not hold
tinlf the people who tried to et nto it
though it was'on a Monday cvening that
Dr. Talmage preached -there. Outside
London the eagerness to hear him f:as been
quite as intense.

In Liverpool, Mgichester, Nottingham,
Crewe and [kanley no chureh could be
founml Lage enough to accommodate the
anediences, and Dr. Talmage preached in
the halls in which the great political con-
ventions are held, and the capacity of these
wis tested to the utmost. Since his ar-
rival he has preached seven times each
week. The sermon selected for publica-
tion thisesweek is from the text, Revela-
tions vii, 9, 10, “After this I belicld, and lot
a great muititude which no man could
nuber, of all nations and Kindreds and
people and tongues, stood  before  the
throne, and before the Lamb, clothed with
white robes, and palms in their hands, and
cricd with a loud voice, saying, Salvation
to our God which sitteth upon the throue,
and unto the Lamb.”

It is impossible to come in contact with
anything grand or beantiful in art. ttinre
or religion witheut being profited and ele-
vated,  We go into the art gallery and our
soul meets the soul of the painter, and we
hear the hum of kis forests and the elash
of his contlicts, and see the clond blossom-
ing of the sky aind the foamn blossoming of
the ceenn: aned we coine out from the gal-
lery better nien than when we went in.
We o tato the concert of musie and are
tifted into enchantiment; for days after cur
sotl seems to rock with a very tumult of
joy. as the sea, after a long stress of
weather, rolls and rocksand surges a great
while before it comes back- to its ordinary
calm.

On the same principle it is profitable to
think of heaven, and look off upon that
Iandseape of joy and light which St. John
depicts; the rivers of gladuess, the trees of
life, the thrones of power, the commin-
glings of ceverlasting love. 1 wish this
morning that I could bring heaven from
the list of intangibles and make it seem to
you as it really is—the great fact in all his-
tory, the depot of all ages, the parlor of
God’s universe.

This acrount in my text gives a pictare
of heaveh as it ison a holiday. Now if a
man ¢ame to New York for the first time
en the day that Kossuth arrived fromn
fluncary, and he saw the arches lifted,
and the flowers flung in the streets, and he
heard the guns booming, he would have
been very foolish to suppose that that was
the ordinary appearance of thecity. While
heaven is always grand and always beau-
tiful, I think iny text speaks of a gala day
in heaven,

A GRIEAT DAYSIN HHEAVEN.

Itis o time of great celebration—perhaps
of the birth or the resurrection of Jesus;
perhaps of the downfall of some des-
potism: perhaps because of the rushing
in of the millenniuin. I Kknow not
what: but it does seem to me in reading
this passace as if it were a holiday in
beaven., “After this I beheld, and lo! a
great muiticide which no man could num-
ber, of all nations and kindreds and peo-
ole and tonguces, staxd efore the throne,
and before the Lomb, clothed with white
robes, and paims in their hnnds, and erfed
with a loud veice, saying, Salvation to cur
God which sitteth upon the throne, and
unte the Lamb.”

I shall speak toyou of the glorified in
heaven—their number, theis antecedents,
their dress, their symbols and theéir song.
But bow shall T begin by telling you of
the numbers of those in heaven? 1 have
seen a curious estimate by an ingenious
man who ealeulates how long the world
was woing to last, and how many people
there are in each generation, and then
sums up the whole matter, and says he
thinks there will be twenty-seven trillions
of souls in glory. I haye no faith in his
eetimate. I simply take the plain an-
rouncement of the text—it {s “a great
xn':'L: ttude, which no man can number.”

Ivery foew yewrs in this country we take
acensus of the population, and it is very
easy to tell how mmany people there are in
a city or nation. but who shall give the
census of the great nation of the saved?
It is quite easy to tell how many people
thene are in ditTerent  denominations
of Christians—how many Baptists and
Mthodists and Episcopalians and Preshy-
terians: of all the denominations of Chris-
tians we could make an estimate.

Suppose they were gathered in one great
andience room:; how overwhelning the
spectacle! But it would give no idea of
the great audicnce room of heaven=the
multitiudes that bow down and that lift up
their hosannas. Why, they come from all
the chapels, from all the eathedrals, from
all sects, from all ages; they who prayed
in splendid liturgy, and those who in bro-
ken sentences uttered the wish of broker.
hedrts—from  Grace chureh and Sailors’
Bethel, from under the shapeless rafters
and fromander high sprung arch—*a great
multitude, that no man can number.”’

One of the most impressive things [ have
looked upon is an army.  Standing upon a
hillside you see forty thousand or fifty
thoasand men passalong.  You can hardly
imazind the impression if you have not ac-
tuaily felt it, but you may take all the
armies that the earth has ever seen—the
lecions nnder Sennacherib and Cyrus and
ruesar, Xerxes and Alexander and Napo-
leon and all our medern forees and put
them in one great array, and then on some
rwifs steed yoir may ride 2long the lineand
review the troops and that accumulated
host fram all azes seems like ahalt formed
regiment compared with the great array of
the redecned,

THE GREAT PARADE.

I stood vue day at Williamsport, and saw
on ihe epposite side of the Potomace the
forces coming down, regiment after regi-
ment and bricade after brigade.  Jt seemed
as thoush there was no end to the proces-
sion. Dot now let me take the field glass
of St John and ook off upon the hosts of
heaven—thousande upon thousands, ten
thousind gtimes ten thousand, one hun-
dred and forty and four thousand, and
thousands of thousands, until I put down
the ficfd glass and say, “f cannot estimate
it—a wreat multitude that no man can
number.”

from earth and the enraptured of heaven,
and #alk of hundreds of hundreds of hun-

‘duuge«ms. They passed through Spanish

inquisitions.  They were contined in Lon-
don tower. They fought with beasts in
the amphitheater. They were Moravians.
They were Waldenses. They were Al-
bizzenses.  They were Scoteh Covenanters.
They were Sandwich Islanders.

In this world men prefer different kinds
of government.  ‘The United States want a
republie. The British government needs
to be a constitutional monarchy. Austrin
wants absolutism. But when they come
up from carth from different nationalities
they will preferone great monarchy—King
Jesus ruler over it.  Andif that monarchy
were dishbanded, and it were submitted to
all the hosts of heaven who should rule,
then by the unanimous sufirages of all the
redeemed Christ would becoine the presi-
dent of the whole universe.  Magna
Chartas, biils of right, houses of bur-
gesses,  trinmvirates, congresses,  parlia-
ments—nothing in the presence of Christ's
seepter, swaying over all the people who
have entered upon that great glory. Oh!
can you imagine it?  What a strange
commingling of tastes, of histories, of na-
tionalities, *‘of all nations and Kindreds
and people and tongues.”

IN ROBES OF PURITY.

My subject advances, and tells you of the
dress of those in heaven. The-object of
dress in this world is not only to veil the
body, but to wmdorn it. The God who
dresses up the spring morning with blue
ribbon of sky around the brow and ear
rings of dew drops hung from tree branch
and mantle of crimson cloud flung over
the shoulder and the violetted slippers of
the grass for her feet—1 know that God
does not despise beautiful apparel.  Well,
what shall we wear in heaven? “Isaw a
great multitude clothed in white robes.”

Duat
when these boreavements have all passed,
and there are no mere graves to dig aad
no more cofiins to make and no more sor-
Fouv to suffer. we shall pull off this monrn-
inz and be robed in white. I see asonl go-
ing rizht up from 2211 this scene of sin and
trouble inzo glory. I scem to hear him say:

When Christ my Lord shall gather

His kingdom to inherit—
Good nicht till then.

When Christ our Lord shall gather
Al his redeemed ngain,

is kingdom to inherit—
Good night till then.

My subject advances, and tells you of the
symbols they carry.  If my text had rep-
resented the good in heaven as carryving
cypress branches, that woulld have meant
sorrow.  If my text had represented the
good in heaven as carrving nightshade,
that would have meaut sin. But it is a
palim branch they carry, and that s vic-
tory. When the people came home from
war in olden times the conqueror rade at
the head of his troops, and there were
triumphal arches and the people would
come out with branches of the palm tree
and wave them all along the host. \What
a siznificant type this of the greeting and
of the joy of the redeemed in heaven! On
exrth they were condemned, and were put
out of polite circles.  They had infamous
hands strike them on both cheeks.  In-
fernal spite spat in their faces.  Theirback
ached with sorrow.

JOY OF THE REDEEMED,

Their brow recked with nnalleviated toil.
How weary they were! Sometimes they
broke the heart of the midnight in the
midst of all their anguish, erying out, “0
God!”™  But hark now to the shonut of the
deliverad captives, as they lift their arms
from tiw shackles and they cry out, **Free!
iree!”  They look back upon ail the trials
throush which they have passed, the bat-
ties they have fought, the burdens they
carried, the misrepresentations they suf
fered, and becanse they are delivered from
all these they stand before God waving
their palms. They come to the feet of
Christ and they look up into his face, and
they remember Lis sorrows, and they re-
member his pain, and they remember kis
groans, and they say: “Why, [ was saved
by that Christ.  He pardoned my sins, he
soothed my sorrows,” and standing there
they shall be exultant, waving their palms.

That hand once held “the implement of
steil or wiclded the sword of war, but now
it plucks down branches from the tree of
life as they stand before the throne way-
ing their palims. Onee he was a pilgrim
on earth; he evnuneched the hard crusts, he
walked the weary way.  But it is all gone
now—the sin gone, the weariness gone, the
sickness gone, the sorrow gone.
