DR. TALMAGE SPEAKS OF THE USES
OF ADVERSITY.

Why “It Behoved Christ to Suftfer—There
lias Never Been Such an Exanrple of
Endurlng Patience as We Find on the

Cross.

LoxpoN, Aug. 14.—Rev. Dr. Talmage's
Lnuropean preaching tour is drawing to
a4 close. During the week he has
preached three or four times in different
cities, following out the programme al-
ready announced, and everywhere meeting
lgrze and enthusiastic audiences. This
wk he epeaks at Leeds, Bradford, Shef-
el and Derby.,  The subject chosen for
“Usefnl Suffering,” the  text
taken heing Luke xxiv, 46, “It behoved
Chri-t to suffer.” ’

There have been scholars who have ven-
tured the asscriion that the pains of our
Lord were unneces-ary. Indeed it was a
chocking waste of and blood aned
avony, unless some great end were to be
reached.  If men e prove that no good re-
<ult comes of it, then 1he character of God
is impeached and the puiverse must stand
abhorrent and denunciatory at the fact
that the Father allowed the butchery of
his only begotten Son.

We all admire the brave six hundred
men deseribed by Tennyson as dashing into
the conflict where they knew they must die,
and knew at the same time that “some one
hid blinder’d,” but we are abhorrent of the
nan who made the blunder and whocaused
the saerifice of those brave men for no ase.
But [ <hall show you, if the Lord will help
me. this morning that for good reasons
Christ went through the torture.  In other
words, “It hehoved Christ to sutfer.”

In the first place, 1 remark that Christ’s
lacerations were necessary because man's
rescue wis an impossibility except by the
payment of some great sacritice. Outraged
Iaw had thundered against iniquity. «Man
must die unless a substitate can intercept
that death. Let Gabriel step forth. e
refuses.  Let Michael the archangel sten
forth. He refuses. No Roman citizen, no
Athenian, no Corinthian, no reformer, no
angel volunteered.  Christ then bared his
heart to the pang. He paid for our re-
demption in tears and  blood and wounded
feet and scourged shoulders and torn
brow. *It is done.” Heaven and earth
ticanrd the snap of the prison bar. Sinad
ceased to quake with wrath the moment
that Calvary began to rock in erucifixion.
Christ had suiferad.

The Vanderbilt Whip.

The Vanderbilt family owns a valuable
whip. It was presented to the late W. H.
Vanderbilt. The design was made by Fritz
Kaldenburgz, the sculptor, at a cost of
22,000, The whip and ivory stock, before
any carving was done, cost 3600, It is
seven feet long. Above the stock the whip
is made of solid whalebone, then worth
three dollars per pound, now scarce at ten
dollars. Over this solid whalebone is the
finest braiding of split tapered whalebone
ever attempted.

The braiding of the whip and the mak-
ing of the snapper occupied one whole
month. The case for the whip cost $100.
The handle of the whip is of the purest
ivory, 21 inches long and 1} inches thick
at the butt end, which is an ornamental
capital, from which a floral pattern ema
nates, emblematic of power, truth and per-
petuity, which encircles four panels. In
cach panel is a wonderful piece of carving,
onone side a locomotive and a train of
ears, on the other a steamboat, symboliz-
ing the foundation of Cornelins Vander-
bilt’s great achievements.

On the third and fourth panels are the
achievements of WL H. Vanderbilt’s genius
—the Grand Central railroad depot on
one. and on the other himself in a buggy
driving his celebrated fast horses on the
road. On the end of the handle two por-
trait busts in high relief of Cornelius and
W. H. Vanderbilt—father and son. The
whip is sacredly kept in a glass case
among the art treasures of the Vanderbilt
wallery, and in future generations will be
treasured as a work of art, even though it
is only a whip.—Jewelers’ Review.

Birds Which Delight in Colors.
