WASIT LEGAL?

A Question as to the Apvointment of
Bupervisors of Election.

The legality of the appointment by
Governor Brown, without conflrmation
by the Senate, of supervisors of election
in the nine counties included by the last
Legisluture in the Australian ballot law
is questioned in some quarters. It is
contended that the Grovernor had no
right to make the appointment without
calling & special session of the State
Senate to contirm them, and that to do
otherwise will affect the validity of the
coming clection for presidential electors
and consequently the electoral vote of
Maryland. Those who oppose the Gov-
ernor’s action in the matter say that the
appointments would be in strict accord-
ance with thelaw if the oftices happened
to be old ones.  As they were created by
the last Legislature, the Governor has no
authority, in their opinion, to till the
oftices without the Senate’s contirmation.

The same question is involved in  the
appointment of school commissioners,
which is now being  agitated in several
of the counties, and it will probably
reach the courts. The Governor made
the appointments after an opinion from
Atiornev-General Poe that he had author-
ity todo so.  Mr. Poe says the Gover-
nor acted under section 11, of article 2,
of the State constitntion, which is as
follows: *“In case of any vacancy dur-
ing the recess of the Senate in any oflice
which the Governor has power to fill he
shallappoint some snitable person to sajd
oftice, whose commission shall continue
in force until the end of the next session
of the Legizlature or until some other
person is appointed to the same oflice,
whichever skall tirst occur,and the nom-
ination of thie person thus appointed
during the recess,or of some other per-
son in his place, shall be made to the
Senate within thirty days of the next
meeting of the Legistature.”

Mr Poe says there wasa vacancy in
the oftices, although they were newly
created and that the Governor had the
same authority to make the appoint-
ments asif the oflices were old ones.
“The Governor made the appointments
under the belief that he Lad the right to
do so, 1n which view he is sustained by
me,” Mr. Poe added. “The calling of an
extra session of the Senate would in-
volve a heavy expense and the Governor
asked me if it was necessary. [ advised
him that it was not, and that he could
fiil the offices until the mecting of the
Legislature in 1894, In any event, the
result will not afTect the electoral vote
of the State, as the electoral commission
decided that you can’t go behind the re-
turns,”

Those who hold the contrary view say
there was no vacancy in the new oflices.
They cite two precedents in support of
their side of the controversy. ‘These
precedents are the opinions given by
Attorney-General Gwinn to Governor
Carroll in 1876, and the opinion given by
Attorney General Whyte to Governor
Jackson in 1890, both of which hold that
it ia neccssary that appointments by the
Governor to newly-created oflices shall
he confirmed by the Senate.  Attorney-
General Gwinn's opinion was in refer-
ence to the appointment of ASSessors,
and in accordance with it Governor Car.
roll called a special session of the Senate
to confirm his appointments. Attorney.
General Whyte's opinion was in refer-
ence to the appointment of shipping
commissioners.  Governor Jackson de.
clined to call the Senate together hecause
of the expense.  In consequence a num-
ber of acts passed by the preceding Leg-
islature failed to become laws, us the
Governor did not sign them, acting un-
der Attorney-General Whyte's opinion
that the appointments to be made woulil
have te be contimed by the Senate—Bal-
timore Sun.
