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AT THE TABERNACLE.

DR. TALMAGE ON THE NEED OF
INCREASED CHRISTIAN ACTIVITY.

Pishermen Were Chosen DBecause They

Were Brave and llardy—The Bound-
less Sea of God’s Wend—Do Not lug
the Shore, bat Sail Out Boldly.

BROOKLYX, Oct. 2.--Since his return from
Furope Dr. Talmage has facay audiences
unusually large and enthusiastic, who are
attracted to the Tabernacle no less by the
potent eloquence of the preacher than
through a desire to hear from his own lips
the message of thanks intrusted to him by
the czar to the contributors of The Chris-
tinn Herald famine cargo, which he and
Mr. Klopsch conveyed to Russia in the
steawmer Leo. [t is understood that Dr,
Tahnage has in preparation a fall acconunt
of the mission to Russia, as well of his
own preaching tour to Germany, Engiand,
Scotland and IreluAl. The text this morn-
ing was taken from Luke v, 4, “Launch
out into the deep.”

Christ, starting on the campaign of the
world’s “conquest, was selecting his stafl
officers. ‘I'here were plenty of students
with high foreheads, and white Lands, and
intellectual faces, ind refined tastes in
Rome and in Jerusalem. Christ might
have called into the apostleship twelve
bookworms, or twelve rhetoricians, or
twelveartists,  Instead he takes a wrcup
of men Who had never made a speech; never
taken a lesson in belles-lottres; never been
sick enough to make them look delicate
—their hands broad, clumsy and har!
knuckled. He chose fishermen, among
other reasons, I think, because they were
physically hardy. Rowing makes strong
arins and stout chests.  Much climbing of
ratlines makes one’s head steady. A €iali
lee tempest wrestled men into gymnasts.

The opening work of the church was
rough work. Christdid not want twelve in-
valills hanging about him, complaining att
the time how badly they felt. He leaves
the delicate students at Jerusalem and
Rome for their mothersand aunts to take
care of, and goes down to the seashore :udd
out of the toughest material makes an
apostleship. The ministry need more cor-
poreal vigor than™ any other class. Fine
minds and good intentions are important,
but there must be physical force to back
them. Theintellectual mill wheel may be
well built and the grist good, bat there
must be enough blood in the mill race to
turn the one and to grind the other.

THE APOSTOLICAL FISHERMAN.

He chose fishermen also because they
were used to hard knocks., The man whe
cannot stand assmult is not fit for the min-
istry. It always has been and always will
be rough work, and the man who, at every
censure or caricature, sits down to cry
hiad better be at some other work. It is no
place for ecclesiastical dol! babics. A man
who cannot preach because he has for-
gorten his manuscript or lost his spee-
tacles ought not to preach at all. Heaven
deliver the church from a ministry that
preach in kid gloves and from sermons in
black morocco covers! These fishermen
were rough and ready. They had been in
the severest of all colleges.

When they were knocked over by the
main boom of the ship they entered the
Siphomore; when washed off by a great
wave they entered the Junior; when
floating for two days without food ordrink
on a plank they came to the Senior, and
when at last their ship dashed on the beach
in a midnight hurricane they graduated
with the first honor:

My text finds Jesus on shipboard with
one of these bronzed men—Simon by name,
This fisherman had been sweeping his net
in shoal water. “Push out,” says Christ
*What is the use of hugging the shore in
tids boat? Here is a lake twelve miles
long and six wide, and it is all populated
—just waiting for the sweep of your nct.
Launch out it into the deep.”

The advice that my Lord gaae to Simon
is as appropriate for usall in a spiritual
sense.  The fact is that most of us are just
paddling alongz the shore.  We are afgrid
to venture out into the great deeps of Ged
and Christian experience. We think that
the boat will be upset, or that we cannot
“clew down the mizzen topsail,” and our
cowardice makes us poor fishermen, |
think I hear the voice of Christ command-
ing us, as he did Simon on that day when
bright Galilee, set in among the green
hills of Palestine, like water fiashing in an
emerald enp, “Launch out into the deep.”

DEEP STUDY OF THE BIBLE.

This divine connsel comes first to ali
those who are p:u%cllin_u in the marsin of
Bible research. My father read the Bible
throuuh three times after he was cighty
years of age, and without spectacles—not
for the mere purpose of saying he had been
thiough it so often, but for his cternal
profit.  John Colby, the brother-in-Lyw of
Daniel Webater, learned to read after he
was cighty-four yvears of aze, in order that
he might become acquainted with the
Seripiures.  There is no book in the world
that demands so much of our attention as
the Bible. Yet nine-tenths of our Chyris-
tian men get no more than ankle deep.
They think it is a good sign not to venture
too far. They never ask how or why, and
if they see some Christian becoming in-
quisitive abaut the deep things of Gl
they say, “Be eareful; you had better not
o out so far from shorve.”

My answer is: The farther you zo from
shore the better, if you have the richt kind
of ship. If you have mere worldily phi-
lossphiy for ti:e hulk andspride for a sail
and seK ceneeit for the helin, the first
squall will destroy you.  Buat if you take
the Bible for vour craft the farther you go
the better, and after you have gone ten
thousand furlongs Christ will still com-
mand, “Launch out into the deep.”  Ask
some such question as, “Who is God?”
and woon for ten years asking it. Ask it
at the wite of every parable: amid the
excitement of evers miracle; by the solita-
riness of cvery patriarchal thrashing loor;
amid the wiite faces of Sennacherib’s
slain tarned up into the moonlizht: sunid
the Hying chariots of the Golden City,

A=k who Jdesus is, and keep on asking it
of every Bible lily, of every raven, of every
vtar, of every erazed brain eared, of every
blind man come to suniight, of cvery coin
in a fish’s mouth, of every loaf that got to
be five loaves, of every wrathful sea paci-
ficd. of every prulscless arm stretehed forth
in geatulation: ask it of his inother, of
Auncusins, of Herod, of the Syrophecaician
wornarn, of the diam=et that woke up from
the death sleep, of Joseph who had hine
buricd, of the angel posted as sentinel at
Lis tomh, of the dumb carth that shook
and groaned and thunderced when he died.

A\ missionary in Francee offered a Bible
in an bumble dwelling,  The man took it,
torec out a dozen pages, and with them be-
pan to licht his pipe.

The text i= appropriate to all Christians
of shizllow experience. Doubts and fears
have in our day bheen almost elected to the
parliament of Christian graces. Some con-
sider it & badd sign not to have any doubts.
Doubts and fears are not signs of health,
but festers and carbuncles. You have a
vilusble house or farm. It is suggested
that the title is not good. You employ
cotinsel. You have the deeds examined.
Yau search the recerd for mortgages, judg-
ments and liens, You are not satisfied un-
til you have a certificate, signed by the
sreat seal of the state, assaring you that
the title is good. Yet how many leave
their title to heaven an undecided matter!
Why do you not go to the records and tind
out? Give yourself no rest, day or night,
until you can read your title clear to man-
sions in the skies.

Lord” this and “O Lord” that. When
poople are cold and have nothing to say to
God they strew their prayers with “0O’s™
and “Foreveraad ever, Amen,”” and things
to G up. Pell God what you want with
tire teeling that he is ready to give it, and
Believe that yon will receive, and you shall
bave it. Shad that old prayer you have
been making these ten years., It is high
time that yeu outgrew it. Throw it aside
with your old ledgers, and your olid hats,
and your old shoes. Tuke a review of
your bresent wants, of yvour present sins
and of veur present blessings.  With a
sharp blade cut away your past half and
Chiristian life, and with new determi-
nation, and new pians, and new c.\‘p(-::t:x-
tions lanuch ont into the deep.

The text is appropriate to all who are
engazad in Christian work. The church
of Ged has been fishing along the shore.
We set our net ina good, calm place and
in sight of o fine chapel, and we go down
every Suanday to see if the fish have been
wWire enousic to come into our net. We
micht learn soinething from that boy with
kis keok and line.

He sits down on
oy no tich, e stands in the sunlight
and casts the line, but no tish, He goes
up by the il dam and stands behind the
biank, where the fish cannot see him, and
ke has hardly dropped the hook before the
cork zoes wier.

In other werds, in our Christian work,
why do we vet go where the fish are? It
is ot so casy o catek souls in church, for
they Rnow that we are trying to take
them, if you can rhrow your line out into
the world wiere they are not expecting
you, they will be captared.  Is it fair to
tabhe men by such siratagem? Yes, |
would like to cheat dfive thousand souls
into the Lincdom.

The whele policy of the church of God is
to be chanved, Instend of ehiclly looking
afier the few wiho have become Christiams
hief n-l]; ‘is will be for those outside.
I after wnon is converted he cannot take
care of him=cif I am not going to take care
of rm. If he thinks that I am going to
erlind and pat him on the back, and feed him
out of an clecant spoon, and watch him
so that he docs not get into a draft of
woridliness, he is muech mistaken, We
bave in our churches a great mass of help
less, inane profescors, who are doing noth-
ing for themseives or for others, who want
us to step and pirse them,  They are so
troubled with doubt as to whether they
are Christizns or not. The doubt is set-
tled. Thiey ure not Christiang, The best
we cin do with thesc fish is to throw them

again with the Gospel net.

Nog it
is not a river nor a bay, hut a sea. |
should like to persuade you to launch out
into the great deen of God's merey. 1am a
merchant. i have bonghta cargo of spices
in Indie. ! have, through a biil of ex-
change, paid forthe whole cargo. Youarea
shipf%apiain, 1 give yvou the onders and
say, “Bring me thoze spices.”  You land
in indiz. You goto the trader and say,
“llere are the orders,” and you find every-
thing all rigzht. You do not stop to pay
the money yourself. It is not your busi-
ness to pay it. The arrangements were
miide before you started.  So Christ pur-
chases your parndon.  He puts the papers
or the promises into your hand. Is is
wise to stop and say, “I cannot pay for my
redemption?” God does not ask yon to
pay. Relying on. what bhas been done,
launch cit into the deep.

THE PIBLE GIVES COURAGE.

The Bible's promi=es join hauds, and the
circle they make will compass all yeur
sins, and all your temptations, and all
your sorrows. The round table of King
Arthurand his knights had room for only
thirteen bangueters, but the round tabke
of God’s supnly is large enough for all the
present inhabitants of earth and heaven to
sit at, and for the still mightier popula-
tions that are yet to be.

“Be
it known unto you. men and brethren, that
through this man is preached unto yon
forgiveness of sins.”” I preach it with as
much confidence to the eighty-yvear-old
iransgressor ats to the maiden. ‘Rhough
your sins were blol red they shall be
snow white.

The
hizh water mark of God’s pardon is higher
than all your transgressions.  *“The blowd
of Jesus Christ cleanseth from all sin.”’

Is there any sin this Redeemer
cannot pardon?
