THE LAST WEEK BEFURE THE ELEC-
TION ANDNEWS AT A DISCUOUNT.

A Growing lndustry—-Howard County
Furmers Interested in Canning Enter-
prises—The Urange Urove Bridge and
Roed Question.

A marked degree of interest has been
displayed in the vegetable canning busi-
pess in Howard during the past season,
and so thoroughly has its profitableness
been demonstrated that many of the
farmers in different sections of the
county are seriously considering the
feasibility of abandoning the raising of
cereals and adopting the cultivation of
vegetables in orderto supply the in-
creasing demands of that industry. A
considerable acreage above that of last
season was planted in vegetables this
year by the truckers, but the long
droughts which prevailed during the
summer proved a serious handicap to
their yield, and it is stated that from this
cause & number of contracts for supply-
ing the canned goods to customers at
distant points had to be cancelled. Not-
withstanding this fact, it is claimed that
what was lacking in quantity was, in a

great measure, made up in” the ready
demands and good prices,and,altogether,
a satisfactory return has been realized. |

But a few years ago this industry was
almost entirely unknown in this sec-
tion; but it only required a meager trial
to prove the wisdom in giving a wider
scope to the venture, and now there are
several large establishments, besides a
number run on asmaller scale, in differ-
ent localities of the county, which fur-
nish a ready and easy market for the
products of hundreds of farms and em-
ployment of a large numbet of laborers.
Among the largest of the factories are
those of the Herbert Brethers, at Gray
Rock, a farm of several hundred acres
in the Secopd district, three miles west
of Ellicott City: Judge John McShane's
Mt. Hebron Canneries, also in the
Second district; the Iglehart Brothers’
factory, near Ellicott City, and the
Messrs. Gardner & Sons, at Jessups, in
the southern portion of the county.
The commodious establishment on the
Anne Arundel county side, at Jessups,
of Mr. Charles G. Summers, a Baltimore
dealer, also does an extensive business,
and affords a market for a large percen-
tage of the vegetables produced in
Howard county in that vicinity.

There has been an increase annually
in the trade of these canneries, and the
proprietors have been thereby encour-
aged to put forth greater efforts looking
to its advancement, both by adding to
the capacity of the buildings and offer-
ing better inducements to the producers
for a more abundant supply of vegeta-
bles for the coming season.” The splen-
did facilities for shipping, the unsur-
passed adaptation of the soil, and the
cheap rates at which labor can be obtain-
ed combine, it is claimed, to render
Howard county especially suited for |
this industry, and the day seems not
far distant when it will supplant the
raising of wheat, which, owing to its
low price in recent years, many of the
farmers say they cannot produce with
profitable results.

ORANGE BRIDGE AND ROAD LAWS,

A Full Text of the Road Law—People Must
Read and Decide for Themselves.
Doubtless if there has not been
there will be between this and elec-
tion day a good deal of discussion
as to the respective merits or demerits

of the two local laws to be voted
on, namely: the bridge across the Pa-
tapsco at Orange Grove and the
road law. It is not within our province
aseditor to recommend either of the laws.
As to the Orange Grove bridge it might
be recommended on the ground that
in time the county willbe fully com-
pensated for the money it cost, simply
because it opens up a new outlet from
the county toward Baltimore, something
doubtless to be desired by a good many
people. The promoters of the enterprise
promise an electric railway tosomepoint
toward the interior of the county, gne-
thing certainly very desirable. ?
what assurances have the people tha

this will be done? A mere prowmise is
nothing in a business transaction. It
remains for the people to decide whether
they are willing to tax themselves to the
amount of tifieen thousand dollars on
the general principle that the county
will be benefited to that extent, and how
soon. The title of the act iz a full ex-
planation of the act itself and isas fol-
lows-

An Act to build and establish 2 free bridge
over the Patapsco River between Baltimore
and Howard Counties at a point near to
Orange Grove, and to authorize the commis-
sioners of Baltimore County to levy a tax to
the amount of fifteen thousand dollars, and
toauthorize the commiszioners of Heward
County to issue bouds ¢o the amount of fif-
teen thousaad Goltars. 10 b2 expended in the
construction oi stidb » and the acquisi-
tionof the neeessury luaiadjoining it aad 1o
authorize tiie condelunation ot such tand az d
toauthorize the leivvinzef the taxes by the
resj ective countes, tojrovide forthe pay-
ment of said Londs wiih inerest and 1or tin
keeping said brid<e inrep 2iv, and o provide
for the ojening of roals toatorizecessto
swid bridge,

1t will be more diiticult to decide on
the road law for the reason it is more
complex and must be studied to be fully
acquainted with its provisions. ‘The
inception of the law was from the dosire
to obtain goods roads and i3 moddled
somewhat after the township system in
Pennsylvania. It is based on the ider
that in order to get good highways there
must be some way to pl‘O\‘i(lL‘ money
and therefore aseless to theorize on the
subject of road making unless the neces-
sary funds are in sight, and to that end
the act provides for “an additional tax
of not less than twenty cents nor more
than thirty cents on the hundred dollars.”
Twenty cents on the hundred dollars
will larcely increase the available cash
of any district that adopts the law.
In order that the voter may know . what
he is doing we re-publish the main por-
tions of the law beiow. It should be
said that the first section (which we do
not publish) provides that the law is
operative only in the districts that adopt
it. Where there is a majority in any
district against the law the old law re-
mains in force.

Sgc. 104, Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Marvland, That the County Com-
missioners of Howard County at their next
meeting after the seventh day of November
1802, and at their tirst mecting in January in
every year thereafter, shall appoint one Road
Supervisor in each Election district to act as
such for one year from the timeof hisappoint-
ment or until his sucedssor shall qualify, ex-
cept in case of appointments made in the year
1892, whose term shall extend to the next an-
nual appeintment as herein provided, who
shall give bond to the County Commissioners
for the faithful performance of hisduty, in a
sum equal to the amount of the general road
tax levied for the district for which he is :l‘i-
pointed, and who shall be paid such reasonable
salary as the County Commissioners shall
determine having regird of the services to be
performed by him: and upon the qualitication
of the road rupervisor so appointed, the pres-
ent appointment of road supervisors shall
ceaseand terminate.

SEC. 105, And be it enacted, That it shall be
the duty of said supervisorst to superintend
the construction and repair of all roads, bridges
and culvertsin their respective districts, in-
cluding all work done or givenout under con-
tracts, but no Supervisor shall have any pecu-
niary interest in any contract, nor shall he
furnish any team for any work, unless pre-
viously authorized in writing by the County
Commissioners; and when the construction and
repair of roads shall nat in any district or sub-
district be given out under contract, the
Supervisor shall employ the necessary labor
and teams to do the work required, and shall
dispose of the same in such manner as will be
most cconomical and best for the public bene -
tit; and all bills for contracts, and for Labor and
materials to be supplicd for the roads shall be
made under oath, and shall be approved by
the respective supervisors, before payment
shall be made by the County Commissioners.

SeC. 106, And be it enacted,  That each rond
supervisor shull divide the roads of his district
into two convenient sections, and numnber
them, and if desirable makeany subdivision
of his district, and he shall Keep an account of
all work and other transactions pertaining to
the roads of his district showing the Kindand
quality ot work done on each section ot said
roads, by whom the work was done. and the
cost of the same, which said account shapll be
returned m«mtlﬂ_\' to the County Commission-
ers who shall Keep a record of the same, which
shall at all times be open for ja! e inspection,

SEC. 107. And be it enacted, That any Super-
visor shall be subject to removal by the
County Commissioners, for neglect or refusal
to comply with the autiecs of his oftlee, pro-
vided that notice of the charge be given him
wind he have an opportunity to :u-ip(-ur. and
answer the same; and if any Supervisor shall
resien or be removed, his place shail be tilled
b v the County Comnlissioners immediately

8Ec. 108. And be it enacted, That the County |
Commissioners shall keep a record book for
ecach district, in which shall be recorded, all
the roads of the said district, hereatter to b
opened, and all surveys and vther proceedings
in_reference thereto or in reference to any
bridge in said district.

SEC. MY, Aud be itenacted, That the road
supervisors herein provided tor, shall take
charge o1 all the rouds and bridges in their re-
spective districtsund shall see that no obstruc-
tion is permitted 1n or uponany road or bridge
intheir respective districts,aua when uny roud
or bridge shall torm the boundary between
any ol e districts, the County Coumission-
e shall assign to each district its portion of
said road ur vridge.  Any person placing any
obstruction ol any kind whatsoever in or
upon the public roads, orin the side ditches
thereot shall be liable to a ine of tive dollars
