half a mile. A TiMES represenative in
an interview with a prominent resident
of that locality was told that an efTont
would be inade snoner or later to extend
the road to the Jonestown road inter-
secting somewhberce on Mr. James Gaith-
er's place. The cost of making this road
would he slicht in comparison with
some other rosds, as there are no heavy
grades to be overcome. The drive would
be one of the most pleasant in the vicin
ity of Ellicott City as the branch would
present a series of romantic and sequest-
ered scenes quite unequatled by the
most popular drives to be found in this
section of Mary!land.

[i has been sugeested also that in the
event of the Edmondson Avenue electyic
railway reaching this place the Branch
would present the most acceszible route
for reachinyg the interior of the county

The Electric Light Plant.

An additional boiler has been put in
by the eleciric light company here
which will insure a large amount of
reserve power in case of accident. The
number of lights greatly increased
during the summer, assuring the suecess
of the enterprise. The enterprise has
become a purely loeal one, sustained by
local capital and should be heart-
ily endorsed by our people as tending to
invite capital and settlement. ‘Those
who are using the light would not now
be without it, and in some respects it is
superior to gas, certainly more conven-
ient. Mr. Schreiber, who is the practi-
:al man connected with the concern, is
making every cffort to put the power in
such a condition as will fully meet all
demands in the way of furnishing a
good and reliable light.

The Edmondson Avenue Line,

There is little in the way of the Ed-
mandson Avenue, Catonsville and Elli-
cott City Electric Railway coming here
now since the company has obtained the
necessary franchise in Baltimore eity,
Wkile nothing can be obtained definitely,
at present, it is evident the company s
making strenunous efforts to run electric
cars out this direction.®* The Avenue is
already graded and finished to within
one and three-quarter miles of Ellicott
City. From thence to the river bank
here the grade is all that could be desir-
ed. That there would be n demand for
property along the line goes without
suving.

The company in seeking the right of
way for future operations has had some
difliculty in getting past a part of the
(iarret estate just outside of the city
limits. The board of county commis-
sioners of Baltimore county in session
ou Wednesday granted the company the
necessary privileges at that point, with
the additional right to “grade when and
where necessary.”

THE BOULEVARD.

STRUNG EFFORT TO HAVE IT TAKEA
MORE DIRECT ROUTE.

A Meeting at Highland Hall of Represen-
tative Mon—A Stroung Paper Read on the
Subject—Town and County, State and
Generul News.

In view of the Electric Roads from
Baltimore to Ellicott City, and from
Washington to Colesville, a meeting of
the representative gentlemen of Howard
and Montgomery counties, at the call of
Dr. William H. Hardey, was held in the
town hall at Highland, on Thursday of
last week, seriously to consider the
feasibility of connecting the two roads,
whereby to have continuous rapid
transit through Howard and Montgom-
ery counties, between Baltimore and
Washington. ‘The meeting was largoly
attended and resulted in an encouraging
outlovk. Mr. Samuel Hopkins wag
chosen chaitman, and Rev. Joseph M.
Walter, sceretary.  Resolutions were
oifered by prominent gentlemen of hoth
counties. ‘Those were adopted which
were aegarded by the meeting as best
calculated to  promote the Dbuild-
ing of the road without unneces-
sary delay. ‘The gentlemen of both
counties were unanimous on the
point of mutual benetits, necessarily to
accrue from the union of the two roads.
These benetits were set forth strongly in
an article which we publish below, and
it is to be hoped that attention will be
drawn to them from far and near, and
that suchh opportunities for solid invest-
mests will not be allowed to pass un-
heeded.

STATEMENT READ AT THE MEETING HELD
AT HIGHLAND TOCONSIDER THE CON-
NECTION OF THE TWO ELECTRIC
ROADS FROM BALTIMORE TO
ELLICOTTCITY ANDFROM
WASHINGTONTO
COLESVILLE.

The two cities of Baltimore and
Washington contain together nearly one
million of inhabitants.  Intoimer years,
the distance between Ellicott City ana
Baltimore was estimated at ten miles;
but now the two places have substan-
tially grown together. Formerly the
town of Sligo was considered to be six
miles {from = Washington. Brightwood
avenue connecting the two places, is for
the greater part well built apon, and
the vacant spaces are beirg rapidly filled.
With the exception of six miles, there is
a turnpike all the way from Ellicott City
to Sligo, and by this road the measured
distance is twenty-eight miles.  Rapid
transit would soon make these miles
suburban to both Baitimore and Wash-
ington, and in course of time the suburks
would become parts of the cities. An
electric road isin process of construction
from Baltimore to Ellicott City, and
another is nearly finished to within a
mile of Sligo.

It may almost be said that by this
route, there lie but twenty-eight miles
between the two great cities. The
country is unsurpassed for the richness
of soil,beauty of the landscapes,salubrity
of the air, purity of the water, and the
high moral tone of the resident pop-
ulation.

In order to give encouragement to the
construction of an electric railway over
this route, property holders offer to
donate land, give free the right of way,
subscribe to capital stock, and to
render every assistance in their power
to the enterprise. 'There are now two
railways connecting the two cities, The
fare is one dollar and twenty cents, and
the corporations make money. ‘The
electric 1oad would not charge half this
price. Can any one doubt that its stock
would soon be selling far above par,that
it would be alarge and remunerative
business, and that from year to year its
dividends would largely increase.

The earliest history of razilroading in
the United Staies is connected with Bal-
timore. Up tothis time it has always
been ready to foster all enterprises tend-
ing to help its business. All the territory
traversed by this road is naiurally tribu-
tary to this city,but to get thereinvolves
a tedious journey over country roads.
The ceuntry has now a large and pros-
perous population, and it desires more
intimate business relations with the city
of Bultimore.

There are districts of country where it
may be said ague is abways at home:
where typhoid, diptheria, pneumonia
and malarial diseases prevail from local
causes. Tide water marshes, boggy
marshy lands, stagnant water, a close
substratum which preventssurface water
from filtering through are among these
local causes. These with other things
injurious areentirely absent along the
route of the projected road.

This road takes the farmers’ products
to market. If they be fruits or perish-
uable vegetables, they are not injured in
transit. It passes through limestone and
will carry lime and all the variety of
fertilizers almost to the farmer's field.
If an intended immigrant to Maryland
passes over this road, he must be so jm-
pressed with the agricultural advantages
of the State as to determine to make a
purchase and settle here. This cannot
be said of all thoroughfares.

It may be claimed for this road that
for way travel and freight it has no com-
petition, whereas the road on the old
stage line must compete in this respect
with both the Baltimore and Potomac
andthe Baltimore and Ohio, running
almost alongside of thelast named road.
Where the Patuxent river forms the
boundary between the counties of How-
ard and Montgomery its banks are hold
and romantic. For picnics and summer
excursions they would afford superior
attractions. Their supply of fine build-
ing stone or rubble for McAdam and
concrete roads are practically inexhaus!
ible. The river itsclf lLas numerous
water powers which properly develope:d
would bhecome exceedingly  valuable.

During the summer, boarders resort in
large numbers to the neighborhood of
Sandy Springs. With increased facili-
ties, doubtless the two cities would
greatly increase this supply of periodi-
cal visitors. All that a man hath he will
give for his life. A lhealthy locality
for a residence is the great desideratum.
This is found at all points on this route.

THESTATE OF MARYLAND,

From the annual report of the B. & O.
Raflroad Company given out on Mon-
day we learn that forthe nine months
ended June 30 last the total earnings of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad were
SIS 92757435, the total expenses $13,-
866,577.66 and the net earnings £5,060,-
99669, For the twelve months ended
September 30 last the total earnings
were $26,034167 76 agninst  £24,530,-
39491 fer the twelve months ended
September 30, 1891, an  increase of
21,503,772.45. The expenscs, however,
were 18,595,801 14, against $17.038,-
232 86 the previous year, an increase of
F1.517,56828. Thus the net earnings
were $7,438.366.62 acainst $7,452.162.05,
a decrease of $13,795.43. A dividend of
6 per cent. was paid on the first prefer-
red stock, amounting to $180,000; one at
the same rate on the second preferred
stock, amounting to $120,000, and
another at 1§ ver cent. on the common
stock, amounting to 3312,428.75. Pay-
ments were made amounting to %674,-
057.81 to retire the bonded debt, against
21471.557.81 the year previous, an in-
crease of £202.500.

Friday last was a day of great rejoic-
ing among the Democrats of Frederick
county, and the political victory was
celebrated in Frederick.

Mary,
the pretty daughter of Joseph Kulwa,
had been married at a -Polish church
near by her home, and, the ceremony
being over, the bride and groom and
guests went to the home of Mary’s
parents to celebrate the nuptials, where
an eclaborate wedding breakfast was
enjoyed. In the midst of the festivities
the father of the bride suddenly fell to
the floor and expired almost instantly.
Some of the guests tled in terror to the
street, while the bride flung herself on
the body of her father and wept bitterly.
Death was due to heart disease.

It appears
that on Sunday night, 22d of November,
1891, Bond met a colored woman named
Margaret Cephas on the road between
Laytonsville and Unity, and, after
feloniously assaulting her, beat and
cheked her to death.

Governor Brown has changed the
date for the execution of the eight col-
ored men who were recently found
guilty at Chestertown for the murder of
Dr. Hill, from December 30 to January
13, giving the condemned men two weeks
more of life. The date was changed at
the earnest solicitation of the people of
Chestertown and Kent county, who did
not wish the wholesale banging to take
place :luring Christmas week.

Friday night the people of Oakland
and vicinity celebrated the great Demo-
cratic victory achieved on the 8th of
November by an illumination, torch-
light procession and mass-meeting at
Offutt’s Hall.

The Homestead lockout, which began
early in July, was brought to an end
Sunday morning at a meeting held in the
rink at Homestead which was presided
over by Richard Hotchkiss, the new
chairman of the advisory board. Secre-
tary Killgallon, Vice-President Carney
and Treasurer Madden, national ofticers
of the Amalgamated Association of Iron
and Steel Workers, were present. Ac
cording to Superintendent Wood, of the
Homestead works, not more than f00 or
900 of the total number of old employes
will be able to secure employment. Be-
fore the break which occurred on the
Thursday previous, there were left in
Homestead about 2,800 of the original
3800 men who were loeked out on the
25th day of June.

The new louse will contain 354 mem-
bers instead of 330, the number of the
present House. The Democrats have
lost only 13 on their million popular
sweep of 1890 and the Republicans have
sained 38, as most of the increase of
members by the late census was in the
Republican States.

The Baltimore and Ohio Raiload Com-
pany have just given the Baldwin
Locomotive Works, Philadelphia, an
order for 60 new locomotives,to be of
izigh grade and speed. The Company
will also contract elsewhere for 40 ad-
ditional locomotives of the same charac-
ter. As the capacities of the Baldwin
Works are such that it can turn out one
locomotive each dayin the year it will
not be long before the B. & O. contract
will be filled. Each high grade locomo-
tive, those of first class speed and finish,
average about $15,000 in cost.

The democrats of Philadelphia had a
great  jollification Saturday evening.
They pre-empted four miles of Broad
street and occupied it from 7 o’dock
until midnight with a marching proecess-
ion of 30,000 mer, while the sidewalks
were lined with spectators.

Seven hundred fine Durham cattle have
been shipped to England for Christmas
beef by a Kentucky cattle dealer, part of
which, he says, is for Queen Victoria.

The Pension Peril,

On the 1st of January next there will
be on the pension roll fully 1,000,000
names.

The appropriation for the payment of
pensions which Congress is expected to
make at the coming session is £i86,000,-
000.

TI'hese tigures are startling.

They show that the pensioners are in
the proportion of nearly one in twelve
to the voters of the whole Union. And
this for a war that ended more than a
quarter of a century ago!

They show that the cost of the pen-
sion list absorbs more than 40 per cent.
of the nation’s revenues.

The pension list costs $£120,009,000

more than the entire expenses of the
Government in the year before the war.
It has increased $169,000,000 since 1877,
when the war had been ended a dozen
years.
" The number of pensioners on the 1st
of January will almost equal the regu-
Inr standing armies of France and Ger-
many combined, which contain 1,046,000
men.

The cost of the list exceeds by $73.-
000,000 the annual cost of the great
standing army of overtaxed Germany.
1t exceeds by $i56,000,000 the cost of the
standing army of France.

Under the reckless ingenuity of rapa-
cious claim agents and the partisan zeal
of a corrupt Pension Commissioner the
list is increasing at the rate of $350,000 a
months. If not checked the cost of 1894
will reach the enormous sum of §200,-
000,000.

This carnivalof wrong and robbery
must cease. The pension list must be
purged of its frauds. As it stands it is
an impeachment of the patriotism of the
men who saved the Union. It has been
made a roll of dishonor against the earn-
est protest of honorable soldiers. Every
name added 10 it by the present Com-
missioner is tainted with a supicion of
unworthiness.

It will be the duty of the Democratic
Presfdent and Congress to revise the
pension list in the interest alike of de-
serving veterans and of an imperilled
Treasury.—N. Y. World.

ANDIAN NAMNES,

Origin Ascribed to Many Used in The Vioh-
ity of Washingtom.

At the Cosmos Club last night Prof.
James Mooney read an interesting paper
before the Anthropological Soetety upon
the biographic nomenelature of the
Potomac River. The Indians of this
region were a part of the Powhatan Con-
federacy, which claimed all of tidewater
Virginia and both shores of the Chesa-
peake nearly to the entranee of the Sus-
auchanna. The Powhatan language be-
longed to the Algonquinstock, and was
cognate with the Delaware, the Massa-
chuset, and the Ojibwa. It ceased to
exist asa spoken language about fifty
years ago, and as the early colonists and
even the Jesuits of the Maryland colony
paid but little attention to aboriginal
philology there remain of the tongue of
Powhatan probably less than 300 words
in all, of which about one-Lalf are un-
translatable local names.

The word Potomac appears on Smith's
map as Patawomeck, thie name of a prin-
cipal settlement which Jefferson in his
Netes on Virginia locates at the mouth
of Potomac Creek in Stafford Ceunty,
Va. As is the case with Indian loca;
names generally, especially in the East,
it was the name not of a stream, but of a
district including a settlement. The
Jesuit father, Jacker, declares that the
word relates to “small fishes.” He gives
the general meaning as “the river full of
swarms of small fry where fishes spawn
in shoals.” Another autherity says that
the form of the word should {e i’edhn-
mok, meaning “they are eoming by
water.” 8till another idea advanced is
that the term meant “bushy or brushy
river.” The rendering “river of swans”
has no authority.

Acquia Creek is supposed to take s
name from Equiwi, meaning “in or be-
tween something.”

Occoquan is interpreted as meaning
“hook.”

Anacostia came from Nacotchtauck
and cannot be interpreted.

The name Piscataway does not appear
on Smith’s map, vet it appears te be a
word full of meaning. The Jesuils
rendered it as meaning *‘one who has his
hair twisted up sideways and backward."
Another authority givesit as meaning
“it is getting dark,” while another
thinks it means “the place of the white
pine tree.”

Port Tobaceo comes from Potopaca,
meaning tobacco leaves.

Pamunkey is understoek to mean
“where we took a sweat.”

The word Chesapeake is carried
through a laborious process of deriva-
tion and interpretation and finally ex-
plained to mean “a large basin of salt
water.”
