| REV. T. DE WITT TALMAGE.

He Eloquently KRefutes the Storles Told

' BROOGKLYN, Nov. 20.—Rev. Dr. Talmage
today fulfilled his promise that he wounld
Bgain speak of his visit to Russia and cor-
rect many wrong impressions concerning
that empire and its raler. After an exposi-
tion of Scripture and congregational sine
ing he took for his text I Peter i, 16,
“Presumptuous are they, self willed: they
are not afraid to speak evil of dignitics:"

Amid a most reprehensible erew Poter
here paints by one stroke the poctrmit of
those who delight to slush at people in anu-
thority. Now we all have a right to eriti-
cise evil behavior, whether in Ligh ploaces
or low, but the fact that one is high up is
no proof that he onght to be brought down.,
It is a bad streak of human nature now, ns
it wasin the time of the text a bad streak
of human nature, that suceess of any kind
excites the jealous antipathy of tho-¢ who
cannod climb the same steep. There never
was a David on the throne that there was
not some Absalom who wanted to cet it
There never was a Christ hut the waorld
had saw and hammer ready to fashion a
cross on which to assassinate him.

' Outof this evil spirit grow not only in-
dividual but national and internationa!
defamation. To no country has more i
justice been done than to our own in days
that are past. lLong befoze “Martin Chinz
zlewit’” was printed the ?iu-mmrc of the
world scoffed at everything American.
Victor Hugo, as honest as he was un
equaled in literary power, was co misin-
formed coucerning America that he wrote:
“The most singular thing is the need of
whittling, with which all Americans are
possessed. It is such that on Sunday they
glve the sailors little bits of wood, be
if they did not they would whittle the ¢
In court, at the most critical moment, the
judge, whittling, says, ‘Prisoncr, are you
guilty?” and the accused trangailly re
sponds, whittling, ‘I am not uniley

Lord John Fusseil ealied us “a bbbk
bursting nationality.” But onr conniry

has at last recovered from such exricature,
and there is not a street in any city of -
rope or Asia where the word “Ameriea”
will not win defercnce. But there is a sis-
ter nation on the other side of the <ca now
going through the process of international
defamation. There is no country cn earth
s0 misunderstood as Russia, and no mon-
arch more misrepresented than its em-
peror. Will it not be in the cause of justice
if I try to set right the minds of those who
compose this august assemblage and tie
minds of those to whom, on both sides of
the ocean, these words shall come? If the
slander of one person is wicked, then the
slander of one hundred and twelve:niliion
people is one hundred and twelve million
times more wicked.

In the name of righteousness, and in be-
half of civilization, and for the encourice-
ment of all those good people who have
been disheartened by the seandalization of
Russia, I now speak. But Russia is <o
vast a subject that to treat it in one dis-
course is like attempting to run Niagara
falls over one mill wheel. Do not think
that the very marked courtesies extended
me last summer by the emperor and em-
press and crown prince of Russia have
complimented me into the advocacy of that
empire, for I shall present you authenti-
cated facts that will reverse your opinions,
if they have been antagenistic, as mine
were reversed.

I went last summer to Russia with as
many baleful prejudices as would make an
avalanche from the mountain of fabrica-
tion which has for years been heaped up
against that empire. You ask how is it
possible that such appalling misrepresen-
tations of Russia could stand? I dccount
for it by the fact that the Russian lan-
guage is to most an impassable wall, Ma-
lign the United States or malizn Great
Britain or Germany or France, and by the
next cablegram the falschood is exposed,
for we all understand English, and many
of our people are famillar with German
and I'rench. But the Russian language,
beautiful and easy to those born to speak
it, is to most vocal organs an unpronoune-
able tongue, and if at St. Peiershurg or
Moscow any anti-Russian calumny were
denied the most of the world outside of
Russia would never sce or heair the denial.,

has not been an hour 1n the 1adt seventy-
five years that the shipwreck of free insti-
tutions in America would not have called
forth from all the despotisms of Europe
and Asia a shout of gladness wide as earth
and deep as perdition. But whoever else
failed us, Russia never @did, aad whoever
else was doubtful, Russin never was. Itus-
sia, then an old government, smiled on the
cradle of our government while yet in its
arliest infancy. Ewmpress Catherine of
Russia in 1776 or thereabouts offerad kindly
interference that our thirteen colonies
might not go down under the cruelties of
War,

Again, in'1813, Russia stretched forth to-
ward us a merciful hand. When our
dreadful civil war was raging and the two
thunder clouds of northern and southern
valor clashed, Russia practically said to
the nations of Europe, “Keep your hands
off and let the brave men of the north and
the south settle their own troubles.,” 1 re-
hearsed some of those scenes tothe emperor
last July, saying, “You were probably too
young to remember the position your fa-
ther took at that time,” but with radiant
smile, he responded, “Oh, yes, I remember,
I remember,” and there was an accentun-
tion of the wonl!s which demonstrated to
me that these oceurrences had often been
talked of in the imperial honschold.

I stood on New York Battery during the
war, as I suppose many of you did, leoking
off throngh a magnifyving glass upon 2
fleet of Russinn ships. “What are they
doing there?” I asked, and so every one
asked. “What business have the Russian
warships in our New York harbars”
Word eame that another fleet of Russian
ships was in San Francisco harbor.  **What
does this mean?” cur rulers asked, but did
not get immediate answer. In these two
Amertican  harbors the Russian  fleets
seemed sound asleep.  Their great months
of iron spoke not a word, and the Russian
flag, whether floating in the air or droop-
ing by the flagstaff, made no answer to
our inquisitiveness.

William 11, Sewand, secretary of state,
asked the Reassian minister at Washing-
ton the meaning of those Russian ships in
Ameriean waters and got no satisfactory
response. Admiral Farengut said to a
Russian oflicer after dining in the home
of the eminent politician, Thurlow Weed,
that maker and unmaker of presidents,
“What are you doing here with those Rus-
sian vessels of war?” Not until the war
was over was it found out that in case of
forcign intervention #ll the guns and the
Last gan of theae two fleets in New York
and San Francisco harbors were to open in
full diapason upen any foreign ship that
should dare to interfere with the right of
Americans, north and south, to settle their
own controversy. .

But for those fleets and their presence in
American waters there can be no doubt
that twoof the mightiest nations of Europe
woild have mingled in our fight. But for
those two fleets the American government
would have been today only a name in his-
tery. I declare before God and the nation
that T believe Russin saved the United
States of America.  Last July I stood be-
fore a great throng of Russians in the em-
barrassing position of speaking to an an-
dience three-fourths of which could not
understand my language any more than I
could understand theirs. But there were
two names that they thoroughly under-
stood as well as you understand them, and
the utterance of those two names brought
forth an acclamation that made the city
hall of St. Petersburg quake from founda-
tion stone to towers, and those two names
were “George Washington” and “Abra-
ham Lincoln.”

Now is it not important that we should
feel right toward that migh:ty, that God
given friend of more than one hundred
Years? Yea, because it is a zation of more
possibilities than any other, except our
own, should we cultivate its friendship.
There is a vast realin of Russia as vet un-
occupied.  If the population of the rest of
Furope were poured into Russia it would
be only partially occupied. After awkile
America will be so well populated that the
tides of cmigration will go the other way,
and by railroads from Russia at Behring
straits—where Asia comes within thirty-
six miles of joining America—millions of
people will pour down through Russia and
Siberia, and on down through all the re-
gions wuaiting for the civilization of the
next century to come, aud culture great
harvests and build mighty cities.

What the United States now are on the
western hemisphere Russia will be on the
eastern hemisphere. Not only because of
what Russia has been to our republic, but
because of what she will be, let us cease
the defamation of all that pertains to that
great empire. If Russia can afferd to be
the friend of A merica, America can afford
to be the friend of Russia. And now I pro-
ceed to do what I told the emperor and the
empress and all the imperial family at the
palace of Peterhof 1 would do if I ever got
back to America, and that is to answer
some of the calumnies which have been
announced and reiterated and stercotyped
against Russia,

SLANDERS ANSWERED.

Calumny the First—The emperor and all
the imperial family are in perpetual dread
of assassination. They are practically

risoners in the winter palace, and trenches

ith dynamite have been found dug around
the winter palace. They dare not venture
forth, except preceded and followed and
surrounded by a most eluborate military
guard.

My answer to this is that I never saw a
face more frece from worriment than the
emperor’s fuce. The winter palace, around
which the trenches are said to have been
charged with dynamite, and in which the
fmperial family are said to be prisoners,
bas izever been the residence of the impe-
rial family oné moment sinct the present
emperor has been on the throne.

The winter palace hs been changed into
a musenm and a pieture gallery and K
place of great levees. e spends his sum-
mer in the palace at Peterhof, fifteen or
twenty miles from St. Petersburg; his au-
tumnps at the palace at Gratschna, and hie
winters in a palace at St. Petersburg, but
in quite a dliferent part of the city to that
occupied by the winter palace. He rides
throush the streets unattended, except. by
the empress at his side and the driver on
thebox. There is not a person in thisaudi-
cnee more free from fear of harm than he
fs. His subjects not only admire him but
almost worship him.

There are cranks in Russia, but have we
not had our Charles Guiteau and John
Wilkes Booth? “But,” says some one,

emperor America has had two presidents
assassinated.  “But is not the emperor an
autocrat?”’ Dy which you mean, has he
not power without restriction? Yes, bt
it all depends upon what use a man makes
of his power.

Are you an autocrat in your factory, or
an autocrat in your store, or an autocrat
in yourstyle of business? It all depends
on what use you make of your power,
whether to bless or to oppress, and from
the time of Peter the Great—that Russian
who was the wonder of all time, the emn-
peror who hecame incognito a ship car-
penter that he might help ship carpenters,
and amechanic that e might help mechan-
iecs, and put on poor men’s garb that he
might sympathize with poor men, and who
in his last words said: “My Lord, I am dy-
ing.  Oh, help my unbelief!”’—[ say from
that time the throne of Russin has, for the
most part, been ocenpied by rulers as benef-
fcent and kind and sympathetic as they
were powerful,

To go no further back than Nicholas,
the grandfather of the present emperor,
Nicholas had for the dominant {dea of his
administration the emancipation of the
scrfs.  When it was found that he pre-
meditated the freedom of the scerfs he re-
ceived the following letter of threat from
a deputation of noblemen: “Your Impe-
rinl Majesty—We learn that the coun-
cil and senate of the empire have
before them for deliberation, with your
sanction, the plan to abolish serfdom
thronghont «the Russinn empire. We
are perfectly willing to abide by your
majesty’s decision in this matter and to
loyally support your will, but there are in
Russin a large number of small owners of
serfs who are dependent for actual sub-
sistence on’ the labor of those serfs, and
who conscquently will be left wholly pen-
niless and without any resource by the
operation of emancipation. . They will then
undoubtedly resort to desperate measures,
and in the extremity of their despalr will
put the life of your manjesty l%eopardy."

last as long as history, “Gentlemeén, if 1
should die because of iy devotion to such
a cause, I am willing to meet my fate.”
When, under an attack of pueumonia
from exposure to severe weather in the
service of his people, that emperor put
down his head on the piliow of dust, Rus-
sia lost as goodl a monacch as was ever
crowned. Thencame Alexander the Second,
father of the present emperor. Amid the
mightiest opposition and  innumerable
protests, he, with one stroke of his pen,
emancipated twenty million serfs, practi-
cally saying: “Go free.  Be your own mas-
ters, and this is for you: and your children
forever.”

Oun the day he was basely nssassinated
(znd I will parenthetically say that 1 saw
his carriage in splinters, as it looked when
he stepped from it, not to save himself, but
to look after come peor peopie of the street
who had been huart, and 1 saw the bed on
which he dicd, the mattress yet crimson !
with bhis life’s blood)—on the day he was |
assassinated he had on his table, found
afterward, a free constitution that pro-
posed to give the right of suffrage to the
people of Russin. If it had not been for

the assassination lie would have soon
signad that constitution, but that horrible ;
violence put things back, as violence al- |
wiays does.

What a marvelous character of kiad-
ness was Alexauder the Sceeond, the fatter
of the present cmperor, so that the pros-
ent emperor, Alexander the Third, in-
herits  his  benignity.,  Alexander  the
Sccond, hearing that a nobleman  had
formed a conspiraey against his life, had
him arrested.  Then the eyes of the crimi-
nal were bandaged, and he was put ina
carriage, and for some time traveled on,
cnly stopping for fod. After awhile the
bandage was removed, and supposing that
Le must by that time have Leen almost in i
Siberia he found that he was at the door of
his own home. But this punishment wus |
suflicicnt.

The same emperor, having heard that i
poet had written a poem defamatory of his
cmpress, ordered the poet into his pres-
ence.  Expecting great severity, the poct
eutered the palace and found the emperor
and empress and dukes and duchesses gath-
ered together.,  “Gowd morning,” said the
emperor to the offender. I hear you have
written a most beautiful poem, and I have
sent for you that you may read it to us and
we may have the pleasure of hearing it.”
The man cried out, “Send me to Siberia or
do anything with me, but do not make ne
read this peem in your presence.”  Ie was
compelled to read the defamatory poen,
and then the empress, against whom it was
aimed, said: 1 do net think he will avrite
any more verses about us again,  Let him
€0.”"  And s0 he was freed.

And now comes in Alexander the Third,
doing the best things possible for the na-
tion which ke loves and which as ardent!y
leves him. But what an undertaking to
rule one hundred and twelve million peo-
ple, made up of one hundred tribes and
races and speaking forty different lan-
guages! Lut, votwithstanding all this,
things there move on marvelously well,
and I do not believe that out of five hun-
dred thousand Russians you would find

There is ten times more difliculty
in getting your luggage through the Anier-
fcan custom house than through the Rus-
sian. 1 speak not of myself, for fricnds
intercede for me on American wharves,
and I am not detzined. I wasseveraldays
in Russia before I was asked if 1 had euy
passport at all.

Depend upon it, if Lereafter @ man be-
lieves he is uncomfortably watched by tl..
Pplice_of St Petersburg or Moscow, i i~
because  there is scSicthing sudpicious
about. him, and you yourself had better,
when he i3 around, look after your silver
sapoons. I promise you, an honest man or
an honest woman, that when you gothere,
as many of you will—for European travel
is destined to change its course from sout h-
ern Europe to those northern regions—you
will have no more molestation or super-
visal than in Brooklyn or in New York or
the quietest Long Island village.

Calummny tiX: Third—Russia and its ruler
are o opposed to any other relizion except
the Greek religion that they will not allow
any other religion; that nothing hut peree.
cution and imprisonment and outrage in-
tolerable await the disciples of any other
religion. Dut what are the facts? I had
a long ride in St. Petersburg and its sub-
urbs with the prefect, a brilliant, eflicient
and lovely man, who is the highest oflicial
in the city of St. Petersburg, and who-e
chief business is to attend the emperor. 1
said to him, “I suppose your religion is
that of the Greek church?” “XNo,” said he;
“I am a Lutheran.” “What is your reli-
gion?” I said to one of the highest and
most influential oflicials at St. Petershurg.
He said, “I am of the Church of England.”

Myself, an American, of still another de-
nomination of Christians, and never hav-
ing been inside a Greek cliurch in my life
until I went to Russia, could not have re-
ceived more consideration had I heen bap-
tized in the Greek church and all my life
worshiped at her altars. I had it demon-
strated to me very plainly that a man’s -
ligion in Russia has nothing to do with his
preferment for either office or social posi-
tion. The only questions takea into con-
sideration are honesty, fidelity, morality
and adaptation. I had not been in St.
Petersburg an hour before I received an
invitation to preach the Gospel of Christ
as I believed it.  Besides all this, have yon
forgotten that the Crimean war, which
shook the earth, grew out of Russia’s in
terference in behalf of the persecuted
Christians of all nations in Turkey?

“Bat,’” says some one, “have there not
been perscentions of other religions in Rus-
sia?” No doubt, just as in other times in
New England we burned witches, and as
we killed Quakers, and as the Jews in
America have been outrageously treated
ever since I can remember, and the Chi
nese in our land have been pelted, and
their stores torn down, and their way from
the steamer wharf to their destined guar-
ters tracked with their own blood. The
devil of persecution is in every land and in
all ages. Some of us in the different de-
nominations of Christians in America have
felt the thrust of persecution beciuse we
thought differently or did things different
ly from those who would, if they had the
power, put us in a furnace eight times
heated, one more degree of caloric than
Nebuchadnezzar’s,  Persecutions in all
lands, but the emperor of Russia sanctions
none of them,

I had a most satisfactory talk with the
emperor about the religions of the world,
and he thinks and feels as you and I do,
shat religion is something between a man
and his God, and no one has a right. to in-
terfere with it.  You may go right up to
$t. Petersburg and Moscow with your
Episcopal liturgy, or your Preshyterian
eatechism, or your Congregationalist’s lib-
eralism, or your Immersionist’s Baptistry,
or any other rcligion, and if you mind your
own affairs and lct others mind theirs you
will not be molested.

I asked an eminent and distinguishal
American, “ilave vou visited the prisois
of St. Petersbury, and how do they diiler
from American prisons$™”  He replied, ¢
have visited thess, and they are as well
ventilated and as well conditioned in every
respect as the majority of the prisons in
America”  Are women whipped in the
street?  No: that statement comes from the
manufactory of fabricazion, a Lranufactory
that runs day nod night. so thet the sup-
Py may meet the demand.

fourth of the miners are eriminals,
other three-fourths go there beense they
choose it as a pliace to earn their jiving,
After being in Siberia aswhile the con-
demned go to earning a livelihood, and

they come to own their own farms and ¢

orchards and vineyards, many of these
people coming to wealth, and thousands of
them under ro inducement would leave
those parts of Siberia which are paradises
for salubrity and luxuriance.  Now which
do you think is the best style of a prison—
Siberia or many of our American prisons?
When & man commits a big crime in ons
country, the judue leoks into the fright
ened face of the eulprit, and says. “You
have been found gailty; I sentence you to
the penitentiary for ten years.” He goes
to prison. e is shut in between four

walls.  No sunlight. No fresh air. No
bathroom. Before he has served Lis ten

years he dies of consumption or is o en-
ervated that for the rest of his life he sits
with folded hands—a wheezing invalid,

In preference to the shut in life of the
average American prisoner, give e Si-
berin,  Besides that, when offenders come

out of prison in America, what chance |

have they?  Ask the poorly supported so-
cieties formed to get these people places
for work. Ask me, to whom the newly
liberated come from all the prisons im-
ploring what they shall do.  No one will
commend them.  The pallor of incare. ra-
tion is on their cheek.  Who wants to ¢in.
ploy in factory or store a man or woman
who, in answer to the question, “Where
did you live last?” should make for reply,
“State’s prison at Aubnurn or Moyamen-
sing?” Now in Siberia they have a better
chance. They are never spoken of as crim-
inals, but as unfortunates, and they are al-
lowed every opportunity of retrieving tieir
lost reputation and lost fortunes,

I taiked with the president of the Na-

tional Socicty of Russia for the Edueation
and Moralizaiion of the Children of Sibe-
rian Couvicts.  The president of that sodi-
ety, appointi<l by the cmperor, is a Lady of
great accomplishments and much
pathy, which illiimines her face and makes
tearful her eyes and tremulous her voice,
The evening 1 passed at her house in St.
Petersburg was one of the memorable
events of my lifetime. I will not attempt
to pronounce the name of that noble wom-
an_ avpointcd by the emberor as the presi-
=" & w— . .
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' dent of the National Soclety of Russiz 2or
the Education and Moralizationof tiye Chil
dren of Convicts. Please to name anny such
national sccicty in our country, supported
by government, for taking care of the chil-
dren of convicis.

You know, if you know anything, that
there is no chance ia this country fora
man who has been imprisoned, or for his
children. God pity then and hasten the
time when we shall, by some national in-
stitution cstablished by the congress of the
United States, imitate the mercy of the
Russian government towanl the innocent
children of imprisoned offenders.  He who
charges cruelty on the imperial family and
the nobility of Russia belics men and worn-
en as pracions and beniznant as ever
Lreathied oxysen,

THE CZAR'S CLEMEXCY,

The merciful character of the present en-
peror was well illustrated in the follewing
oceurrence:  The man who supervised e
assassination of the father oi the present
emperor, standing in the snow that awfil
day when the dynamite shattered to picces
the legs of Alexander the Second—I say
the man who supervised a1l this fled fro:n
St. Petersburg and quit Russia. But after
awhile the man repented of his crime, and
wrote to the emperor asking for forugive
ness for the murder of his father, and
promising to be a2 good citizen, and asking
if he might come back to Russia, The en-
peror pardoned the murnderer of his father,
and the forgiven assassin is now liviug in
Russia unless recently deceased,

When I talked to the empress concernin.s
the sympathy felt in America for the suf-
ferings of the drought siruck regions of
Russia, she evineed an absorbing intercs:
and a compassion and an emotion of man-
ner and specch such as we men can hardly
realize, because it seems that God has re-
i served for woman as her great adorpment
i the coronet, the tear jeweled coronet of ten
. derness and commiseration,  If you say
" that it was a man, a divine man that cane

to save the world, I say yes; but it was a
woman that gave the man. Witnessall the
Madonnas—Italian, German, English and
Russian—that bloom in the picture gal-
leries of Christendom. Son of Mary, have
mercy on us!

But how about the knout, the crucl
Russian knout, that comes down on th-
bare back of agonized criminals? W Vs
Russia abolished the knout before it w:s
abolished fromn our American navy., Dut
Eow about the political priconers hustivd
off to Siberia? According to the testimony
of the most celebrated literary enemy o)
Rassia, only four hundred end forty-three
political prisoners were sent to Siberia in

twenty years.  How ®aany political prison-

ers did we put in pgson pens durinzgz our
four years of civil war? Well, I will guess
at least cne hundred thousand, Anterica’s
one hundred thousand political prisoners
versus Russia’s four hundred and fort.y-
three political prizoncera. Nearly all these
four Linnired and forty-tTiree of “twentz
years were noblemen or peop!le desperateiy
opposed tothe emancipation of the serfs.
And none of the political prisoners is sent
to the famous Kara mines.

For the most part you are dependent for
Information upon the testinmony of pris-
oners who are sent to Siberia. They il
say they were innocent. Prisoners always
are innocent. Ask all the prisoners of
America today, “Guilty or not guiltys”
and pineteen out of twenty wiil plead
“Not guilty.” Ask them how they like
their prison, and how they like sherifls,
and how they like the government of tie
United States, and you will find these pris-
oners admire the aunthority that arrested
them and punished them gst abont as
much as the political prisouces of Russia
like Siberia.
