His advica or
rebuke or the breathings of the spirit as
he uttered the words of truth from the
pulpit in prayer or exhortation were
always heeded with the most profound
respect and attention. A useful, quiet,
unostentatious citizen he puasses away
as one whose life is worthy of emulation,
because he was a living epistle known
of men,” whose walk and conversation
was ever earnest and consistent.
